Perform technical research activities in science communications for the purpose of: 





Development and implementation of procedures for communicating new science results effectively on the WWW so that NASA may better fulfill its requirements to communicate scientific knowledge to the broadest audience possible, as articulated in the NASA Charter.





Development and implementation of products that improve the actual communication of science results through the use of new and innovative interactive technologies on the WWW.





DELIVERABLES:   Interactive software products for the Space Sciences disciplines, suitable for release on the Web for public education.  HTML template procedures for SSL Web science headline postings.  








Amendment 1: 


The nature of the technical work requires the proposer to independently provide content-based web pages and web-based applications from raw research data and technical papers provided by the Space Sciences Laboratory in the disciplines of microgravity research, global hydrology and climate research, astrophysics, space plasma physics.  Therefore, the proposer must demonstrate professional capability in understanding and communicating basic science research to a broad audience. A list of appropriate publications authored by the proposer(s) is requested; preference will be given to proposers who demonstrate effective communication both to science professionals in peer-reviewed journals and to the broader public on the world-wide web. 





Another important aspect of effective communication involves the proposer's ability to correctly index the information on major public search engines.  Correctly indexed information, in this case, is defined as science-content based web pages which can be found by the public using appropriate keyword searches for the major search engines in use (e.g. Yahoo, Infoseek, Excite, AltaVista, etc.)


This requires an understanding of how each search engine used indexes data.  Use of inappropriate "spamming" techniques is explicitly prohibited. Preference will be given to proposers who clearly demonstrate ability in effective use of public search engines.
