7. COMPETITIVE NEGOTIATED PROCUREMENT USING QUALITATIVE CRITERIA





This procurement shall be conducted utilizing Best Value Selection (BVS), which seeks to select an offer based on the best combination of price and qualitative merit (including past performance) of the offers submitted and reduce the administrative burden on the offerors and the Government.  BVS takes advantage of the lower complexity of MidRange procurements and predefines the value characteristics which will serve as the discriminators among offers.





BVS evaluation is based on the premise that, if all offers are of approximately equal qualitative merit, award will be made to the offeror with the lowest evaluated price (fixed-price contracts) or the lowest most probable cost (cost type contracts).  However, the Government will consider awarding to an offeror with higher qualitative merit if the difference in price is commensurate with added value.  Conversely, the Government will consider making award to an offeror whose offer has lower qualitative merit if the price (or cost) differential between it and other offers warrant doing so.





The specifications/statement of work included in the attached model contract serves as the Government's baseline requirements.  The following value characteristics establish what the Government considers to be valuable in an offer.  These value characteristics are performance based and permit selection of the offer which provides better results for a reasonable marginal increase in price.  All offers will be judged against these value characteristics.  Cost and technical (including past performance) will be considered equal in importance and will not be assigned weights.  On those value characteristics the offeror chooses to provide, adequate information should be submitted to permit proper evaluation.





The following value characteristics are applicable to this procurement:

1.  The proposer shall furnish complete, accurate, and current cost or pricing data used in developing the total firm-fixed-price proposed for all work excluding that identified in the DEFINITE/INDEFINITE QUANTITY AND ORDER item. 





2.  The proposer shall furnish unit prices for the following categories and or areas of hull repairs defined below in the event inspections during the performance of the contract reveals that additional repairs are required.  The hull of the barge is defined as the structural body of the barge including shell plating, framing, decks, bulkheads, longitudinals, girders, etc.  (The letters preceding each item below identifies the location of that item in the drawing “Typical Barge Cross Section”.)  All unit prices are installed prices and include all necessary staging, plant and engineering services, scrap allowance, testing, inspection and painting as required in the Statement of Work of this effort.





The price proposed for each item should be the installed price per unit for the following quantities which will be used for evaluation purposes.  The quantities specified below are not firm quantities and do not limit the Government’s right to order other quantities as required. 3.  Offerors should submit information to demonstrate financial capability for performing the proposed contract.





4.  Proposers must specify subcontract support if any, required to accomplish the objective of this effort.  The work required, the estimated cost of such work and type of contract must be clearly stated.  The Contractor should not form final contractual agreements with subcontractors prior to contract award.  Agreement on any subcontractors will be reached during contract negotiation or as required during the performance period.





5.  The NASA barge will be delivered to the Contractor’s facility by the Government, and upon the satisfactory completion of all work, removed by the Government within 24 hours after vessel acceptance documents have been signed.  All towage to and from the Contractor’s facility will be at the Government’s risk and expense.  The delivery date of the vessel to the successful Contractor’s facility will be determined upon contract award.





    To be considered in determining the lowest overall price will be the cost of delivery-redelivery of the barge, by the Government, to the offeror’s facility.  This cost will be based on the miles one-way from NASA Michoud, New Orleans, LA, to the offeror’s facility multiplied by four (delivery with barge, tug return, tug back to Contractor, redelivery with barge) multiplied by $20.00 per mile, and will be added to each offeror’s proposal to determine the lowest overall price.








The Government will evaluate offers in two general steps:





Step One -- An initial evaluation will be performed to determine if all required information has been provided and the offeror has made a reasonable attempt to present an acceptable offer.  Offerors may be contacted only for clarification purposes during the initial evaluation.  Offerors determined not to be acceptable shall be notified of their rejection and the reasons therefor and excluded from further consideration.





Step Two -- All acceptable offers will be evaluated against the specifications/statement of work in the model contract attached to this solicitation and the value characteristics listed above.  Based on this evaluation, the Government has the option, depending on the specific circumstances of the offers received, to utilize one of the following methods:  (1) Make selection and award without discussions; or (2) after discussions with all finalists, afford each offeror an opportunity to revise its offer, and then make selection.
