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The purpose of this amendment is to revise Attachment J-7 “Special Purpose”/”General Purpose” Equipment, make cited change to Amendment No. 2, and provide clarification for Form A submittal requirements. 
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I.	ATTACHMENT J-7, “Special Purpose”/”General Purpose” Equipment, is deleted in its entirety and the attached J-7 is substituted therefor.  As a result, certain clarifications and or responses to questions on Amendment Nos. 1 and 2, related to Attachment J-7 are no longer applicable.  Those sections of Attachment J-7 that have been changed since the issuance of the RFP and Amendment Nos. 1 and 2 are annotated in bold print.





II.	Paragraph IV of Amendment No. 2, is revised to change the reference from “ATTACHMENT J-10, FIGURES, Figure 10” to “ATTACHMENT J-10, FIGURES, Figure F-2.”





III.	The following is provided to further clarify the requirements for submission of Form A (RFP page L-II-11):

Additional Form A’s are required for submission by the Prime Contractor for each subcontractor the prime has included on the Form A’s in the area identified as “Major Subcontractor” and “Minor Subcontractor”.  Each subcontractor’s cost should be broken out as requested on the Form A.  These Form A’s should total to the entry for “major” and “minor” subcontracts on the prime contractor’s Form A’s.

SPECIAL PURPOSE/GENERAL PURPOSE EQUIPMENT








There are two types of equipment that are associated with this procurement.  “Special Purpose” and “General Purpose.”





“Special Purpose” equipment (see Section J-I) is considered unique to this effort and essentially permanent in duration.  The responsibility to provide maintenance, replace, or otherwise modify the inventory of special purpose equipment lies with the Government.  It will be the duty of the Contractor to use and maintain these items in the best possible manner and to ensure that maximum utilization of this equipment is made to carryout the requirements of the PWS.  “Special Purpose” equipment consists of those items listed in the respective work statement.





Title of this equipment will remain with the Government and the Government will determine when replacement of equipment is required.  Government replaced equipment is subject to funding approval; therefore, specific replacement schedules are not available.





“General Purpose” equipment (see Section J-I) is a list of commercially available equipment that historically has been provided to the Contractor in performance of this effort.  This list should be considered as equipment that is available for performance of this effort.  The Government, after contract award, will provide this equipment as Government Furnished Equipment, and an equitable contract adjustment will be accomplished.  If furnished, equipment will be “as is” and will be maintained by the Contractor.  Costs associated with the replacement of equipment will not be charged directly to this contract.  The Contractor shall return to the Government any used Government-owned, Government-provided equipment that can no longer economically be repaired or maintained.  This contract includes the “General Purpose” equipment and associated costs deemed necessary to carryout the requirements of the PWS.





The Contractor shall provide required hand tools for performance of this contract at no direct cost to the Government.





The lease cost for vehicles that the Contractor deems necessary to carryout the requirements of the contract shall  not be greater than the GSA lease cost, which includes all maintenance and operational costs.
