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“Special Purpose”/“General Purpose” Equipment








There are two types of equipment that are associated with this procurement, “Special Purpose” and “General Purpose.”





“Special Purpose” equipment (see Section J-I) is considered unique to this effort and essentially permanent in duration.  The responsibility to provide maintenance, replace, or otherwise modify the inventory of special purpose equipment lies with the Government.  It will be the duty of the Contractor to use and maintain these items in the best possible manner and to ensure that maximum utilization of this equipment is made to carryout the requirements of the PWS.  “Special Purpose” equipment consists of those items listed in the respective work statement.





Title of this equipment will remain with the Government and the Government will determine when replacement of equipment is required.  Government replaced equipment is subject to funding approval; therefore, specific replacement schedules are not available.  





“General Purpose” equipment (see Section J-I) is a list of commercially available equipment that historically has been provided to the Contractor in performance of this effort.  This list should be considered as equipment that is available for performance of this effort.  The Government, after contract award, will provide this equipment as Government Furnished Equipment.  If furnished, equipment will be “as is” and maintenance and replacement costs will not be charged directly to this contract.  The Contractor shall return to the Government any used Government owned, Government-provided equipment that can no longer economically be repaired or maintained.  The proposal shall include the “General Purpose” equipment and associated costs deemed necessary to carryout the requirements of the PWS.





The Contractor shall provide required hand tools for performance of this contract at no cost to the Government.





Vehicles that the offeror deems necessary to carryout these requirements shall be proposed at amounts not greater than the GSA lease cost, which includes all maintenance and operational costs.
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
