DEFINITIONS








AUTOMATED PROCUREMENT REQUEST SYSTEM (APRS)  - An automated system for electronic procurement request processing.  Provides an electronic routing approval process between MSFC’s Property Management Division (PMD), Financial Management Office (FMO), and Procurement Office.  APRS interfaces with NSMS.





Briefing Paper  - A document that is prepared for NASA Headquarters by MSFC.  It is a plan that covers research that has already been done and proposals or plans for more research (i.e., what has been done and what needs to be done).  It can be in a presentation or publication format.





Camera Ready Art -  Refers to all reproduction elements necessary for the printer, publisher, and camera person to thoroughly understand and execute the requirements necessary to reproduce and/or print a final product.





DEFENSE AUTOMATED MESSAGE EXCHANGE SYSTEM (DAMES) - Provides the capability of sending and receiving the status of Federal/military reorder. Messages built for transmission are stored on a file named TRANSMIT until the next communication connection is established.  When the communication connection is made, all messages on the TRANSMIT file are transmitted from the personal computer (PC) to the Defense Automatic Addressing System (DAAS) Office, and then all messages stored at DAAS, addressed to the user, are transmitted from DAAS to the PC.





Messages received by the PC are stored on file named RECEIVE.  Various menu options may then be used to process the RECEIVE file.  Narrative messages may be printed, and MILSTRIP transactions may be printed and/or written to a selected disk file.





Developed standard  - As cited in current editions of Chilton Motor Age Flat Rate Manual and Gleam Mitchell Basic Flat Rate Manual.





DIRECT RECEIPT - A receipt for which the purchase order was issued by another organization (i.e., NASA Procurement Office) which is processed manually, as opposed to “in-house” procurements by the institutional support contractor and which are normally processed as “due-ins” in the automated data processing system.














DRAY - A package received which is addressed to another Agency, contractor, or entity located on MSFC property or material shipped from a contractor to another contractor.  Classified shipments containing drawings, maps, blueprints, publications, books, data reports, progress reports, specifications as well as publications, periodicals, magazines, and papers citing an individual’s name will be automatically drayed to the MSFC Central Mail Operation for delivery.





ELECTRONIC DATA INTERFACE (EDI) - EDI is the electronic transmission of purchase orders and status information between customers.  Currently, the manner in which EDI is employed is via a common carrier (i.e., AT&T) Value-Added Network (VAN) line which transfers encoded, standard EDI transaction sets, to and from users, and converts the coded information to readable text format.





Electronic Product - This is a scientific and technical publishing portable document file.





FEDERAL DISPOSAL SYSTEM/SCREEN BY COMPUTER AND REQUEST EXCESS BY ELECTRONIC NOTIFICATION (FEDS/SCREEN) -  GSA automated screening system that contains all excess/surplus personal property reported to GSA.  It allows for the transfer of excess/surplus personal property between Federal agencies and also to non-Federal organizations (eligible donees).  Property may be screened by name, date, DRMO unit number, or national stock number.  Items reported in FEDS/Screen can be frozen by authorized personnel.





FREEZE - A transaction initiated to “hold” an item of property or material pending further information, approval, and submission of appropriate transfer documentation.





JUST IN TIME - A concept of procurement which allows sources of supply to deliver the product in a short timeframe to meet the needs of the customer and eliminate the requirement to buy and store products in bulk.





Installation - An equipment item or system set in position and connect or adjust for use.





Integration  - A basic or functional change made to an equipment item to bring two or more equipment items together to operate as one equipment item. 





Maintenance and Repair of Equipment -  Recurring day-to-day, periodic, or scheduled activity required to keep equipment in working condition, or to resolve it or its components to a condition substantially equivalent to its original designed capacity and efficiency.





MAJOR SUBCONTRACT - As used in this solicitation means subcontractors more than $250,000 in dollar value.





MINOR SUBCONTRACT - As used in this solicitation means subcontracts $250,000 and less in dollar value.





MODIFICATION - A basic or functional change made to an equipment item to give a new orientation or to serve a new purpose.





NASA EQUIPMENT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (NEMS) - Automated data system utilized to manage and control all MSFC accountable equipment.  The primary processes that the system accomplishes are ad hoc inquiries, equipment file updates, report capabilities, and table file updates.  NEMS interfaces with NPDMS.





NEMS Inventory  - Automated subsystem within NEMS utilized to reconcile and adjust the accuracy of equipment records





NEMS Property Custodian Module (PCM)  - Automated subsystem within NEMS that allows property managers to initiate and process specified/limited NEMS transfers to property in their account.





NASA PROPERTY DISPOSAL MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (NPDMS) - Automated disposal management system to support operational requirements for the utilization, transfer, donation, sale, abandonment, or destruction of excess NASA property.  NPDMS interfaces with NSMS and NEMS to extract and exchange data with these systems.





NASA SUPPLY MANAGEMENT SYSTEM (NSMS) - Automated data system utilized to manage and control all MSFC accountable supplies.  The primary processes that the system accomplishes are cataloging, asset control, acquisition, replenishment, receiving, issues, document tracking, inventory counts, and transaction maintenance.  NSMS interfaces with NPDMS and APRS.





On-call - Available to respond within 2 hours to emergency and special requirements when notified.





On-Center Test Support - Contractor’s technicians remain on site and available to provide maintenance and repair services during the course of engineering test activities.





Page - One completed publication page.





Piece - One completed graphic.














PLANT CLEARANCE AUTOMATED REUTILIZATION SCREENING SYSTEM (PCARSS)  - Automated Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) screening system which will be used by DOD and delegated contractors to screen government property in a contractor’s possession.





Preventative Maintenance (pm) - Maintenance which is designed to keep the equipment in proper operating condition, and which is performed on a scheduled basis.  Normally, a PM is handled in accordance with OEM recommendations.





PROGRAM STOCK - Material acquired by direct purchase or by issue from Stores Stock for a specific program or project.





PROOF OF DELIVERY - A verification that an item has been delivered, usually by obtaining a signature on a copy of the manifest document or material release order, along with a notation of the signer’s badge identification number and location.





PROPERTY MOVE REQUEST SYSTEM (PMRS)  - Automated system for electronically establishing and tracking MSFC move requests.  The system allows on-line entry of move requests enabling storage and retrieval of information to yield reports and statistics.
