In accordance with L.7, other than small business concerns are required to submit a subcontracting plan which shall meet the goals stated at L.15.



All proposed subcontracting, regardless of monetary value except fixed price purchases of less than $50,000 shall be referenced to an appended listing showing the type of subcontract, the amount, the name and location of the sources, as well as the basis for subcontractor selection.



Also, the offeror shall demonstrate a thorough understanding of the installation and testing of above and underground district water piping systems, foundations, and cassions, as applicable to the requirements of the proposed contract.  The offeror shall provide information concerning the experience of key personnel to be utilized, resources and equipment to be used and a preliminary procedure outline of installation and testing of this installation.  The offeror shall provide information to convey an understanding of methods used and testing of concrete mixes prior to the pour.
