SCOPE:  The client/server architecture called the Online Project Management System (OPMS) provides a set of collaborative computing tools for geographically distributed teams.  Software has been developed previously for this experimental prototype Internet-based application.  This effort has produced several tools that increase the effectiveness of team communication.  The purpose of this task will be the further development of enhanced collaboration tools and to begin structuring methods for taking the OPMS from testbed to operations.  New ways to handle operations should be investigated to minimize the number of personnel needed to support the system and the time required to resolve problems. 





TASKS:  The OPMS tool suite includes a library for archiving files in a variety of formats.  The contractor shall perform the following tasks to enhance the library tool and incorporate new techniques for handling the operational aspects of the OPMS.





1.  Develop a “Document Review” tool that provides team members the capability to place comments against existing documents stored within the library.  Team members shall have the capability to submit/read all comments.  This shall allow the owner of the document to review comments and make modifications to the document.





Develop a “Users Preference” interface which shall allow the user to receive E-Mail notification when information changes in the library, calendar, action tracking areas of the OPMS.  The user shall have the capability to enable/disable notifications for each of these areas.  Also located on the 














User Preferences form shall be the capability of modifying the user’s information:  phone number, E-Mail address.





3.  Integrate the Trouble Reporting System to be used by the end users for reporting problems with the OPMS.  These problems shall be automatically assigned to personnel and shall E-Mail the OPMS operations personnel of the problem.  After the problem has been solved, the operations personnel shall have the capability to pass this information to the “Frequently Asked Questions” area.





4.  Develop a “Frequently Asked Questions” area to be accessible by the users.  This information shall automatically be  generated from the Trouble Reporting System.  The most commonly asked questions and concerns about the Online Project Management System which have been reported by the users through the use of the Trouble Reporting System sha
