“Low Cost Large Core Vehicle Structures Assessment ”





Objective:  This effort will assess low cost composite and metallic structures and tank manufacturing techniques applicable to the manufacture of low cost Magnum and LFBB (Liquid Fly Back Booster) structure and propellant tanks.



Tasks:  Given the attached reference MLV (Magnum Launch Vehicle) core stage, provide lowest, best cost (cost driven instead of performance) for each element.  Use existing data from past and current  programs (space, non-space, and commercial), project the cost of fabricating representative MLV core structure and tank module elements in both metallic and composite designs using state-of-the-art manufacturing techniques.

	-	Produce conceptual sketches/preliminary designs with dimensions for various 			options.

	-	Compare the shell weight of elements constructed in the various designs.

	-	Identify potential high-payoff approaches and cost/schedule to reach TRL - 6			(technology readiness level).

	-	Identify development requirements.

	-	Identify capital requirements, and constraints of existing equipment.

	-	 Provide size and location of major equipment for composite fabrication 				(autoclave, filament winding, fiber placement, etc.).

 

The contractor will provide status reviews through monthly telecons and electronic mail.  





Deliverables: The contractor shall deliver a final report, including a paper copy and an electronic copy.  The report shall include results of tasks with engineering conceptual sketches, parameters, cost, trades, weights, and description of attractive technology or development efforts to reduce cost for a Magnum class core structures and propellant tanks.
