Question:  Will the services of MIT/LL be available for the LDCM Phase II effort?

If MIT/LL's services are to be made available through NASA, please clarify how we should include the request for this service in our proposal, and whether and how the cost of this service will be considered in the proposal evaluation process.

Response:  The MIT/LL Federally-Funded Research and Development Center (FFRDC) charter and contract prohibit MIT/LL involvement in a proposal except through a government sponsor.  During the competitive phase of this procurement prior to award, NASA does not intend to act as a sponsor to provide potential offerors MIT/LL services/equipment/facilities as a GFE item.  After award of the Implementation Phase contract, NASA does intend to utilize MIT/Lincoln Labs as an independent Government consultant/evaluator.  However, offerors should not submit any proposal in response to this solicitation that relies on use of any MIT/LL services/equipment/facilities.
