Give significant consideration to environmental factors at every step in program development and execution.  This requirement will include life cycle analysis of costs and environmental impacts of program and process alternatives.  Review of this requirement will be a regular part of the program management process.

Consult, as appropriate, with Federal, State, and local agencies, and NASA environmental protection rules and regulations including the following concerning the best techniques and methods to prevent, control, and abate environmental pollution, and to protect natural and cultural resources.
