INSTALLATION-PROVIDED EQUIPMENT (IPE)

TYPE A

Equipment that shall be maintained, repaired, and replaced at the Contractor's expense under the firm fixed price portion of the contract.  Title shall remain in the Government.  The Contractor shall return the equipment or the replacement equipment to the Government in a reasonable state of repair after completion of this contract.

TYPE B

Equipment that shall be maintained, repaired, and replaced as required under the firm fixed price portion of this contract.  The Government does not guarantee that the equipment is in a reasonable condition.  Title will remain with the Government.  The Contractor shall purchase, as Contractor owned equipment, replacement equipment for use on this contract at the Contractor's expense under the firm fixed price portion of this contract.  The Contractor shall return to the Government any Installation-Provided Equipment that can no longer be repaired or maintained.  Should the Contractor not choose to purchase replacement equipment, no additional compensation will be considered for firm fixed price or indefinite delivery indefinite quantity work.

TYPE C

Equipment that will be made available to the Contractor for performance of work under this specification which will be replaced, as required, by the Government.  The Contractor shall maintain and repair all equipment under the firm fixed price portion of the contract.  Title of this equipment will remain in the Government.  The Government will determine when replacement of equipment is required.  Government replaced equipment is subject to funding approval; therefore, specific replacement schedules are not available.  If replacement is required due to Contractor negligence in operation or maintenance of equipment, the Contractor shall reimburse the Government for the replacement equipment.
TYPE D

Equipment that the Contractor can schedule and "check out" with the Government if available.  The Government does not guarantee that the equipment will be available at all times.  The Government will control, maintain, and repair all equipment.  Title of this equipment will remain in the Government.  The Government will determine when replacement of equipment is required.  Government replaced equipment is subject to funding approval; therefore, specific replacement schedules are not available.  If replacement is required due to Contractor negligence in operation or maintenance of equipment, the Contractor shall reimburse the Government for the replacement equipment.

TYPE E

Equipment that will be made available to the Contractor for performance of work under this contract.  The Government does not require that these items be returned.  Should the Contractor not choose to purchase replacement equipment, no additional compensation will be considered for firm fixed price or indefinite delivery indefinite quantity work.
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
