SOIL TEST SAMPLING PROCEDURES

Equipment Required.

Trowel or auger

Clean plastic pail

Samples shall be made up of at least five (5) sub-samples or cores from each parcel or designated land area represented by the sample.  Sample to the top two (2) to four (4) inches in sod.  Mix the sample thoroughly in the pail before the sample container is filled with the soil.  The sample shall not represent more than ten (10) acres.

3.
If there are visible differences in soils within a sampling area, a separate sample shall be taken from each uniform area.  Do not take sub-samples from eroded spots or small depressions.  Large areas within a parcel that have been limed, fertilized, or otherwise treated differently shall be sampled separately.
