Toted water from various sources that does not meet discharge permit requirements shall be filtered using the following procedures.

WATER FILTRATION PROCEDURE: 

A. Empty water vessels into 7000-gallon holding tanks and rinse as required. 

B. Install 3 inch to 2-inch am-lock adapter onto 3 inch fitting on 7000-gallon tank.

C. Connect 2” suction hose to tank and suction side of 2” pump. 

D. Connect 2” discharge hose from the discharge side of pump to the inlet side of bag filter. 

E. Connect 2” outlet of bag filter unit to the inlet of adjacent empty 7000-gallon tank. 

F. Ensure all fittings are tight. 

G. Remove lid on bag filter unit and install 100-micron filter, reinstall lid and tighten. 

H. Open ball valves on full 7000-gallon tank and bag filter. 

I. Check and fill oil and fuel in pump and start pump.

J. Pump water through bag filter unit. Monitor pressure on bag filter housings gauges. 
K. Pressure will vary between 10-25 PSI, when pressure drops below 10-PSI bag filter change is required. 
L. Run one complete cycle through bag filter system. 
M. Open ball valves to ION exchange bottles. 
N. Pump water through bottles for one complete cycle. 
O. Initiate sampling process through outside sources. 
P. If water passes the test, then discharge into sanitary sewer.

Q. If water does not pass testing, then the water must be filtered using the   same procedures with finer filter 
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
