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PCB BALLAST REMOVAL PROCEDURE

(Rev. 12 dated 03/25/01)

1.
Obtain a PCB kit from EHS department or electrical department.  Carry one kit with

you in your vehicle.  (This kit contains the following: tyvek, safety glasses, gloves, screwdrivers, socket set, wire stripper, documentation and disposal bag.)

a. If you suspect a smoking or leaking ballast upon entry into any facility immediately call Moffett Dispatch (4-5416).  Secure the area, isolate and deny entry to all unauthorized personnel.  Contact the EHS department after notifying dispatch.  (EHS Supervisor at extension 4-1889, or EHS Manager at extension 4-3531)

b. If you encounter a ballast that shows evidence of a non-active, or old leak, including stains, dry drips, etc., notify the EHS department to respond.

a. If you suspect a smoking or leaking ballast upon entry into any facility after hours notify Moffett Dispatch (4-5416) with a location.  Place pigmat under a leak and secure, isolate and deny entry.  Call the Trouble Desk at extension 4-5212 and request that FMCS is paged to contact the EHS department either via pager, or at home.

b. If you encounter a ballast after hours that shows evidence of a non-active, or old leak, including stains, dry drips, etc., call the Trouble Desk at extension 4-5212 and request that FMCS is paged to contact the EHS department either via pager, or at home. 

2. When examining leaking ballast follow the appropriate requirements set forth in the Personal Protective Equipment Program (Procedure12-01.11).  Note: Inventory and inspect all PPE and equipment prior to donning. Your dress out area should be protected from external elements, such as heat, wind or rain whenever possible. When doffing your P.P.E. always remove the gloves by pulling them inside out as you remove them fr om your hands. Tyvek must be rolled down away from the body.  All contaminated PPE and equipment must be disposed of in a hazardous waste bag.

3. Follow the appropriate Lockout/Tagout procedure (Procedure 12-01.10). 

4. If smoking ballast is determined by the environmental contractor to contain PCBs the light fixture may need to be removed.  Contact the EH&S Department so they can make a determination. 

5. The environmental contractor is responsible for all cleanup activities.  Maintenance contractor removes contaminated equipment for proper disposal only.  Call EHS department prior to leaving the area if they are not already on-scene.

6. All equipment, fixtures and ballast’s removed from the location will be placed into an appropriately labeled hazardous waste disposal bag.  Contact the Haz Mat Group to transport the waste to a hazardous waste accumulation area.

7. Wash hands prior to leaving the area.  If facilities for hand washing are not readily available, call the Trouble Desk or your supervisor for a location.

8. Notify or inform the EHS manager if a light fixture has been removed.  The EHS Manager must notify the COTR of the necessity to generate a Delivery Order for replacement of the light fixture if appropriate.

9. EHS manager will conduct follow-up to ensure that the light fixture has been replaced.
