(a)
General.  The contract award will be based on the evaluation of three factors:  Mission Suitability (Volume I), Past Performance (Volume II), and Cost (Volume III).

(1)
This provision is intended to explain the rationale and precise criteria by which proposals will be assessed by the evaluation team.  Offerors are to prepare proposals with these criteria in mind (i.e., in terms of both content and organization), in order to assist the team in determining the relative merit of proposals in relation to the requirements as defined in Section C.

(2)
The Government may award a contract based on the initial offers received, without discussion of such offers.  Accordingly, each offeror shall submit its initial proposal to the Government using the most favorable terms from a price and technical standpoint.

(3)
Proposals will be evaluated in accordance with the requirements of FAR Subpart 15.3, Source Selection, as supplemented by NFS Subpart 1815.3, Source Selection.  Offerors shall recognize that the initial evaluation of proposals and the determination of the competitive range, if any, will be made upon a review of the proposals only, plus some independent investigations that may be made with regard to Past Performance.  Discussions will be held only if award on the basis of initial offers is determined not to be in the Government’s best interest.  If written or oral discussions are conducted, the Government will seek revised proposals from offerors within the competitive range.

(4)
At the conclusion of discussions (if applicable), as stipulated in FAR 15.307, a Final Proposal Revision (FPR) will be requested from all offerors still within the competitive range.  The FPR shall be submitted in the form of a contractual document (including revisions to the original proposal) that has been executed by an individual with the authority to bind the offeror.  Selection will be made in accordance with the evaluation criteria set forth below.  Contract award will be made without subsequent discussions or negotiation.

(5)
The Source Evaluation Committee (SEC) will present its findings to the Source Selection Authority who will select the offeror he/she considers able to perform the contract in a manner most advantageous to the Government, all factors considered.

(b)
Evaluation Factors.  There are three evaluation factors for this procurement:  Mission Suitability, Past Performance, and Cost.  A general definition of these factors may be found at NFS 1815.304, Evaluation factors and significant subfactors.  Specific information regarding each factor is provided below:

Mission Suitability Factor.  The Mission Suitability factor indicates, for each offeror, the merit or excellence of the work to be performed and the ability of the offeror to accomplish what is offered, or the product to be delivered.  The Mission Suitability Factor is rated by adjective and numerically scored in accordance with NFS 1815.305(a)(3), Technical Evaluation, and the following table.

Overall, the offeror’s Mission Suitability proposal will be evaluated based on the offeror’s ability to fulfill the technical requirements while meeting quality, schedule, and safety requirements.  The compatibility between the proposed technical approach and proposed total compensation to accomplish the work will be an important consideration in the evaluation of this factor.  In addition, proposal risk will be evaluated with respect to cost and performance or technical aspects.  

(2)
Past Performance Factor.  This factor indicates the relevant quantitative and qualitative aspects of each offeror's record of performing services or delivering products similar in size, content, and complexity to the requirements of the instant acquisition.  This factor provides an opportunity to evaluate the quality of goods and services provided by the offerors to the agency and other organizations as either a prime or subcontractor.  It is given an adjectival rating, but is not numerically scored.  The rating system that will be used by the Government to determine the adjectival rating for each offeror is as follows.

Cost Factor.  This factor is used to assess what each offeror’s proposal will cost the Government should it be selected for award.  Proposed costs are analyzed to determine the cost/price and associated risks of doing business with an offeror based upon the offeror’s proposed approach for the proposed price.  A cost realism analysis will be performed to assess the reasonableness and realism of the proposed costs.  It is not numerically scored.

(c)
Mission Suitability Factor (Volume I).  The offeror's Mission Suitability proposal will be evaluated based on the offeror's ability to fulfill the technical requirements while meeting, for example, quality, schedule, and safety requirements.  The compatibility between the proposed technical approach and the overall resources proposed to accomplish the work will be an important consideration in the evaluation of this factor.  In addition, proposal risk will be evaluated with respect to cost and performance or technical aspects.  Mission Suitability Subfactors will be weighted and scored.  Information submitted in the proposal that is not relevant to the specific section will not be evaluated.

