5. REQUIREMENT DESCRIPTION:

   Construct Replace Air Handler Units in KSC Headquarters Building – Phase II and III – PCN  96899.1 & .2. The tasks to be performed are described in the attached model contract, Item 28, Section I, Article 1, and in the technical documents listed in Section I, Article 2.

This acquisition is NOT a small business set aside.

A pre-bid site tour will be held at KSC at 10:00 AM on 04/27/04. (See Solicitation Provision KSC 52.236-126 -  Offerors who plan to attend must give 24-hour notice to the responsible Contract Specialist).  Questions concerning this RFO should be submitted by datafax or E-mail, and must be received on or by 05/03/04. Questions received by that date will be answered by written amendment; questions received after that date will be considered but may not be answered. 

6.  COMPETITIVE NEGOTIATED PROCUREMENT USING QUALITATIVE CRITERIA


This procurement will be conducted utilizing Best Value Selection (BVS), which seeks to select an offer based on the best combination of price and qualitative merit of the offers submitted, and reduce the administrative burden on the offerors and the Government.  BVS takes advantage of the lower complexity of MidRange procurements and predefines the value characteristics which will serve as the discriminators among offers.


BVS evaluation is based on the premise that, if all offers are of approximately equal qualitative merit, award will be made to the offeror with the lowest evaluated price.  However, the Government will consider awarding to an offeror with higher qualitative merit if the difference in price is commensurate with added value.  Conversely, the Government will consider making award to an offeror whose offer has lower qualitative merit if the price differential between it and other offers warrant doing so.


The specifications and drawings included in the attached model contract serve as the Government's baseline requirement. The value characteristics identified below establish what the Government considers to be valuable in an offer.  These value characteristics are performance based and permit selection of the offer which provides better results for a reasonable marginal increase in price.  All offers will be judged against these value characteristics. Price and technical factors will be considered equal in importance for purposes of evaluation and will not be assigned weights.  For contract award purposes under this solicitation, price is defined as the offeror’s firm fixed price for tasks described in the attached model contract, Item 28, Section I, Article 1.   On those value added characteristics the offeror chooses to provide, adequate information should be submitted to permit proper evaluation. 

The following value characteristics are applicable to this procurement:

                        1. Technical Capability to Perform the Work

                        2. Relevant Experience and Past Performance

                        3. Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) Participation 

     The Government will evaluate offers in two general steps:

     Step One -- An initial evaluation will be performed to determine if all required information has been provided and the offeror has made a reasonable attempt to present an acceptable offer.  Offerors may be contacted only for clarification purposes during the initial evaluation.  Offerors determined not to be acceptable as defined in NFS 1871.604-1(a)(1) or (2) shall be notified of their rejection and the reasons therefor and excluded from further consideration.

     Step Two -- All acceptable offers will be evaluated against the statement of work in the model contract attached to this solicitation and the value characteristics listed above.  Based on this evaluation, the Government has the option, depending on the specific circumstances of the offers received, to utilize one of the methods provided for at paragraph (f), "Contract Award", of solicitation provision 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors – Competitive Acquisitions”.

7.  QUALITATIVE EVALUATION CRITERA RATING SYSTEM AND SELECTION OF 
     SUCCESSFUL OFFEROR

     A..  TECHNICAL CAPABILITY TO PERFORM THE WORK.  The Technical Capability Characteristic will be assigned one of the following ratings:

   Exceeds:  A proposal which addresses and demonstrates a clear understanding and feasible approach to all the requirements of the RFO.  Technical superiority is clearly demonstrated.  The proposal may be accepted on its present terms with only minor clarification required.
   Meets:  A proposal which meets all essential requirements of the RFO.  Strengths outweigh weaknesses and weaknesses do not significantly detract from the proposal. The proposal may be accepted on its present terms with only minor clarification required.

   Fails to Meet:  A proposal that contains deficiencies in either approach or understanding, and does not address all the essential requirements of the RFO.  This includes approaches that are not technically feasible, or could not be accepted without revision.

B. RELEVANT EXPERIENCE AND PAST PERFORMANCE

     B(1)  RELEVANT EXPERIENCE - Relevant experience is the accomplishment of work which is comparable or related to the technical work required by this RFO, and is of similar size and complexity.  The evaluation team will assign one of the following ratings for the Relevant Experience Characteristic:

Excellent:  Offeror possesses significant directly relevant experience.

Satisfactory:  Offeror possesses some directly relevant experience.

Minimally Satisfactory:  Offeror possesses very little directly relevant experience or only minimal relevant experience.

