Attached for your consideration and comment is a draft of the subject solicitation.  This solicitation is for information and planning purposes.  No proposal is requested, and no contract will be awarded as a result of this draft solicitation. The Government is restructuring existing methodologies in obtaining flight services to support Science programs and activities to a Fixed Price, Indefinite Delivery Indefinite Quantity Contract. The attached DRFP has been structured based on the Government's requirements and input from potential offerors during the Request for Information (RFI) process. 

The Government expects that innovative technical, business, and management approaches from industry will meet the requirements of NASA in a cost effective manner. Please provide the Government your comments on any perceived safety, occupational health, security (including information technology security), environmental and other programmatic risk issues associated with performance of this effort. 

A Pre-Solicitation Conference and site-visit will be held on June 7, 2004, and will begin at 08:00 a.m. and end no later than 2:00 p.m.  Prior arrangements can be made to land at Wallops Flight Facility for the pre-solicitation conference by contacting Ms. Sherry Kleckner electronically at Sherry.W.Kleckner@nasa.gov or (757) 824-1204.  Foreign Nationals are not admitted to the Center without advance notification to the Government representative so that special approval can be sought.  This approval can take up to 60 days, sufficient time is not available to process foreign national requests.  The format for the Pre-Solicitation Conference will include Government presentations on specific aspects of the acquisition, a site visit, and discussion of any DRFP comments or questions received, in writing, by 4:30 p.m., June 2, 2004.   The Government strongly encourages questions and concerns, and invites all prospective offerors to submit comments in response to the subject DRFP via e-mail to the Contracting Officer, Lisa.B.Hall@nasa.gov.  All responses to the DRFP shall be received no later than 4:30 p.m. eastern, June 17, 2004.
