10. COMPETITIVE PROCUREMENT USING QUALITATIVE CRITERIA

This procurement shall be conducted utilizing Best Value Selection (BVS), which seeks to select an offer based on the best combination of price and qualitative merit of the offers submitted and reduce the administrative burden on the offerors and the Government.  BVS takes advantage of the lower complexity of procurements and predefines value characteristics that will serve as the discriminators among offers.

BVS evaluation is based on the premise that, if all offers are of approximately equal qualitative merit, award will be made to the offeror with the lowest evaluated price.  However, the Government will consider awarding to an offeror with higher qualitative merit if the difference in price is commensurate with added value.  Conversely, the Government will consider making award to an offeror whose offer has lower qualitative merit if the price differential between it and other offers warrant doing so.  Evaluation will be made including the option periods (if any).

The specifications/statement of work included in the attached model contract serves as the Government's baseline requirements.  The following value characteristics establish what the Government considers to be valuable in an offer.  These value characteristics are performance based and permit selection of the offer that provides better results for a reasonable marginal increase in price.  All offers will be judged against these value characteristics.  On those value characteristics the offeror chooses to provide, adequate information should be submitted to permit proper evaluation.

The following evaluation criteria are applicable to this procurement:

Evaluation Criteria                                              

The baseline evaluation criteria for this procurement is as      follows:  

(1) The required experience that provides the contractor the ability to assist in the development and evaluation of HiPAT as a charged particle trap using normal matter.       
(2) The required experience that provides the contractor the ability to assist in the development of necessary plans and equipment to use HiPAT with antiprotons.

(3) The required experience that provides the contractor the ability to assist in planning and buildup of antimatter propulsion experiments.  
During this portion of the evaluation phase, contractors will receive one of the following ratings:  “Meets the Requirement,” “Does Not Meet the Requirement,” or “Unclear.”  

The Value Characteristics for this requirement are as follows:

(1) Delivery of Service: The contractor’s ability to work 1/2 time on site at MSFC during the period of performance of the contract.  

(2) Past Performance:  Used to evaluate the contractor’s  past record of performance on relevant tasks of similar magnitude and complexity.

(3) Relevant experience:  Used to evaluate the contractor’s qualifications in accordance with the required relevant experience and tasks outlined in the Statement of Work.

(4) Cost: Used to evaluate the value and reasonableness of proposed cost to the government.    

The evaluation of the value characteristics is subjective and the overall qualitative merit will be assessed.  The contractor will not be penalized if it doesn’t have past performance experience via Government contracts and/or purchase orders.  

The Government will evaluate offers in two general steps:

Step One -- An initial evaluation will be performed to determine if all required information has been provided and the offeror has made a reasonable attempt to present an acceptable offer.  Offerors may be contacted only for clarification purposes during the initial evaluation.  Offerors determined not to be acceptable shall be notified of their rejection and the reasons therefore and excluded from further consideration.

Step Two -- All acceptable offers will be evaluated against the specifications/statement of work in the attached solicitation and the value characteristics listed above.  Based on this evaluation, the Government has the option, depending on the specific circumstances of the offers received, to utilize one of the following methods:  (1) Make selection and award without discussions; or (2) after discussions with all finalists, afford each offeror an opportunity to revise its offer, and then make selection.

11. REQUIRED INFORMATION TO BE PROVIDED BY OFFEROR

Offerors shall submit a written proposal.  The proposal shall consist of 10 (ten) pages or less.  This office must receive the proposal no later than 3:00 p.m., Monday, April 26, 2004.  The proposal shall include a narrative overview that addresses all elements of the Statement of Work, the cost to the Government, and past performance information (if applicable).  Three hard copies (or one electronic copy via e-mail) of the proposal shall be submitted.  
A. Offers shall include a description in sufficient detail to show that the product or service offered meets the specification/Statement of Work included in the attached statement of work to include completion date of deliverables.

B. On those value characteristics the offeror chooses to provide, adequate information should be submitted to permit proper evaluation.

C. Only the required MINIMUM amount of information is requested to provide for proper evaluation.  Efforts should be made to keep offers as BRIEF as possible, concentrating on substantive information essential for a proper evaluation.

D. Offeror must also provide an On-site Safety and Health Plan, which will not be included in the page limitation above.
