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Section C, Paragraph 3.4.1  Reference Standards and Working Standards is deleted in its entirety and replaced with the following:

3.4.1 Reference Standards and Working Standards
The contractor shall maintain metrology reference, transfer, and working standards for the units of mass, length, frequency, temperature, resistance, capacitance, inductance, AC phase and DC ratio, AC power, pressure, flow, force, acceleration, surface roughness, flatness, angle, photometry, fiber optic power, and acoustics.

All calibration standards shall comply with ISO/IEC 17025 and be traceable to the National Institute of Standards and Technology (NIST).

The contractor shall prepare and archive test reports documenting testing operations performed on reference, transfer, and working standards.  The results of these operations shall be recorded in the MIMS database.  Test reports shall contain a description of the test, the test conditions, a tabulation of results of test associated uncertainties, and a statement of any limitation in use of the unit under test, with the appropriate signature attesting to the authenticity of such test.
