1.  REQUIREMENTS DESCRIPTION

The Contractor shall provide the personnel, materials, and facilities, except as otherwise provided in this contract, necessary to perform the services as specified in the Statement of Work, Attachment A, of this contract.

3.  INVOICES - SUBMISSION OF 

Invoices shall be prepared in accordance with the Prompt Payment clause of this contract and submitted to the Cost and Commercial Accounts Department, Code 155, NASA/Goddard Space Flight Center, Greenbelt, MD 20771.  For purposes of the Prompt Payment Act, the above office is considered to be the "Designated Billing Office" and the "Designated Payment Office".

All invoices shall include the required information as stated in Clause 52.212-4, CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS-COMMERCIAL ITEMS.

4.  PLACE OF PERFORMANCE--SERVICES (GSFC 52.237‑92) (OCT 1988)

The services specified by this contact shall be performed at the following location(s):

5.  EFFECTIVE CONTRACT PERIOD

(a) The effective period of this contract shall be from the date of contract award through 60 months thereafter.  Specific periods of performance shall be issued with each task order.

6.  MINIMUM/MAXIMUM AMOUNT OF SUPPLIES OR SERVICES (GSFC 52.216-90) (DEC 2000)

The minimum amount of supplies or services that shall be ordered during the effective period of this contract is $5,000.  The maximum amount of supplies or services that may be ordered during the effective period of this contract is $14,000,000.

7.  ORDERING (52.216‑18) (OCT 1995)

(a) Any supplies and services to be furnished under this contract shall be ordered by issuance of delivery orders or task orders by the individuals or activities designated in the Schedule.  Such orders may be issued from the award date of this contract through the effective date of the contract through five years thereafter. 

(b) All delivery orders or task orders are subject to the terms and conditions of this contract.  In the event of conflict between a delivery order or task order and this contract, the contract shall control.

8.  INDEFINITE QUANTITY (52.216‑22) (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite‑quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum.  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the "minimum."

(c) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract beyond the period of performance specified in any task order issued during the effective ordering period of this contract.

(a) NASA may find it necessary to release information submitted by the Contractor, either in response to this solicitation or pursuant to the provisions of this contract, to individuals not employed by NASA.  Business information that would ordinarily be entitled to confidential treatment may be included in the information released to these individuals.  Accordingly, by submission of this proposal, or signature on this contract or other contracts, the Contractor hereby consents to a limited release of its confidential business information (CBI).

(b) Possible circumstances where the Agency may release the Contractor's CBI include, but are not limited to, the following:


(1) To other Agency contractors and subcontractors, and their employees tasked with assisting the Agency in handling and processing information and documents in the evaluation, the award or the administration of Agency contracts, such as providing both preaward and post award audit support and specialized technical support to NASA’s technical evaluation panels;


 (2) To NASA contractors and subcontractors, and their employees engaged in information systems analysis, development, operation, and maintenance, including performing data processing and management functions for the Agency.

(c) Except where otherwise provided by law, NASA will permit the limited release of CBI under subparagraphs (1) or (2) only pursuant to  non-disclosure agreements signed by the assisting contractor or subcontractor, and their individual employees who may require access to the CBI to perform the assisting contract). 

(d) NASA‘s responsibilities under the Freedom of Information Act are not affected by this clause.

(e) The Contractor agrees to include this clause, including this paragraph (e), in all subcontracts at all levels awarded pursuant to this contract that require the furnishing of confidential business information by the subcontractor.

10.  ECONOMIC PRICE ADJUSTMENT

(a) The contractor warrants that the unit price stated in the schedule for the lodging and meals for participants is not in excess of the Federal Travel Regulation's (FTR) maximum per diem amount for the city and state of the contracted facilities, in effect for the current contract effective period.

(b) The Contractor shall promptly notify the NASA HQ Contracting Officer of the amount and effective date of each decrease in any applicable FTR maximum per diem amount for the contracted facility's location.  The corresponding contract unit price shall be decreased by the same percentage that the FTR maximum is decreased, and the contract shall be modified accordingly.  The decrease shall apply to those task orders issued on and after the effective date of the decrease in the FTR per diem rate.  

(c) If the FTR's maximum per diem amount for the contracted facility's location is increased after the contract date, the coresponding contract unit price shall be increased, upon the Contractor's written request to the NASA HQ Contracting Officer, by the same percentage that the FTR's maximum per diem amount is increased.  The contract shall be modified accordingly, subject to the following limitations:

(1)The aggregate of the increases in any contract unit price under this clause shall not exceed 10 percent of the original contract unit price.

(2) The effective date of the increased contract unit price, shall be either

(i) on the effective date of the FTR increase, if the NASA HQ Contracting Officer receives the Contractor's written request within 10 days thereafter; or

(ii) if the written request is received later, on the date the Contracting Officer receives the request.

(3) The increased contract unit price shall not apply to task orders issued prior to the effective date of the adjustment as defined in paragraph (c)(2) above.  Only task orders issued on or after the effective date, as defined above, shall receive the increased rate.

(4) No modification increasing a contract unit price shall be executed under this paragraph (c)until the NASA HQ Contracting Officer verifies the increase in the applicable FTR rate.

(d) This Economic Price Adjustment described in this section does not refer to, nor does it apply to the seasonal fluctations in per diem rates, where maximum per diem amounts have already been established for certain dates throughout the year, for various locations.

(2) The Contractor shall make available at its offices at all reasonable times the records, materials, and other evidence for examination, audit, or reproduction, until 3 years after final payment under this contract or for any shorter period specified in FAR Subpart 4.7, Contractor Records Retention, of the other clauses of this contract. If this contract is completely or partially terminated, the records relating to the work terminated shall be made available for 3 years after any resulting final termination settlement. Records relating to appeals under the disputes clause or to litigation or the settlement of claims arising under or relating to this contract shall be made available until such appeals, litigation, or claims are finally resolved. 

(3) As used in this clause, records include books, documents, accounting procedures and practices, and other data, regardless of type and regardless of form. This does not require the Contractor to create or maintain any record that the Contractor does not maintain in the ordinary course of business or pursuant to a provision of law. 

(e)(1) Notwithstanding the requirements of the clauses in paragraphs (a), (b), (c), and (d) of this clause, the Contractor is not required to flow down any FAR clause, other than those in paragraphs (i) through (vi) of this paragraph in a subcontract for commercial items. Unless otherwise indicated below, the extent of the flow down shall be as required by the clause-
