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1.  Reference Clause G.5, Award fee for End Item Contracts.  For HRVDM, how long will the six-month interim evaluations continue to be performed (i.e. until a certain number of days after launch/checkout or until de-orbit/boost is complete)?  Likewise, when will the final evaluation be performed (i.e. a certain number of days after launch/checkout or once de-orbit/boost is complete)?

The six-month interim evaluations will be performed until disposal has been completed.  The final award fee evaluation will also be performed once disposal has been completed.  However, Clause B.3 Performance Incentive discusses the payment back to the government of earned award fee for failed performance.
2.  Is GFSC providing incentives or requirements to the primes bidding on this
contract to include Small Business Firms, in particular Section

8a business firms with experience in HST programs? If so please describe.

There are no specific incentives or requirements for prime contractors to use small or small disadvantaged businesses with HST experience.  The Government will evaluate small and small disadvantaged business participation as stated in Subfactor C, "Management Approach" and Subfactor E, "Small Disadvantaged Business Participation Program", within the Mission Suitability Evaluation Factor of the RFP.

The answer to question number 6, that was posted June 24th, has been revised to the following:

6. It has been brought to my attention that there is confusion as to where the Small Business Plan (SBP) should go in the proposal.  It appears it is referenced in two separate locations. It is customary that the plan is included within the cost volume but noticed a reference to it within the Mission Suitability (MS) volume.  With the submittal date id the MS volume drawing near, inclusion of the plan within the cost volume favorable.  To be more clear, the RFP states,  "... shall be submitted in the Business/Cost volume but they will be evaluated within the Management Subfactor under the Mission Suitability Factor as discussed in Section M." We would like to submit in the Cost Volume.

The Small Business Subcontracting Plan shall be submitted with the Mission Suitability volume as stated in Section L.9.  An amendment will be issued to correct the reference to the Business/Cost volume in Section L.14.
