While these proposals are not required to be cost certifiable, they are to be in sufficient detail to allow direct and indirect rate verification and audit of selected costs by cognizant Defense Contract Audit Agency offices. a.  For subcontracts over $10M provide the information that is requested in these instructions for the prime contractor, unless the subcontract will be on a firm fixed price basis and the estimate has been arrived at on a competitive basis.  

b.  Competitive subcontracts

· Narrative shall also explain how each offeror arrived at its labor hour estimates.  Offerors shall include if their estimates were based on similar program(s), (in which case, identify and provide your rationale, industry practice, company specific, etc ) or the offeror's engineering judgment (in which case, explain the philosophies used).  

· Complexity factors utilized--all factors must be identified

·  Use of any other cost-estimating relationships

· How subcontracts were estimated.  Please note if you have experience with the proposed subcontractor(s).  For any subcontract that has a potential estimated value in excess of $10M BOE’s must be provided for that subcontract following the format specified above. However, offerors shall not exceed the page limitation for BOE's as per the supplemental instructions for each effort.  The page limitation is the total for the prime offeror and its proposed subcontractors. 

b.
In addition, the Offerors shall provide insight into the cost estimating processes and methodologies used to estimate the Miscellaneous Other Direct Costs (ODCs) proposed under exhibit 6. However, offerors shall not exceed the page limitation for BOE's as per the supplemental instructions for each effort.  

5. Summary of Deviations/Exceptions (Cost/Price Proposal)

Identify and explain the reason for any exceptions to these cost/price proposal instructions.

The term "Business Volume" is not limiting.  While these instructions require the submittal of information that is primarily of a "business" nature, some "technical" information is also required.

1. Past Performance

The information requested below is anticipated to be sufficient for purposes of the evaluation of past performance.  However, offerors may submit additional information at their discretion if they consider such information necessary to establish a record of relevant past performance.  Refer to FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iii).

The offeror relevant past performance should focus on their experience in the development of space flight qualified systems.  Offerors shall furnish the above information for all relevant contracts or subcontracts in excess of $10M and awarded to the offeror within the last seven (7) years.   

a. Customer's name, address, and telephone number of both the lead contractual and technical personnel.

b. Contract number, type, and total original and present or final contract value.

c. Date of contract, place(s) of performance, and delivery dates or period of performance.

d. Brief description of contract work and comparability to the proposed effort.  It is not sufficient to state that it is comparable in magnitude and scope.  Rationale must be provided to demonstrate that it is comparable.

e. Method of acquisition: competitive or noncompetitive.

f. Nature of award: initial or follow-on.  If initial, indicate whether award was preceded by a Government, customer, or offeror financed study.

g. Discuss any major technical problems and how they were overcome. List any major deviations or waivers to technical requirements that were granted by the customer.

h. Whether delivery was on time and, if not, why; adherence to program schedules; incentive performance (e.g., schedule and technical) history, if applicable.

i. Cost/price management history; cost overruns and underruns, and cost incentive history, if applicable.

The Source Evaluation Board procedures at NFS 1815.370, NASA formal source selection will apply, as modified in section L.2 as applicable.

The attention of offerors is particularly directed to NFS 1815.305, "Proposal evaluation" and to NFS 1815.305-70, "Identification of unacceptable proposals".

A trade-off process, as described at FAR 15.101-1, will be used in making source selection.

2. Evaluation Factors and Subfactors

The evaluation factors are Mission Suitability, Cost/Price, and Past Performance.  These factors, as described at NFS 1815.304-70, will be used to evaluate each proposal. Cost Performance

This area considers cost increases and cost savings (such as overruns and underruns) experienced on previous and current contracts. Only those increases or savings within the responsibility of the Offeror under the terms of the particular contracts are considered. However, customer directed efforts and “de‑scopings" to mitigate cost increases will be considered in assessing cost performance.   This also considers the accuracy and timeliness of cost estimates and schedule estimates.  This also includes timely notification of any problems and the contractor's development of workarounds to mitigate problems impacts

Business Relations

This area considers effectiveness and cooperation of management and responsiveness to contract requirements and to emergency requirements.  This also considers compliance with Safety and Health guidelines and compliance with subcontracting goals.
