COMPREHENSIVE GENERAL LIABILITY INSURANCE, EXCLUDING 

CONSTRUCTION (DFRC 52.228-90) (FEB 2001) 

DEFINITION:  For the purpose of this Comprehensive General Liability and Indemnification Clause only, the terms "subcontract(s)" and "subcontractor(s)" refer only to those agreements entailing work to be done on-site at the Government facility.  Subcontracts for supplies, materials, or work to be performed off-site are not covered by the term "subcontract(s)" or "subcontractor(s)" as used in this clause. 

(a) COMPREHENSIVE LIABILITY INSURANCE 

(1) The Government shall be protected by the Contractor's insurance to the extent shown below. 

(2) The Contractor shall maintain in full effect, for the period covered by the contract, comprehensive liability insurance covering personal injuries, bodily injuries, including death, and property damage, with an insurance carrier satisfactory to the Government. 

(3) This liability insurance shall include, but shall not be limited to, protection against claims arising from personal and bodily injury, including death, and damage to property resulting from any and all activities under the contract and all subcontracts thereunder including those pertaining to use of owned or non-owned automobiles, products, and completed operations. 

(4) The amount of the insurance shall be not less than a combination of $1,000,000.00 per occurrence for single limit coverage applying to personal and bodily injury liability, including death, and property damage.  The Contracting Officer shall specify, as follows, the amount of required insurance coverage if greater than $1,000,000.00: 

(5) The following endorsements must be attached to the policy: 

a. If the insurance policy covers on an "accident" basis, it must be changed to "occurrence." 

b. The policy must cover personal injuries as well as bodily injury. 

c. The policy must cover complete contractual liability.  Exclusions of contractual liability as to bodily injuries, personal injuries, and property damage must be eliminated from the basic policy and endorsements. 

d. Broad Form property damage liability must be afforded. 

e. The United States Government, including its officers and employees, shall be named Additional Insureds under the policy, and the policy shall stipulate that this insurance will operate as primary insurance and that no other insurance effected by the named Additional Insureds will be called on to contribute to a loss covered thereunder. 

(6) The Contractor's certificate of insurance shall be submitted to the Government for the Contracting Officer's approval prior to undertaking contract performance.  Should the Contractor refuse, or fail, to procure and maintain insurance in the amounts and under the conditions set forth above, then the Government, on behalf and for the account of the Contractor, may purchase such insurance and recover the costs of premium payments therefor either directly from the Contractor or by means of administrative offset from revenues, if any, otherwise due and owing the Contractor under any agreement with the United States; provided, however, that nothing contained herein shall be construed as a limitation upon other rights or remedies available to the Government for breach of contract or default by the Contractor. 

(b) NOTICE OF CLAIMS AND DEMANDS 

(1) The Contractor shall forward to the Government Contracting Officer and to the NASA-Dryden Chief Counsel, within thirty (30) days from receipt thereof, a copy of any complaint filed in court or any other written notice, made or served upon, or submitted to, the Contractor or its subcontractors, agents, or employees, containing a claim or demand for money or damages, arising out of the performance of this Contract, against the Contractor, its subcontractors, agents, or employees, or any named Insured.  The Contractor, its subcontractors and agents, shall not, without first notifying the Government Contracting Officer and NASA- Dryden Chief Counsel, engage in discussions or negotiations relative to considering ascertaining, settling, or adjusting any claim or demand against the Contractor, subcontractor, or any named Insured arising from the performance of work or services under the Contract.  Should the Contractor or its subcontractors fail to notify the Government within 30 days of notice of a claim or demand, or engage in discussions or negotiations as described, without first notifying the Government Contracting Officer and NASA Dryden Chief Counsel, such discussions or negotiations may constitute a material breach of contract. 

(2) The Contractor's or subcontractor's failure to notify the Government, as required above, will constitute an irrebuttable presumption and the Contractor's or subcontractor's binding admission both 1) that the claim does not arise from the negligence or willful misconduct of the Government, and 2) that either the Contractor, its subcontractor, the claimant, any of their agents or employees (other than the Government), is responsible for the alleged injury or damage. 

(3) The Contractor will put notice of this clause (Notice of Claims and Demands) in all its subcontracts entered into in performance of the work.  Failure to do so such that a subcontractor or other agent of the Contractor may be excused from the irrebuttable presumption and binding admission described above, will result in the Contractor's absolute obligation to indemnify the Government for all costs, attorney's fees, and damages to the Government arising therefrom.

Records relating to appeals under the disputes clause or to litigation or the settlement of claims arising under or relating to this contract shall be made available until such appeals, litigation, or claims are finally resolved. 

(3) As used in this clause, records include books, documents, accounting procedures and practices, and other data, regardless of type and regardless of form. This does not require the Contractor to create or maintain any record that the Contractor does not maintain in the ordinary course of business or pursuant to a provision of law.
