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II.  The following answers are provided in response to questions submitted regarding the Request for Offer No. NNL0405382R-1.   (Note: The Questions appear exactly as submitted.)

1. QUESTION:  We are concerned that modifying the proprietary formulation through addition of the NASA supplied epoxy components will result in a new formulation that is considered to be the property of NASA and that would be subject to public release.   It is possible to keep such a formulation proprietary to our company and not subject to public access if the FST modification is funded under this proposal?

ANSWER:  NASA will not require disclosure of the composition of the formulation since the formulation was developed under company funding and is proprietary.  However, the Contractor will be required to report the phosphorus compound used and the phosphorus content by weight percent of the new modified formulation.  The composition of the proprietary formulation is not the property of NASA and will not be subject to public disclosure.

2. QUESTION:  The area of technology being pursued by NNL04054382R-1 has potential to develop material systems that are of significant intellectual property and commercial value.   FAR 1852-222-71 allows provision for NASA to wave their rights to any inventions that result in the execution of this contract.   Is it NASA s intention to allow the winning organization to exercise this wavier?
ANSWER:  Contractors must follow the process set forth in accordance with NFS Clause 1852.227-71 REQUESTS FOR WAIVER OF RIGHTS TO INVENTIONS (APRIL 1984) which can be found at the following web address:
http://www.hq.nasa.gov/office/procurement/regs/5227.doc           

Historically, over 4,000 waivers of title to inventions have been granted by NASA since the Agency was formed.  While recent records indicate that no requests for a waiver have been denied, each request is evaluated on a case-by-case basis.
III. Model Contract Paragraph 17 - CONTRACT DOCUMENTATION

REQUIREMENTS, Section II - Technical Documents, subparagraph 8 - Final Report is revised as follows:  


“8.
Final Report: 15 days prior (or earlier) to contract expiration, the Contractor shall submit a Final report in accordance with NFS 1852.235-73, Final Scientific and Technical Reports.  The Contractor will be notified of acceptance, rejection or modification of the Final report within thirty (30) days.  The preferred format for electronic submittal of the Final report is PDF.  If the Final report was 
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prepared using the MS Word application, it is recommended that the MS Word file be submitted in addition to the PDF file.  The last page of the Final report, the SF 298, is available at http://www.sti.nasa.gov under "Publish STI - Required Approvals - RDP (Report Documentation Page)." 

The Final report shall include the work performed, major accomplishments, any issues encountered, and future recommendations.  All detailed technical information, including the procedures to incorporate fire resistant compounds into the toughened epoxy system, the phosphorus compound used and the phosphorus content by weight percent of the new modified formulation, synthetic procedures (if any), characterization data (on the neat resin, cured resin plaques, prepreg, laminates, etc.), the curing cycle for the preparation of neat resin plaques, prepreg preparation, and laminate curing conditions shall be reported.  ASTM and/or other test procedures shall be cited.  Average test values with the coefficient of variation or standard deviation shall be reported.”

IV. All other terms and conditions remain unchanged.

V.  Offerors are reminded to acknowledge all amendments and to incorporate any changes to the contract schedule as required by the Amendments.
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
