Statement of Work- Revision 1

A) Fatigue Crack Growth Kb bar specimens: NASA will supply pancake shaped disk forgings of a nickel based P/M superalloy (approximately 6” diameter x 1.6” thick) from which specimen blanks will be removed to machine Kb bar specimens. The contractor shall remove blanks by an EDM process.  The size of the required blanks is specified in the attached drawing. The blanks shall be inertia welded with contractor supplied IN718 grip ends, then machined per attached drawing of the NASA Kb bar specimen geometry. The starter notch shall be EDM’ed as specified in the drawing.  

B) Modified Compact Tension (CT) specimens:  NASA will supply pancake shaped disk forgings of a nickel based P/M superalloy (approximately 6” diameter x 1.6” thick) from which specimen blanks will be removed to machine modified CT crack growth specimens per attached drawing.

The Contractor shall quote for specimens (A) and (B) based on lot sizes of 3, 5 and 10.  NASA will supply, to the Contractor, the material, to be machined throughout a 12 month period.  The first batch of material will be shipped to the Contractor within 30 days of award.  Subsequent machining material will be shipped to the Contractor for the remaining specimen machining.  The Contractor shall deliver the machined specimens within 30 days after material is furnished by the Government.

Scrap and Inspection

All material scrap shall be labeled and returned to NASA GRC.  The machined specimens shall be inspected by the Contractor after machining for meeting drawing specifications.  Any discrepancies shall be communicated to the NASA Technical Representative immediately.
