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Minimum Specifications for Lidar Beam Scanner
The Lidar Beam Scanner shall meet the following minimum specifications:
- Clear aperture at output window of 8 inches or more
- Pointing resolution of 0.01 degree or less

- Scan speed 20 degrees per second or more

- Scan acceleration 10 degrees per second squared or more

-Wavelength of use is 2053 nm, but optics will be furnished by the Government

Specifications on the optics physical dimensions must be provided to the Government.

- Power from standard 110 V, 60 Hz

-Angular coverage of full hemisphere to user-specified elevation and azimuth

- Weight less than 350 pounds

- Operating temperature range from 0 to 120 Fahrenheit

- Dimension at window end of mechanism not to exceed 17 inches

- Bolt holes or mounting hardware for supporting and attaching scanner to lifting mechanism.

- Control system including display of azimuth and elevation, hand controller for manual angle adjustment, and interface for Windows-based PC controlled pointing, scanning, and angle calibration

- Ten hours of support by telephone for troubleshooting software interface and mechanical mounting.  Support begins one (1) year from delivery date of equipment
NOTE:  Offerors are invited to propose specific product features or characteristics that enhance or improve upon  the government’s minimum specifications as described above.  The offeror may also propose services, such as training, installation or other terms that provide additional value to the offer.   In proposing any such terms or conditions, offerors are cautioned not to propose terms or conditions that conflict with the terms and conditions stated in the Request for Quote (RFQ).

The government will evaluate such proposed enhancements / improvements or terms and conditions in making a best value decision.  

Additional Instructions to Offerors

Descriptive Literature

The quoter responding to this solicitation shall provide descriptive literature of its proposed product.  The government will use such literature to determine the technical merit in accordance with the section “Evaluation” section of this solicitation.

(a) "Descriptive literature," for the purpose of this solicitation, means information furnished by a quoter such as cuts, illustrations, drawings, and brochures,

that shows a product's characteristics or construction or explains its operation. The term includes only that information required to evaluate the acceptability of the product in relation to the government’s minimum specifications and excludes other information for operating or maintaining the product.

(b) Descriptive literature is required to establish, for the purpose of evaluation and award, details of the product offered that are specified elsewhere in the solicitation and pertain to significant elements such as --

     (1) Design;

     (2) Materials;

     (3) Components;

     (4) Performance characteristics; and

     (5) Methods of manufacture, assembly, construction, or operation.

(c) Descriptive literature shall be --

     (1) Identified to show the item(s) of the offer to which it applies; and

     (2) Received by the time specified in this solicitation.

(d) If the quoter fails to submit descriptive literature on time, the Government may reject the quote, except that the government accept late descriptive literature subject to the terms contained in the section “Instructions” of this solicitation.

(e) If the descriptive literature fails to show that the product offered conforms to the specifications of the solicitation, the Government will reject the quote as non-responsive.

Accuracy and Adequacy of Information:

The offeror is responsible for ensuring that the information required is accurate and complete. The government may determine the offeror to be non-responsive if the information provided is inaccurate or incomplete to allow the Government to conduct a past performance or technical evaluation.
