1. In appendix B  DDARS hardware configuration, the Penclust02 is referenced.  From the scope of work we do not see this or any of the devices within that block as part of the effort to be performed.  If this is not correct, what is the SOW that is to be performed with this instrumentation?
Appendix B shows the proposed configuration for the complete QFF acoustic acquisition system. the SOW only involves the Switch Network, Precision Filter portion and Neff 495. These units are directly controlled by the PC labeled Boomer and are described in the SOW.
2.  Will the following items be available to support off-site development for this effort:

A.  NEFF 695 ? No Neff 695 is used. A Neff 495 with 6 channels will be available for off site use.
B.  Will the computer with the SCSI interface be available? ASCSI PCI board will be available.
C.  Precision Filter Switcher 4196R18 ? Precision Filter Switch will be available for aff site use.
D.  Precision Filters Pre-Amp 27000? Precision Filter preamp 2700 will be available for offsite use.
E.  RAID Storage Unit or Computer with an embedded RAID? A Raid system will not be available.
3:  Will the existing software source code be available to verify NEFF operation during the software development effort?  This would speed up the development process if working example code were available.
No. Extisting software is UNIX based and proprietary.
4.  Are the proposed displays exactly what is to be delivered or are these presented as the starting point with the final versions / formats to be agreed upon during the preliminary and final design reviews?
There is flexibility in the display format. This will be discussed in the kickoff meeting.
5.    What is the source of the external clock rate and are we to control this source as well?
The external clock rate does not need to be controlled.
6.    In section 4.3.4 is the Test parameters fixed for the duration of the test/acquisition cycle?
yes, the parameters will be fixed during each acquisition cycle.
7.    Is all of the information for the Boom Control that is to be passed from the LDDAS static, meaning the same from the start to finish of the acquisition run or is to be dynamically updated throughout the cycle from operator inputs?
The value is static during an acquisition cycle.
8. It is stated at the end of section 4.2, item 7 that the salient point that the LDDARS shall provide is control of peripheral devices.  For clarity purposes, what specifically are all of the desired peripheral devices to be controlled?
Referring to Appendix B. The peripheral devices will be the precision filter 2700 and the switch network.
9.  Is an Instrument self test /Calibration module needed before actual DAU Identify/configuration?

A self test is not required
