Yes, you may submit a new proposal as long as it arrives by the new proposal due date of September 7, 2004, 2:00 PM Eastern Standard Time.

You may also choose to let your previously submitted proposal constitute your proposal and not submit a new proposal.

If you choose to submit a new proposal, you will need to advise the Government what to do with your previously submitted proposal, and we will follow your instructions to how to handle your first proposal.

If you choose to stand by your already submitted proposal, you do not need to do anything more at this time.  We will evaluate your already submitted proposal after the new proposal due date has expired.
