REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL (04-HBG-003)

NASA Historical Data Book (NASA SP-4012); Programs, Projects and Resource
This notice is a combined synopsis/solicitation for commercial services prepared in accordance with the format in FAR Subpart 12.6, as supplemented with additional information included in this notice. This announcement constitutes the only soliciation; offers are being requested and a written solicitation will not be issued. Due to system character limitations, the RFP is contained in a separate link to the synopsis. This notice is being issed as a Request for Proposal(RFP) 04-HBG-003 for the NASA History Office. The NASA History Office requires the research and writing of Volumes VII and VIII of an ongoing reference work, NASA Historical Data Book (NASA SP-4012); Programs, Projects and Resource.  Volumes VII and VIII should cover the time period 1989-1998.  The contractor shall be responsible for all activities associated with the production of a final manuscript and shall deliver a fully publishable product.  The NASA History Office will administer this project and manage the professional review of the final publication of the work. There is no requirement for the contractor to provide camera-ready copy; with the exception of the word processing criteria outlined in the statement of work.  

Work Location:

The Contractor shall conduct the majority of the research in Washington, DC augmented by appropriate research at NASA Field Centers. 

Period of Performance and Contract Type:

The period of performance for this contract  is two (2) years after contract award. NASA intends to award a firm fixed price contract. 

The provisions and clauses in the RFP are those in effect through FAC 01-24.  The NAIS Code and small business size standard for this procurement are 715110 and $6M.  The offeror shall state in its offer its size and status for this procurement. The DPAS rating for this procurement is DO-C9. All responsible sources may submit an offer, which shall be considered by the Agency. The offers for the above requirement are due by 2pm (EST) on  September 13, 2004 to NASA/Goddard Space Flight Center, Code 210.H,Greenbelt,MD 20771 and must include solicitation number, Tax  Identification Number (TIN), Cage Code, and be signed by an authorized company representative. It is the offerors responsibility to monitor this site for the release of amendments (if any).  Potential offerors will be responsible for downloading their own copy of this notice, the on-line RFP and amendments (if any).

STATEMENT OF WORK: NASA HISTORICAL BOOKS (NASA SP-4012): PROGRAMS, PROJECTS AND RESOURCES.  VOLUMES VII  and  VIII, 1989-1998

1. Summary

The NASA History Office requires the research and writing of Volumes VII and VIII of an ongoing reference work, NASA Historical Data Book (NASA SP-4012); Programs, Projects and Resource.  Volumes VII and VIII should cover the time period 1989-1998.  The contractor shall be responsible for all activities associated with the production of a final manuscript and shall deliver a fully publishable product.  Scholarly review of the research effort shall take place under the auspices of the NASA History Office.  There is no requirement for the contractor to provide camera-ready copy; however, the word processing criteria outlined below must be met. 

2. Background 

In 1976 the NASA History Office published as SP-40212 the NASA Historical Data Book, 1958-1968; Volume I, NASA Resources.  This fundamental reference tool presented information, much of it statistical, documenting the resources allocated to NASA during the first decade of its existence.  It fulfilled its mission of providing "a comprehensive, factual data base on the tangible aspects of NASA and its programs."  Oriented toward answering organization and management questions, this publication served as a starting point for answering questions about NASA's development.  The NASA History office published two additional volumes in this series in 1988: NASA Historical Data Book, Volume II, Programs and Projects, 1958-1968 and NASA Historical Data Book, Volume III, Programs and Projects, 1969-1978.  A fourth volume, NASA Historical Data Book, 1969-1978: Volume IV, NASA Resources, was published in 1994.  Volumes V and VI, covering the time period 1979-1988, were published in 1999.

Volumes VII and VIII shall reflect the effort and attention to detail established in Volumes I-VI, and shall contain similar types of information presented in a similar fashion for the years 1989-1998.  

3. Scope: 

These volumes shall identify, categorize, and describe all relevant known information relating to the programs, projects, and resources of NASA for the period between 1989 and 1998.  The objective is to continue the documentary efforts of the first six volumes of this publication from where they left off through 1998.  The major sections of the work shall conform to those used in the earlier volumes.  The research and writing effort required to produce this volume likely shall occupy the contractor full time for a period of two years.  

Among the sources to be used in this project, at a minimum, shall be the various periodic editions of the Aeronautics and Astronautics chronologies in the NASA History Series; U.S. Congressional reports, hearings, and other publications; NASA budget and organizational records; NASA Personnel, Budget, Facilities, and Procurement organization reports; the "NASA Personnel Management Information System;" the "NASA Management Information Digest;" program office materials; the Aeronautics and Space Report of the President for each year; and related management documents produced by the organization. 

