PROCUREMENT BACKGROUND

The mission of the Space and Life Sciences Directorate (SLSD) is to be the world's leader in understanding the space frontier and the opportunities, capabilities, and limitations of humans living and working on that frontier.  The organizational structure includes the Office of Bioastronautics, which is dedicated to the study of biological and medical effects of space flight on the human body.  

As part of the Office of Bioastronautics, the Space Medicine and Health Care Systems Office oversees Occupational Health and Test Support, whose principal charter is to maintain a healthy and productive worker population at the Johnson Space Center, Sonny Carter Training Facility, Ellington Field, and the White Sands Test Facility through the Occupational Medicine and Occupational Health Program. 

The Occupational Medicine and Occupational Health Program activities include:  

· Occupational Medicine:  The branch of medicine practiced by physicians and assisted by nurses and medical technicians in preventing and dealing with the medical problems associated with people at work, including emergency and preventative medicine;
· Occupational Health:  The management and prevention of exposures to biological, chemical, and physical (radiation, heat, noise, ergonomic, etc.) hazards. The Occupational Health Program includes the fields of industrial hygiene, hazard communication and health training, radiological health, environmental surveillance, ergonomics and environmental health laboratory activities; and  
· Test Support:  Research, training and testing involving humans in hazardous environments at the Johnson Space Center and, sometimes, at sites remote to JSC.
· Emergency Response Support: Participation in the JSC Emergency Preparedness Plan and Emergency Response Team including planning responses, response critique activities, and support from ambulance operations and clinic staff.
The Occupational Medicine and Occupational Health Contract (OMOHC) provides support and implementation of the Occupational Medicine and Occupational Health Program at JSC, which includes the activities on-site and at selected remote sites including the Sonny Carter Training Facility, Ellington Field, and Russia.

The scope of work will include, but is not limited to, the following:

· The Occupational Medicine Program which consists of the operation of the Occupational Medicine Clinic and various laboratories, medical support for personnel in Russia, immunizations and international travel, emergency care, emergency preparedness, medical records management, infectious waste management, the employee assistance program, health education and promotion, and the implementation of a supply system;

· The Occupational Health Program which manages industrial hygiene, radiological health, hazard communication and health training, environmental surveillance, ergonomics, and the environmental health laboratory; and 

· Human Test Support to include, but not limited to, medical support of human testing (including NASA astronauts) and training in the vacuum and thermal chambers, the hyperbaric treatment chambers, the Neutral Buoyancy Laboratory (NBL), micro-gravity research flights, physiological training, medical training, and medical research.  

The contract currently performing these requirements is the Occupational Medicine Occupational Health Contract (NAS 9-00080).  The attached Statement of Work (SOW) is from this contract.  A revised SOW will be posted as it becomes available.  It is anticipated that the requirements for the OMOHC will remain essentially the same as what is currently being performed under NAS 9-00080 with the exception of the areas listed below:

· Emergency response for incidents involving weapons of mass destruction

· Increased support in the Flight Medicine Clinic

· Health promotion and education support will be conducted in partnership with the JSC Exchange Council

· Management (vs. the development) of the Electronic Medical Record System

· Operation of the Space Center Houston First Aid Clinic 

· Possible increase in support to the White Sands Test Facility
