Question:

If the Government owns the MIS (management information system) for aircraft records, CDRLS, and quality reports, we would like to know which system is used today and if the system is contractor or Government owned?

Government Response:

Does the government own the MIS system? The government owns the data obtained and tracked through the CAMP and BART systems.  The vendor owns the system. 
Which system is used today?  CAMP on the B-200, BART on the P-3
Who owns that system?  The vendor owns the system.  The present contractor purchases the service as part of other procurements now purchased through a cost plus contract.  NASA has no requirement to use either system.
