1972 Dodge:  50 to 75 miles per year (odometer is broken) 
1975 Eastern Dart:  Not tracked in miles, but rather in hours: 50 hours per year.
The other two trucks are not operational and are planned to be excessed.
  

3.  What are the annual historical usage hours for the 1975 EASTERN FUEL TRUCK, 1972 DODGE FUEL TRUCK, 1976 DODGE FUEL TRUCK,  and the 1975 DODGE FUEL TRUCK? 

1979 International:  Not tracked in hours
1972 Dodge:  Not tracked in hours
1975 Eastern Dart:  See above


4.  Question 5 in the first group of Q&A directed the contractor to the WD and the CBA for pay levels of the fuel handler.  Is the fuel handler covered under the CBA?
