Question #2.  We note that no existing vendor model number or other reference is made to the existing system.  Can you tell us who the manufacturer was of the system that is being replaced?  Can you advise as to what bandwidths may be required and if so, at what power ranges? 

Response #2.  The existing power supply system consists of two 50 kilowatt moving coil, silicone diode rectifiers connected in parallel.  Each unit is wired for 460 volts, 3 phase, and 60 cycle input power.  Output is rated at 250 amperes DC and 200 Volts DC.  The information on the old power supply should have said it was purchased from Chemetron and was a P&H Plasma DC Power Supply  Model DC 250 manufactured around 1971.  It was purchased by Aerotherm and supplied to NASA LaRC.
