· Contract structure will be via separate line items to provide NASA with the flexibility to adjust to any changes in budgets and/or manifests

· Production Phase IDIQ separate CLIN

· Anticipate to use three factors of:

· Mission Suitability

· Typically evaluated and scored using adjective ratings and a numerical point of score up to 1000 points

· Cost

· Typically evaluated and adjustments made to give the Government’s Most Probable Cost

· Past Performance 

· Typically evaluated using an adjective rating system

· Mission Suitability will contain subfactors such as:

· Management Approach

· Technical Approach

· Small Disadvantaged Business Participation

· This requirement will be obtained via Full and Open Competition

· The requirement is not appropriate for a small business set-aside

· The NAICS code and size standard is 541710 and 1000 employees

· Aggressive subcontracting goals are achievable

· The subcontracting goals (% of total contract value) established for this action were developed by utilizing a NASA Policy Directive 5000.2A assessment:

· Small business – 12.3

· Small disadvantaged business – 3.6

· Women-owned small business – 2.4

· Historically Under-Utilized Business Zone (HUBZone) Small Business – 0.9

· Veteran/Service-Disabled Veteran Owned Small Business – 0.7/0.7

· Historically Black Colleges and Universities (HBCU)/Other Minority Institutions (OMI) – 0.3
