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1. The purpose of this amendment is to make clarifying revision to Request for Proposal (RFP) No. NNM06AA82C issued on May 31, 2006 and to the RFP Amendment No. 1 issued on June 20, 2006.  Attachment 1 provides the replacement page identifying a change to the RFP.  Amendment 2 answers an additional final question from industry. The following summarizes the revisions to the RFP:

A. Revised the Section L, L.13 Proposal Page Limitations, page L-7 to allow each Offeror to collectively submit up to 20 pages of Technical Expert Personnel information, as defined in Exhibit 2, (not to exceed 2 pages per person and not to exceed 20 pages total).

Question:
Following the award of the S&MA contract, will the Contractor’s business base be protected as a result of the restrictions stated in the Organizational Conflicts of Interest (OCI) clause?

Answer:
As stated in the RFP, paragraph (b) of Clause H.2, Organizational Conflicts of Interest, “The S&MA Contractor, acting in a support role to the S&MA office, will be a primary source of safety, reliability, maintainability, and quality assurance (SRM&QA) analyses and will assist MSFC in the evaluation of the performance of MSFC program prime Contractors and major subcontractors.”  For the Contractor and related entities (as defined in the RFP), the OCI clause does prohibit involvement on other contracts for the design, development, and/or delivery of space flight hardware, software, mission integration services, or other critical systems related to MSFC.  However, Clause H.2 allows the Contractor to increase its business base and enhance its safety expertise by obtaining subject matter experts, in a subcontracting role and through the appropriate OCI mitigation, to meet future contract requirements.  Clearly, subject matter experts may be pulled from contracts and subcontracts that are involved with the design, development, and/or delivery of space flight hardware, software, mission integration services, or other critical systems related to MSFC.
