(5) Maximum dollar amount authorized (cost and fee or price). This includes allocation of award fee among award fee periods, if applicable.

(6) Any other resources (travel, materials, equipment, facilities, etc.) authorized.

(7) Delivery/performance schedule including start and end dates.

(8) If contract funding is by individual task order, accounting and appropriation data.

(e) The Contractor shall provide acknowledgment of receipt to the Contracting Officer within _1_ calendar day after receipt of the task order.

(f) If time constraints do not permit issuance of a fully defined task order in accordance with the procedures described in paragraphs (a) through (d), a task order which includes a ceiling price may be issued.

(g) The Contracting Officer may amend tasks in the same manner in which they were issued.

(h) In the event of a conflict between the requirements of the task order and the Contractor's approved task plan, the task order shall prevail.

I. Overview

NASA Headquarters Office of Safety and Mission Assurance (OSMA) is responsible for leading the Agency’s Risk Management Program.  The goals of the Program include support of the Agency’s emerging Exploration Initiative.

This contracted effort will include update of risk management policy and procedures, training program evaluation and development, auditing for compliance to Agency policy, and planning for a NASA Risk Management Conference (RMC VII) in early 2007.  These tasks will be accomplished on a priority basis, as directed by the HQ OSMA Point of Contact (POC).  For each task, specific metrics will be determined to ensure the intended outcomes are achieved and value is provided to OSMA.

II. Requirements

During this period of performance, several products, activities and services will be required to maintain and improve implementation of an effective NASA Risk Management Program.  Tasks that shall be performed include, but are not limited to, the following areas:

1. Revision of NPR 8000.4, Risk Management Procedural Requirements

OSMA is the responsible custodian of the Agency Risk Management document. Services are  required to support development of NPR 8000.4 through review of requirements, user surveys, and as a Core Team Member of the Steering Committee and to the OSMA POC. This includes conducting WebEx meetings, maintaining PBMA websites, writing sections of the document, serving on Red Teams, and reviewing comments from Agency reviewers.  

2. Institutional Program Support (IPS) Audits

As requested, validate risk management training needs and effectiveness by participating in HQ IPS audits and surveys throughout the performance period. The contractor shall, as requested, augment the risk management IPS audit team for each of the scheduled audits.

Conduct planning meetings, develop agendas, secure the conference facility, and support conduct of the conference.

6. Risk Management Communication Initiative

Establish a web based risk management information portal for Agency personnel to access to maintain current on risk management policies, activities, documentation and reference material.  Update HQs OSMA Risk Management website. 

7. Risk Management Benchmarking

As requested, develop a process for the examination of risk management activities outside of NASA in order to evaluate risk management best practices at universities, DoD, other Government organizations and the private sector and report recommendations for NASA risk management improvements.

8. Monthly progress reports to OSMA POC and others as directed on accomplishments, metrics, issues and budget.  These shall be provided NLT 10 days after reporting period in a format approved by the OSMA POC.

(1)  Mission Suitability
Subfactor A – Understanding the Requirement

The Government will evaluate the approach proposed by Offerors to accomplish the requirements of this solicitation for efficiency, and probable effectiveness.  The evaluation will include that of performance risks associated with methods, techniques, and technologies proposed for the accomplishment of the different functional activities.
Subfactor B - Management Plan

The Management Plan will be evaluated in terms of ability to provide the services proposed, to integrate the various functions outlined in the SOW, ability to deal with problems and assure overall control of the contract effort.  The Government will evaluate management responsibility and functions assigned to contract management/supervisory personnel, the proposed line of communications between organizational elements, the level of autonomy, span of control, the definition of the lines of communications among the Offeror’s organization, and interface with Government personnel.

Corporate resources will be evaluated based on the relevance, depth, and diversity of resources the company can provide for the contract.  The Offeror will be evaluated on its ability to provide a staff of professional personnel with appropriate experience to perform the effort required in the SOW
Subfactor C:  Representative Task Order
The Contractor’s task plan will be evaluated on brevity, clarity, and the basis of the Offeror’s specific approaches to the Representative Task, and how well the Contractor can accommodate the fluctuating workloads.  The evaluation will take into consideration the efficiency, and effectiveness of the Offeror’s task plans and consistency with the Offeror’s management plan.

The Government will evaluate the technical approach, labor categories, projected hours, Government interface, the flow of activities from start to completion (including time line), and any other information required to determine the adequacy and reasonableness of the Offeror’s plan.  The plan will be evaluated to determine that is specific, detailed, and complete to demonstrate a clear and full understanding of the objectives; potential technical problems, risks, and critical issues, and possible problem mitigation/resolution.  Proposed position descriptions will be evaluated to assess the personnel’s education, experience, and/or key skills, abilities, and experience. 
(2)  Past Performance
The Past Performance factor will evaluate each Offeror's record of performing services or delivering products that are similar in size, content, and complexity to the requirements of this solicitation.  The adjective rating assigned to Past Performance (see below) will reflect consideration of information contained in the oral presentation, written narrative,  past performance evaluation input provided from customers, and other references, if any, that the Government may contact for additional past performance information.  Offerors without a record of relevant past performance, or for whom information on past performance is not available, shall receive a neutral rating in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iv). 

The ratings set forth below will be used to evaluate the Past Performance factor for each Offeror.
