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1.  Section L.18 and the Proposal Instructions require Cost Charts and Supporting data to be included.  Neither Section specifies where the data is to be provided in the Cost Volume.  The specific items are; Pricing and Estimating Techniques, Deviation of Proposed Escalation Rates and Escalation History, Rationale for Inclusion of Proposed ODC Expenses, Sample Position Description and Data Concerning Subcontractors Proposals and Instructions.  
Is it acceptable to provide this data in a none-page-limited Section entitled "ADDITIONAL INFORMATION TO BE FURNISHED?"

Response:  The cost charts furnished in Enclosure 2, when completed by the Offeror, are the only cost data that should be supplied with the proposal. The cost exhibits are part of the Cost Proposal Volume. There is a chart labeled "Narrative" that may be used for explanations when converting data from the Offeror's Cost Accounting System to the supplied chart format or other areas not specified in the table in Section L.15(b)(1).  This chart will be revised in an amendment to create a section for Position Descriptions.
