Thank you for your interest in the OLI instrument procurement for the Landsat Data Continuity Mission (LDCM).  I must emphasize some important changes between this RFP and the Draft RFP.
- The cost charts have been changed to add an additional fiscal year and a line after each labor dollars, burdened labor dollars, Other Direct Cost burden and Cost of Money to allow for adjustments, if necessary. 
-  The cost chart instructions have been edited to correct the cell addresses related to the additional fiscal year, to further clarify proposing of fee, and to describe the use of the adjustment lines discussed above.

- The on-orbit incentive clause has been changed to redefine standard performance and the Key Performance Requirements have been revised accordingly.  In addition, a grace period has been added before imposition of a negative fee.
These do not represent all of the changes in this RFP, so read it carefully.  Offerors shall respond to the requirements as stated in this RFP only.  Any information gleaned, whether written or verbal, from other Government or civilian sources, is not applicable to this procurement and shall be considered as non-responsive to the RFP if used in a proposal.
Proposals may be evaluated by an employee of the Massachusetts Institute of Technology/Lincoln Labs (MIT/LL) and an employee of Science Applications International Corporation (SAIC).

For purposes of this procurement, offerors shall assume a June, 2007 contract award date.

I encourage you to accurately estimate the resources necessary to accomplish this effort.  The Source Evaluation board (SEB) will evaluate resource and cost realism as part of the proposed technical approach.  If the proposed resources are unrealistically high or low, the SEB will reduce the mission suitability score accordingly as an indication that the offeror does not understand the requirement.