(1)
Understanding the Requirement (Subfactor).  Each proposal will be examined to evaluate the offeror’s overall understanding of the requirement.  Restating the Statement of Work (SOW) will not be interpreted as demonstrating understanding.  



a.
Reporting Systems Technical Domains (Element).  The offeror’s proposal will be evaluated for a demonstrated comprehension of the proposed technical work tasks and processes.  The cognizance of the corresponding technical disciplines (i.e., aviation, medical, and security) and skill levels required to accomplish the work described in the SOW will be evaluated.  The offeror’s recognition of technical risks and proposed approaches to mitigate them will be evaluated.  This includes the offeror’s approach to meeting the SOW requirements as demonstrated by the proposal’s clarity, technical insight, appropriateness, completeness, and overall balance and consistency.  The proposal will also be evaluated on its approach to integrating and coordinating the tasks, suggestions of innovative ideas to accomplish the tasks, and cost realism in meeting the requirements.



b.
System Requirements and Innovations (Element).  The offeror's proposal will be evaluated for process engineering, techniques and procedures; system requirements and concepts; and equipment for characterizing hardware, software, and support systems and their implementation in the operational environment of the specialized technical (e.g., aviation, medical, and security) domains identified in the SOW.  In this regard, evaluators will look for evidence of the offeror’s understanding and knowledge of the technical domains.  The offeror's understanding of the objectives of such aspects as data analysis, human factors, risk assessment, configuration management, documentation management, and information technologies (including computer sciences, processing and managing very large data sets, database exploration, and presentation of information) will be evaluated.  The offeror’s ability to propose evolutions and innovations in electronic processes that will complement existing systems will be evaluated.



c.
Security and Risk Management (Element).  ASRS and its related programs involve working with voluntarily-supplied data that has privacy sensitivities.  The offeror’s ability to work successfully with all sectors of the technical domains, along with methods to mitigate any impression of potential conflict of interest, will be evaluated.  The offeror’s approach to safeguarding the integrity of and industry confidence level in ASRS and its related programs is critical and will be evaluated.  The offeror’s draft ASRS/PSRS/SIRS Security Plan will be included in this evaluation.

Management Approach (Subfactor).  This subfactor will be used to evaluate the offeror’s management and business approaches.  Under this subfactor, an evaluation will be made of the offeror’s overall management approach to planning, directing, coordinating, controlling (including quality control and continual quality improvement), and managing the services specified in the Statement of Work (SOW) from phase-in through the life of the contract (including work control and cost reporting).  



a.
Organization Structure (Element).  The offeror’s planned organization structure, including supervisory responsibility, lines of authority and communication, and relationships to corporate or company resources will be evaluated.  The Government will also evaluate the authority and responsibilities vested in the offeror’s program managers, their relationships to the next higher and lower level of corporate or company management, and the program managers’ access to company resources.



b.
Key Personnel (Element).  The offeror’s approach to, and rationale for, the assignments of key personnel will be evaluated including position descriptions.  The credentials and commitment of proposed key personnel will be evaluated, based on resumes, portfolios, reference checks, and, if necessary, through oral discussions.  The back-up staffing and replacement approaches for key personnel will also be evaluated.



c.
Staffing Plan (Element).  The offeror’s staffing plan will be evaluated relative to both the general requirements and the distribution and effective use of the workforce necessary to support the SOW tasks.  The staffing plan will also be evaluated to assess the realism of the proposed skill mix, as well as hiring and recruitment methods, and proposed methods of staff retention.  The offeror’s approach for accommodating short-term adjustments in the workload, personnel absences, temporary assignments, continuing education/training, and plans to maximize the flexibility (cross-utilization) of the work force personnel) will be evaluated.  



d.
Total Compensation Plan (Element).  The offeror’s total compensation plan for its employees, including professional employees and any significant subcontractors, will be evaluated.  The term "professional employee" means any person employed in a bona fide professional capacity as the term is defined in Part 541 of Title 29, Code of Federal Regulations.  In establishing compensation levels for employees, the total compensation (including salaries, benefits, and leave programs) proposed shall reflect a clear understanding of the requirements of the work to be accomplished and the suitability of the proposed compensation structure to obtain and retain qualified personnel to meet the SOW.  The salary rates must recognize the distinct differences in professional skills and the complexity of varied disciplines as well as job difficulty.  