Neutral:  Offeror possesses no relevant experience.

     B(2)   PAST PERFORMANCE - Past performance is how well the offeror has accomplished similar work in the past.  The evaluation team will assign one of the following ratings for the Past Performance Characteristic:

Excellent - Offeror’s performance record indicates contract requirements have consistently been met or exceeded.

Satisfactory - Offeror’s performance record indicates that contract requirements have generally been met.  Strengths outweigh weaknesses or any weaknesses do not significantly effect overall performance.

Minimally Satisfactory - Offeror has a performance record which indicates contract requirements have been met with customer compromise or dissatisfaction.  Excessive contract administration on the part of the customer was required to ensure successful contract completion.

Neutral:  Offeror possesses no relevant past performance.

Unsatisfactory - Offeror has a performance record which indicates contract requirements have not been met or significant performance problems have been experienced.

For contract award purposes, the relevant experience and past performance characteristics will ultimately be considered as a single value characteristic and the lack of relevant experience will be treated in the same fashion as a lack of past performance.  To clarify this further, firms lacking relevant past performance history will receive a rating of neutral .  Having very little relevant experience does not translate into a proposal weakness, unless the experience is coupled with unsatisfactory performance.  Obviously, firms having a significant amount of relevant experience accompanied by a high past performance evaluation, will be evaluated more favorably than firms lacking in either of these areas.

C.  The Technical Capability ratings, Relevant Experience ratings and Past  Performance ratings will be used to rank the offers.  The ranked offers will be categorized using the following overall proposal categorizations:

HIGH CONFIDENCE –               Based upon the offeror’s overall technical capability and  

                                                   performance record, essentially no doubt exists that the offeror will 

                                                   successfully perform the required effort.

E.  PRICE EVALUATION - For purposes of ranking offerors in terms of total evaluated price under this best value solicitation, the following will apply:

(1) FAR 52.217-5, “Evaluation of Options (July 1990)”, applies to this solicitation. Price will be ranked on a total price basis, i.e., the total price of Task1 and Task 2. The following adjustments, if applicable, will be calculated independently against the total offered price and then all adjustments totaled to arrive at the total evaluated price.

(2)  The first adjustment to be made to the offered prices will be the 10% Hubzone price evaluation preference required by FAR 52.219-4, “Notice of Price Evaluation Preference for HUBZone Small Business Concerns”.   

(3) The second adjustment to be made to the offered prices will be the 10%  Small Disadvantaged Business price evaluation preference required by FAR 52.219-23, “Notice of Price Evaluation Adjustment for Small Disadvantaged Business Concerns”.   

F.  SOURCE SELECTION DECISION:  Finally, the Source Selection Authority (SSA)  will consider all of the above and the offeror’s Small Disadvantaged Business (SDB) participation in relationship to the offered price.   The SSA will consider awarding to an offeror with higher qualitative merit if the difference in price is commensurate with added value.  Conversely, the SSA will consider making award to an offeror whose offer has lower qualitative merit if the price differential between it and other offers warrants doing so.

8. SUBMISSION OF OFFERS AND REQUIRED CONTENT OF AN ACCEPTABLE OFFER

By submission of an offer in response to this RFO, the offeror agrees to perform the work required at the price specified in the offer if the offer is accepted by the Government within sixty (60) calendar days after the date offers are due.  Offers providing less than 60 days for Government acceptance will not be considered and will be rejected.

Offers shall be submitted to the address specified in RFO Item 3.  Telefaxed or fascimile offers are not authorized for this RFO.

8.A.  THE OFFEROR’S TECHNICAL PROPOSAL SHALL CONSIST OF THREE PARTS :
         Part 1 – Technical Capability

         Part 2 – Relevant Experience

         Part 3 – Past Performance

PART 8.A.1 -  TECHNICAL CAPABILITY 
8.A.1.a.   PRELIMINARY WORK PHASING PLAN
Provide a preliminary work phasing plan demonstrating how your firm intends to perform the various features of the work, including temporary air conditioning tie-ins to existing systems and operation; asbestos abatement; wall panel removal, storage and reinstallation; connections to existing utilities; connection to existing Kennedy Complex Control System; commissioning; equipment sources and bonded storage, and your capability to meet material delivery and installation schedules.  The Government will use the information provided in the plan as an indicator of the offeror’s overall understanding of and ability to meet the technical requirements of the model contract.  A complete plan will address each of the items listed below as a minimum and will include all requested items.  