In addition, the contractor shall cull through prior annual editions of the NASA Pocket Statistics.  Because publication of this source ceased with the 1997 edition, the contractor shall pay special attention to include data in the Historical Data Books, Volumes VII and VIII, that were previously included in the Pocket Statistics up until 1997 but now are no longer readily available publicly.

4. Content Specifics: 

These volumes shall begin with an introduction that explains the organization and contents of the work, describes the method of compilation and parameters of study, and explains how the reader can best use the volumes (including the index) for research.  Each major section, in turn, shall begin with an introductory essay that describes the basic information contained in its tables, chronologies, and narrative and then represents a total assessment of the subject during the period 1989-1998.  The contractor shall coordinate with the COTR in deciding how much information shall be included in each of the separate volumes.

There shall be separate chapters on facilities and installations; personnel; finances and procurement; launch vehicles; human spaceflight; space science; space applications; aeronautics, exploration, and technology; and tracking and data acquisition.  These chapters shall provide brief narrative accounts of the subject -- dividing programs and projects into individual efforts -- as well as tables and charts summarizing technical, management, and funding data, and institutional organizations.  

A list of new or special terms and acronyms shall be included in a glossary and shall be explained when first appearing in the text.  Statistical material shall be organized in readily understandable formats similar to those used in earlier volumes.  

The introductions (for the two volumes and for each section) shall be of acceptable scholarly, literary, and methodological standards as established by the NASA History Office and reflected in earlier NASA history publications.  Footnotes in these narratives shall appear in proper academic style as established in the above and the latest edition of the Chicago Manual of Style.  

All work shall bear acceptable scholarly, literary, and methodological scrutiny as reflected in earlier NASA activities of this type.  Several (not all) of the previous databooks can be obtained online for reference at http://history.nasa.gov/SP-4012/cover.html .
5. Performance Requirement 

The period of performance for this requirement is two (2) years.

Reports of research progress, an outline, drafts of major sections, the volume introduction and introductory essays for each section, a glossary of terms, a graphics plan (proposed illustrations and tables), and any appendices or cross reference guides shall all be reviewed at the milestones established by the project manager.  Finally, the completed draft manuscript shall be critiqued by a panel and revision made to the draft in response to recommendations before the contract is "complete."  The graphics plan, the original, and two photocopies of the original manuscript (including all tables and appendices), and one set of computer files containing that manuscript (see Word Processing Criteria) shall constitute the final deliverable.  

The contractor shall conduct the bulk of the research in Washington, DC, augmented by appropriate research at NASA Field Centers.

All research notes, correspondence, interview transcripts, photographs selected for inclusion, and manuscript sections and narratives, as well as rights to publication of the study, shall become the property of NASA at the end of the project.  Publication of the work shall be the responsibility of the NASA History Office, which shall attempt to publish the book within two years of the completed final manuscript.  The individual(s) involved in the compilation of the work shall be listed as authors of the published work.  

6. Word Processing Criteria 

The completed manuscript submitted as a deliverable must be delivered electronically in Microsoft Word 2000 (for the PC) format or an alternative software mutually agreeable to both sides.  (The NASA COTR must agree to any alternative software before work begins.)  Three paper copies of the manuscript on standard 8 1/2 by 11 inch paper, one of which is the original copy, must accompany the electronic files.  The electronic media record and the paper copies of the manuscript must be identical.  Font for the processed manuscript should be 12-pitch Times New Roman or an equivalent approved by the NASA COTR before work begins.  

7. Editorial Style

The manuscript narrative must employ formal, scholarly style as defined by the latest edition of the Chicago Manual of Style, supplemented by the NASA History style guide (on-line at http://history.nasa.gov/styleguide.html on the Web).  The latter is available to guide the expression of government and scientific nomenclature.  

Specifically: 

1. The finished manuscript must exhibit consistency of format, style, and usage throughout. 

2. Passages of text making direct and attributed use of more than fifty words derived from another, published work must be identified for ease in obtaining copyright permissions or waivers. 

3. Foot or endnotes attributing quoted material or paraphrased material in the manuscript to specific sources must follow rules given in the style manuals cited above.  Short titles shall be used in place of op. cit. or loc. cit. 

The author shall cite the specific folder number for all materials found in the NASA History Office’s Historical Reference Collection.  

Similarly, whenever possible, all NASA images shall include a NASA photo number.  (This manuscript shall be mostly narrative text, tables, and diagrams but the author is responsible for obtaining any desired images either in original glossy format or in electronic format.  If the latter, the electronic scan must be of high-resolution, defined as 300 dpi or greater at original size). 