e.
Corporate and Company Resources (Element).  The breadth of the offeror’s corporate resource base beyond that required for the proposed staff will be evaluated by considering the offeror’s corporate ability and commitment to support such things as short-notice backup for personnel, subcontracting services, material procurement, travel arrangements, and other management or technical services which may assist or augment proposed staff capability when needed.  The offeror’s autonomy from all entities that have authority over it, and the ability to impact the technical or management performance of the performing entity will be evaluated.  The offeror’s ability to provide adequate and appropriate facilities within the required proximity of Ames Research Center will also be evaluated.



f.
Phase-in Plan (Element).  The offeror’s phase-in plan and schedule for achieving complete staffing with appropriately qualified and trained personnel at the conclusion of the phase-in period will be evaluated.  The offeror’s identification of problems typically encountered during phase-in and approach for their prevention and/or resolution in this type of diverse and complex contract will be evaluated.  The offeror’s plan for having in place any contractor-provided equipment at the conclusion of the phase-in period will be evaluated.  Any requirements imposed upon the present contractor will also be evaluated.  The effectiveness of the offeror’s plans for minimizing changeover difficulties and maximizing continuity of services to the Government during the transition period between contractors will be evaluated.

Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Participation (Subfactor).  This subfactor will be used to evaluate the offeror's extent of participation of SDB concerns in performance of the contract, as well as its commitment to meeting the Government's subcontracting goals.  Participation in the NASA Mentor-Protégé program will also be evaluated.

SDB Participation (Element).  The extent of participation of SDB concerns in performance of the contract, in the NAICS Industry Subsector as determined by the Department of Commerce, and to the extent authorized by law, will be evaluated.  Participation in performance of the contract includes joint ventures, teaming arrangements, and subcontracts.  Credit under this subfactor is not available to SDB concerns that receive a price evaluation adjustment under Subpart 19.11.  If an SDB concern waives the price evaluation adjustment at Subpart 19.11, participation in performance of the contract includes the work expected to be performed by the SDB concern at the prime contract level.  A price evaluation adjustment will be made in accordance with FAR 52.219-4, Notice of Price Evaluation Preference for HUBZone Small Business Concerns, unless specifically waived by the offeror.



b.
Subcontracting Plan (Element).  The Government will evaluate the adequacy of the offeror's Subcontracting Plan.  The proposed approach to meeting the Government's subcontracting goals; the extent to which the offeror has identified specific small businesses; the extent of commitment to use small business concerns (for example, enforceable commitments are to be weighted more heavily than non-enforceable ones); types, amount, complexity, and variety of work to be performed by small businesses; the realism of the Subcontracting Plan will be evaluated.  Note that while the Subcontracting Plan required by FAR 52.219-9 requires goals to be expressed as a percentage of total planned subcontracting dollars, the Government will evaluate the proposed goals as a percentage of the proposed contract value.  The offeror’s proposed participation in the NASA Mentor-Protégé program and extent of development assistance to be provided to protégé firms will be evaluated.  Small Businesses are not required to submit a Subcontracting Plan.    


c.
A proposal will not be rejected solely on the basis of an offeror proposing subcontracting goals that are less than those listed in Provision L, Subcontracting Goals.  However, if the proposed goals are less than the NASA stipulated goals, an explanation must be provided.

Past Performance Factor (Volume II).  

(1)
By acquiring and reviewing information from a variety of sources, the Government will evaluate each offeror’s suitability to fulfill the requirements of this contract.  The Government will evaluate the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in performance of the offerors and major subcontractors.  Specifically, the Government will obtain information on past and current performance regarding relevant technical performance, contract management, and corporate structure. 