(1) Reference Model Contract clause KSC 52.236-116.  Provide a “Submittal Schedule” identifying each submittal required by the contract, the due date for each submittal, and any required updates.

(2) Provide a preliminary schedule showing all major work features.  This schedule is to show major milestones the offeror intends to meet on the mechanical, structural, controls and electrical services.  Major work items, equipment and work trades shall be addressed as separate line items.  Show required interactions amongst linked activities as specified in the contract drawings and specifications.

(3) Identify each of your major subcontractors, including the dollar value and/or percentage of subcontracting to be performed. Discuss the extent of your relationship with each of them, including any firm commitments so far made.

(4) Identify your Key Personnel and their responsibilities for this project.   Briefly discuss what you see as their major challenges and major talents for successfully accomplishing this project.

(5) Discuss how you plan to meet the Quality Assurance requirements specified in Model Contract Section IV.

(6) KSC has unique constraints associated with performing work in operational areas.  Briefly discuss your management approach to dealing with performing work in operational areas that require the use of “downtime” and “work phasing”.  Briefly discuss also your management approach to dealing with the temporary air conditioning and wall panel removal, storage and reinstallation requirements that are unique to this particular project.

  Wall Panel Lifting:

Provide a narrative description demonstrating your firm’s understanding of the various features of the work required per the contract and necessary to ensure the safety of the building occupants, and the integrity of the wall panels.  Describe your firm’s contingency plan should a wall panel be damaged during the project.  The Government will use the information provided as an indicator of the offeror’s overall understanding of and ability to meet the technical requirements of the work associated with the wall panels.  A complete narrative description will demonstrate your understanding each of  the items listed below as a minimum: 
(1) Lifting calculations to be used (dynamic loading, bending, deflection, shear, strength, assumptions to be used, etc.) 

(2) Standards governing lifting operations required to be met

(3) Equipment expected to be used

(4) Time of day lifting operations are expected to take place

(5) Expected path of lifted equipment
(6) Expected storage location of equipment
8.A.1.c.  Temporary Air Conditioning:

Provide your firm’s plan to meet the specified requirements for temporary air conditioning.  Offerors shall address methods of connecting to existing air distribution systems, maintaining required humidity levels, providing controls, location and type of temporary equipment, location of fuel exhaust, required maintenance and emergency repairs.  The Government will use the information provided in the plan as an indicator of the offeror’s overall understanding of and ability to meet the technical requirements of the work associated with the temporary air conditioning systems.  
8.A.1.d  Building Controls:

Provide your firm’s plan to provide building controls meeting the project requirements.  The Government will use the information provided in the plan as an indicator of the offeror’s overall understanding of and ability to meet the technical requirements of the work associated with the building controls.  A complete plan will address each of the items listed below as a minimum and will include all requested items.

(1)  Communications Protocol

(2) System Integration

(3) Connection of local controllers, Operator Workstation and Kennedy Complex Control System (a Citect based system)

8.A.1.e.  SAFETY PROGRAM:
All offerors shall submit information that indicates the extent to which they have an established safety program that will comply with the requirements of this solicitation.  Offerors shall address any safety violations, mishaps, and/or close calls received by themselves and their major subcontractors within the last three years.   Offerors shall address these safety violations, mishaps, and/or close calls, through a detailed description of each and the actions taken to resolve them.  Offerors shall provide the company Workers Compensation Experience Modification Rating for the offeror and their major subcontractors.   
In addition to the above overall safety program information, offerors shall submit their proposed safety plan for the project.  The plan shall be in accordance with RFO Attachment 2, Safety Plan Requirements dated 2/04/04.    Review and approval of the safety plan for actual use will be accomplished separately once the successful offeror is determined; for selection purposes however, the content of the offeror’s safety plan will be used as an indicator of the extent to which the offeror has an established safety program that will comply with the requirements of this solicitation.  

8.A.1.f.   BONDING CAPACITY
Provide verifiable evidence to conclusively establish that your firm has the bonding capacity to obtain the bonding required by FAR 52.228-15, Performance and Payment Bonds – Construction  (JUL 2000).

8.A.1.g.   FINANCIAL CAPABILITY:
Submit financial information sufficient to establish your firm’s financial capability.  This should be in the form of the offeror’s latest financial statements, including the names of banks or other financial institutions with which the offeror conducts business, a bank contact (name and phone number), and consent for release of financial information (in writing, if necessary).  If the financial statement is more than 60 days old, provide a certificate stating that the financial condition is substantially the same or, if not the same, the changes that have taken place.  A list of current major contracts or commitments and their estimated completion dates is specifically required as a part of your financial capability information. 