Format and editorial aspects of the deliverables shall be evaluated along with the substantive, intellectual quality of the manuscript. 
8. Deliverables and Remuneration 

The contractor shall accept guidance from the NASA COTR, and confer as early as possible with other NASA personnel to ensure quality and unity of effort.  The contractor shall carry out the project using contractor office space, equipment, and supplies; however, workspace shall be made available to the investigator when working in NASA facilities. 

The contractor shall submit written progress reports of at least 500 words in to the contract project monitor each quarter, along with an invoice.   Each milestone payment shall be for 12.5 percent of the total contract value. The contractor shall provide all other deliverables to the contract project monitor on the milestone dates.

Offerors must include completed copies for the provision at 52.212-3, Offeror Represetations and Certifications – Commercial Items with their offer (see solicitation attachment).  These representations and certifications will be incorporated by reference in any resultant contract.  

Requested information shall not exceed 30 pages, excluding the cost information. 2. Designated Receiving Office

SPECIFIC PROPOSAL INSTRUCTIONS:

PAST PERFORMANCE SECTION:

The offeror shall provide information on no more than five (5) relevant past contracts. Please list the contract number, contract value, agency/organization name and point of contact (including address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address, if available), what the contract was for, and status of the contract (current, terminated (if so, why), successfully completed).  Offerors with no previous Government contracts shall so state.  Such offerors will not be penalized for lack of Government contracting experience. 

TECHNICAL SECTION:

The proposal must demonstrate that the offeror understands the requirements and has the ability to meet the requirements in the Statement of Work.  The offeror shall describe their approach, style and steps (if any) that will be used in preparing an academic style manuscript.  General statements such as the "requirements are understood" or "standard procedures will be employed" are not adequate.  Also restatement or paraphrasing of the requirements should be avoided.  

PRICE SECTION:

The offeror shall provide a cost element breakdown, consistent with the offeror's standard accounting practices, that shall encompass all costs associated with the requirements of the proposed contract and shall comply with the applicable Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and NASA FAR Supplement regulations and governing statutory requirements.  All pricing or estimating techniques used shall be clearly explained in detail (factors, percentages, projections, rates, ratios, etc.) and shall support the offered costs in such a manner that review, computation, and verification can be accomplished.  Also, any experience factors (unit price, hours, quantities, efforts, etc.) adjusted for offer purposes shall be explained.  All past actuals which are used as a basis for estimating the offered costs shall show the periods of time and costs in sufficient detail for evaluation.
EVALUATION:

Selection(s) and award(s) will be in accordance with FAR 52.212-2 with the following evaluation factors in order of importance: Past Performance (See FAR 15.304), Technical Capability of the services offered to meet the Government requirements, and Price. The past performance evaluation factor is more important than the technical evaluation factor, and when combined, these factors are significantly more important than the cost/price factor.  Technical acceptability will be determined by a review of the information submitted by the offeror which must provide a description in sufficient detail to show that the services offered meets the Government's requirement.  Selection(s) and award(s) will be made to the offeror(s) whose offer will be most advantageous to the Government, with consideration given to the factors of proposed technical capability, past performance, and price.  It is critical that offerors provide adequate detail to allow evaluation of their offer.  (See FAR 52.212-1(b))
FAR 52.212-1(g), Contract Award, is replaced with the following:  The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)).  Therefore, the offeror's initial proposal should contain the offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint.  The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Contracting Officer later determines them to be necessary.  If the Contracting Officer determines that the number of proposals that would otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted, the Contracting Officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals. 

PAST PERFORMANCE SECTION:

The Past Performance evaluation will be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2) and NFS 1815.305(a)(2), "Past performance evaluation".   Offerors without a record of relevant past performance or for whom information on past performance is not available, will not be evaluated favorably or unfavorably on past performance.  Refer to FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iv).  Consideration will be given to the Offeror’s record in technical, schedule and cost performance.

This factor will be used to evaluate the depth and relevance of the work to be performed under this solicitation.  This factor also evaluates the proposals for completeness of similar work in an accurate,  reliable, timely,  and high-quality manner.  For this procurement, it is especially critical that the offeror be able to perform highly accurate research and writing consistent with the prior volumes in this series.  Past Performance evaluation shall also be used to elaborate on experience(s) with NASA or other large science and technical organizations for work accomplished similar in nature.

TECHNICAL CAPABILITY SECTION:

This factor will be evaluated for completeness, reasonableness, likelihood for successful performance, and the ability to collect and research information.  In particular, the evaluators will assess whether the proposals demonstrate a logical, thorough, analytical approach to the historical issues in the statement of work.  This factor will also evaluate the offeror’s approach, style and steps (if any) that will be used in preparing an academic style manuscript. 

PRICE SECTION:

A price analysis will be conducted in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(1).  Price analysis is described at FAR 15.404-1(b).  This analysis is performed to ensure that the Government pays a “fair and reasonable” price.