(2)
By reviewing references of past and active relevant technical performance, the Government will evaluate the offeror's and major subcontractors’ experience level in working with systems that are similar in complexity and function as those that will be worked on under this contract.  The past relevant technical performance review will allow the Government to evaluate the depth of the offeror's and major subcontractors’ experience, whether newly acquired or established over time.  The technical review will also allow the Government to evaluate the degree of successfulness with which the offeror and major subcontractors have satisfied technical requirements of projects on past and active contracts.

(3)
A review of offerors’ and major subcontractors’ performance of past and active contract management will allow the Government to evaluate the effectiveness, timeliness, and successfulness of in-place procedures and processes in the areas of contract, subcontract and task management, human resources, procurement, and subcontracting goals.  The Government evaluation will favor evidence of past and present contract management performance that displays simple and efficient procedures and processes as opposed to those that are tedious and overly burdensome.  The evaluation will include a human resources review that will look for a record of retention of a stable, technically qualified, motivated work force, with allowances for fluctuations in the work force reflecting workload fluctuations.  The efficiency of the offeror’s procurement system will be evaluated, favoring those that reflect expeditious procurements that meet Government procurement regulations.

The review of the offeror’s corporate structure will allow the Government to evaluate current and past performance that was affected by the position of the offeror in relation to its overall corporate management hierarchy and to gain insight into the lines of authority to which the offeror has been subjected during the performance of contracts.  The corporate structure evaluation will favor offerors that display evidence of operations free from an unwarranted number of intrusive, day-to-day work hindering decisions from an entity other than the entity which is to perform the work under this contract.  In doing so, the Government will be looking for entities that will be able to function relatively autonomously, free from decisions made by “outside” entities that would have negative impacts on satisfying task or contract requirements.  If the Government does not see evidence of this type of autonomy, it will consider the degree and effectiveness of authority that another entity displayed and exerted over the entity that will be performing the work under this contract.  In this case, the evaluation may consider the performance record of both entities. The Government will also evaluate other information submitted by the offeror and major subcontractors as well as information from other sources as described in Section L.

Relevant Technical Performance.  The Government will review recent and active contracts to determine the relevancy of the experience to the work anticipated to be performed under this proposed contract.  Also, the Government will review relevant recent and active contracts and assess the quality of the technical work performed under those contracts.  The Government will consider the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in performance of the offeror and major subcontractors.  In evaluating technical performance, consideration will also be given to the following:

· Previous experience with programs of similar scope and complexity to the work being contemplated under this RFP;

· Past performance of key personnel;

· Past performance in compliance with the technical requirements, cost/schedule management, financial reporting, quality and quality improvement;

· Contractor flexibility and effectiveness in dealing with changes to technical requirements; and

· Problems encountered and the corrective action taken.

2.
Contract Management.  The Government will evaluate the offeror's and major subcontractors’ recent and current performance in the area of contract management.  The Government will consider the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in performance of the offeror and major subcontractors.  In evaluating contract management, consideration will also be given to the following:

· Previous experience in managing programs of similar scope and complexity;

· Past compliance to contract terms and conditions including:  delivery of products and reports, adherence to cost and schedule constraints;

· Significant management performance problems encountered and their resolutions;

· Effectiveness of management of both small and large tasks as well as the simultaneous management of a large number of varied tasks;

· Overruns in direct and indirect overhead rates and their impact to overall cost performance, and resulting mitigations;

· The interface with customers with emphasis on early and open communication regarding contract problems and issues;

· Human resources activity and the history and effectiveness of hiring, retaining, and motivating quality personnel;

· Performance related to the timely and fair implementation and/or negotiation of contract changes; and

· Past performance related to Procurement and Subcontract management including attainment of subcontract goals.

3.
Corporate Structure.  The Government will evaluate the offeror's and major subcontractors’ corporate relevant past performance, and the relationship of the offeror to any entities within the corporation that will substantially contribute to the proposed contract or have the potential to significantly impact the proposed contract, and how well they have worked together in the past.  The Government will consider the currency and relevance of the information, source of the information, context of the data, and general trends in performance of the offeror and major subcontractors.  In addition, the Government will evaluate the impact of the offeror's, major subcontractors', and other entities’ decisions in the following areas:

· Availability of corporate resources to meet immediate or short-term needs; 

· Stability and performance of the contractor work force; 

· The impact of past accounting system changes; 

· The impact of changes to lines of authority that were made during contract performance; and

· Corporate structure/resources in place for previous programs of similar scope and complexity. 