PART 8.A.2:  RELEVANT EXPERIENCE

All offerors shall provide information related to their relevant experience on a minimum of three or a maximum of five completed or nearly completed contracts which the offeror considers most relevant to the proposed contract. All offerors shall provide information related to their major subcontractors’ relevant experience on a minimum of three or a maximum of five completed or nearly completed contracts which the offeror considers most relevant to the proposed contract. These contracts should have occurred within the last 3 years and, if possible, should represent a broad range of technical complexity and contract dollar amount.   For each contract listed, provide basic point of contact information to include the point of contact’s name, position title, telephone number, E-mail address, and contact’s role in the contract and length of involvement in the contract.  Emphasis will be placed on those offerors demonstrating experience with chilled water HVAC projects of similar size to this project, construction in occupied facilities, handling of existing wall panels, sophisticated building controls and projects involving phased work.

PART 8.B:  OFFEROR’S SMALL DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS (SDB) PARTICIPATION 
                   PROPOSAL
NFS 1871.603(b) requires that, for unrestricted acquisitions, the Source Selection Authority shall consider SDB participation as a Best Value Selection value characteristic.  

Reference contract Section V, Article 16, Goals for Small Business Subcontracting.  The baseline requirement is zero or no SDB participation.   Like other value characteristics, offerors meeting the baseline, but proposing no value above the baseline, and which are otherwise acceptable, will be considered for award if they are finalists.   Offerors choosing not to respond to this Part 8.A.4 shall be considered to be proposing no SDB participation. In order to receive consideration under this value characteristic, an offeror must propose a target for SDB participation greater than the baseline requirement.  

To meet the proposal submission requirements of this Part 8.A.4, offerors shall provide their target SDB participation for this project.  The offeror’s target SDB participation shall be expressed as dollars and as a percentage of total contract value.  The offeror shall also identify a total target for SDB participation by subcontractors.  Finally, the offerors proposal shall substantiate the realism of their target SDB participation.  The maximum suggested length of your SDB Participation Proposal is not more than two (2) pages.
An offeror who is an SDB and chooses the price evaluation adjustment under FAR 19.11 shall receive no consideration under this MidRange BVS value characteristic.  

The Source Selection Authority will consider both the offerors target SDB participation and the overall realism of the proposed target. Any targets will be incorporated into and become a part of any resulting contract.  Contractors with SDB participation targets shall be required to report SDB participation.

          Only the required minimum amount of information is requested to provide for proper evaluation.  Efforts should be made to keep offers as brief as possible, concentrating on substantive information essential for a proper evaluation.  The three part Technical Proposal is defined at paragraph 8.A.  The Technical Proposal shall not exceed 20 (twenty) pages, excluding only the following: (1) a one page proposal cover letter; (2) the submittal schedule required by Paragraph 8.A.1.a(1); the preliminary schedule required by Paragraph 8.A.1.a(2);  the sample safety plan required by paragraph 8A.1.e;  the bonding capacity information required by paragraph 8.A.1.f;  the financial capability information required by paragraph 8.A.1.g; and the small disadvantaged business (SDB) participation proposal required by paragraph 8.B.  Also excluded are the 3 original signed copies of the model contract and the offeror representations and certifications.   A page is defined as one side of an 8-1/2" x 11" sheet of paper, with at least one inch margins on all sides, using not smaller than 12 characters per inch or equivalent.  Offers may be submitted on single- or double-sided sheets, but shall not exceed this page limitation.  Four (4) copies of your technical proposal  and 3 original signed copies of the model contract shall be submitted.  Bindings are permitted on the technical proposal.  Offers shall include the offeror's facsimile number and E-Mail Address(es). 
OFFERORS ARE CAUTIONED THAT PAGES PROVIDED IN EXCESS OF THE MAXIMUM PAGE LIMITS SPECIFIED IN THE ABOVE PARAGRAPH WILL BE REMOVED PRIOR TO EVALUATION OF OFFERS. All hand-carried offers (bid or proposal packages), whether delivered by the offeror or by commercial courier, must be delivered to the Central Industry Assistance Office (CIAO), Building N6-1009, Room 102, between the hours of 8:00 a.m. and 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday, except legal holidays.  The CIAO is located on State Road 3, approximately 4 miles south of the intersection of State Road 3 and NASA Causeway (State Road 405), at Gate 2 to the Kennedy Space Center (KSC).  Access to KSC is not required.