4.
Other Information.  The Government will also evaluate the following for all relevant contracts completed within the last five years or active for at lease one year:

· Examples of improved quality performance and the metrics used to measure the improvement;

· Significant awards and certifications, and the segment of the company that received the award or certification, when it was received, and whether any certifications are still current;

· For Award Fee or Incentive Fee Contracts, the rating scale and the fee results by evaluation period for the last three years;

· For each cost-type contract, the amounts of and the reason for cost underruns or overruns, if any.  The amounts of and the reason for any cost savings or growth resulting from deletions or extensions to the period of performance, from work added/deleted to the scope of the contract, and from performance that cost more or less than originally predicted or estimated;

· Any serious performance problems, any termination for default, any environmental violations, and any safety violations cited;

· If applicable, performance in the past five (5) years relative to meeting planned subcontracting goals and an explanation for any planned subcontract goals that were not achieved.



b.
Past Performance Adjectival Ratings.  The Government will obtain past performance information as stated in Section L.  The Government will evaluate this information in accordance with the criteria incorporated in this solicitation and assign strengths and weaknesses.  The results of this evaluation will be consolidated into an adjectival rating.

(e)
Cost/Price Factor (Volume III)  

(1)
The offeror’s cost/price proposal will be evaluated, using one or more of the techniques defined in FAR 15.404, in order to determine if it is reasonable and realistic.

(2)
The Government will evaluate the realism of each offeror’s proposed costs to ensure the offeror understands the magnitude and complexity of the effort.  This will include an evaluation of the extent to which proposed costs indicate a clear understanding of solicitation requirements, and reflect a sound approach to satisfying those requirements.  This assessment will consider technical/management risks identified during the evaluation of the proposal and associated costs.  Cost information supporting a cost judged to be unrealistic and the technical/management risk associated with the proposal will be quantified by the Government evaluators and included in the assessment for each offeror.

(3)
The results of the assessment described above will be the following:

a.
A determination of the Probable Cost (PC) of the offeror’s proposal, computed by the Government for the phase-in, base requirements (base award) and all options.  The PC shall be established by the Government’s estimate of anticipated performance costs plus any fee proposed.  

b.
Probable costs will be given a confidence level rating of “High,” “Medium,” or “Low.”  The confidence rating will be based on the evaluators’ assessment of the offeror’s ability to meet the requirements identified in the Statement of Work, based on the approach and total cost and fee contained in its proposal.

c.
The evaluators will substantiate each confidence rating.

d.
Adjustments to the Mission Suitability scores will be made, if appropriate, as follows:

The percentage for determining the Mission Suitability cost realism adjustment is computed by dividing the difference between the offeror's proposed and probable cost, by the proposed cost.

Evaluation of options shall not obligate the Government to exercise such options.

WEIGHTING AND SCORING (ARC 52.215-105) (FEB 1997)

(a)
The essential objective of the proposal process is to identify and select the contractor able to successfully meet the Government's needs in the manner most advantageous to the Government, all factors considered.  The relative probabilities of offerors to accomplish this will be judged by evaluation of specific factors.  These factors are described in Clause 52.215-104 (Evaluation Approach).

(b)
The Mission Suitability Factor will be weighted and scored in accordance with the numerical system established below.  The other factors (i.e., Cost, and Past Performance) are not similarly weighted and scored.  There are no formulae for making trade-offs or correlations between mission suitability points and probable cost dollars.  The Source Selection Authority will make his/her decision on the basis of an integrated assessment of all factors.

(c)
Of the evaluation factors identified above, Mission Suitability and Past Performance are most important, and, as related to each other, Mission Suitability is of greater importance.  The Cost factor is somewhat less important than either Mission Suitability or Past Performance.  Offerors shall note that items within any factor, if found to be unsatisfactory, may be the basis for rejection of an offer.

(d)
The Mission Suitability subfactors and elements to be evaluated are to be weighted for purposes of assigning numerical scores as follows:
