INSTRUCTIONS TO OFFERORS: 
Mission Suitability Technical Proposal:
Offerors are encouraged to use the Standard Form 1449, Solicitation /Contract/Order for Commercial Items form, as the cover page of the proposal (see solicitation attachment).  Offerors must include completed copies for the provision at 52.212-3, Offeror Representations and Certifications – Commercial Items with their offer (see solicitation attachment).  These representations and certifications will be incorporated by reference in any resultant contract.  

Requested information shall not exceed 20-40 pages, excluding the cost information.  A page is defined as one side of an 8-1/2" x 11" sheet of paper, with a maximum of 52 lines per page using uncompressed font point sizes of 12 or larger, normal leading (space between lines), and 1-inch margins on all sides.  INFORMATION may be submitted on single- or double-sided sheets, but shall not exceed this page limitation. 
TWO (2)copies of requested INFORMATION shall be submitted along with the THREE (3) ORIGINAL SIGNED COPIES of the attached MODEL CONTRACT.  Bindings are permitted only on the requested information.  

FAR 52.212-1(g), Contract Award, is replaced with the following:  The Government intends to evaluate proposals and award a contract without discussions with offerors (except clarifications as described in FAR 15.306(a)).  Therefore, the offeror's initial proposal should contain the offeror's best terms from a price and technical standpoint.  The Government reserves the right to conduct discussions if the Contracting Officer later determines them to be necessary.  If the Contracting Officer determines that the number of proposals that would otherwise be in the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition can be conducted, the Contracting Officer may limit the number of proposals in the competitive range to the greatest number that will permit an efficient competition among the most highly rated proposals.

Mission Suitability
Subfactor A: Understanding the Requirement:
The proposal must demonstrate that the offeror understands the requirements and has the ability to meet the requirements in the Statement of Work.  The offeror shall describe their approach, style and steps (if any) that will be used in preparing an academic style manuscript.  General statements such as the "requirements are understood" or "standard procedures will be employed" are not adequate.  Also restatement or paraphrasing of the requirements are to be avoided.  Address the following: 
· A detailed chapter outline explaining what topics would be covered in each chapter and how the overall narrative would flow.

· A relatively short (no more than 1-2 pages) bibliographic essay demonstrating the proposer’s familiarity with key scholarly and popular literature relevant to planetary research (in addition to the sources mentioned in section 2.0).  This shall be in narrative form, although it may also include a simple listing of key books, articles, and other print materials that have already addressed some part of NASA’s solar system exploration history.  The essay shall explain how the proposer intends to build upon the existing literature and fill in key gaps of knowledge.

Subfactor B: Research Plan:

· A detailed research plan including what published materials would likely be used, what archival research collections would be used, and who are the key living and deceased participants.  This research plan shall also explain what government agencies, private companies, and other organizations likely would be contacted and where the proposer plans to spend most of his or her time during the course of this research project.  In addition, the proposer shall include a list of potential oral history interviewees.
· An overall research methodology that shall indicate how the proposer intends to address the issues involved in the formulation, development, and operations of large-scale science programs.  The proposer shall clearly indicate the major intellectual research questions that he or she intends to address.

Subfactor C: Management Plan:

· A personnel plan including details on who shall be involved in the project and their relevant background(s) and expertise.  If more than one person is to be involved, the proposer shall clearly indicate how the work would be broken down in terms of research, writing, and so forth.  If the proposer anticipates hiring a research assistant(s), the extent of the research assistant’s involvement shall be clearly outlined.  

· A detailed cost plan including breakdowns for salaries, travel (showing how many trips likely would be made to which specific locations and the associated costs), supplies, and any other relevant categories.   At least one, possibly as many as three, European trips (duration about 7 days each) may be necessary.
Proposal page limitations are as follows:

Please limit the total page length to 20 to 40 pages for the descriptions above.
Factor D: PRICE Proposal:

The offeror shall provide a cost element breakdown, consistent with the offeror's standard accounting practices, that shall encompass all costs associated with the requirements of the proposed contract and shall comply with the applicable Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and NASA FAR Supplement regulations and governing statutory requirements.  All pricing or estimating techniques used shall be clearly explained in detail (factors, percentages, projections, rates, ratios, etc.) and shall support the offered costs in such a manner that review, computation, and verification can be accomplished.  Also, any experience factors (unit price, hours, quantities, efforts, etc.) adjusted for offer purposes shall be explained.  All past actuals which are used as a basis for estimating the offered costs shall show the periods of time and costs in sufficient detail for evaluation.
Factor E:  PAST PERFORMANCE: 
The offeror shall provide information on no more than five (5) relevant past contracts. Please list the contract number, contract value, agency/organization name and point of contact (including address, telephone and fax numbers, and e-mail address, if available), what the contract was for, and status of the contract (current, terminated (if so, why), successfully completed).  Offerors with no previous Government contracts shall so state.  Such offerors will not be penalized for lack of Government contracting experience. 

a. Customer's name, address, and telephone number of both the lead contractual and technical personnel most familiar with the offeror’s performance record.  (Please verify the telephone numbers provided are current and correct).

b. Contract number, type, and total original and present or final contract value.

c. Date of contract, place(s) of performance, and delivery dates or period of performance.

d. Brief description of contract work and comparability to the proposed effort.  It is not sufficient to state that it is comparable in magnitude and scope.  Rationale must be provided to demonstrate that it is comparable.

e. Method of acquisition: competitive or noncompetitive.

f. Nature of award: initial or follow-on.  If initial, indicate whether award was preceded by a Government, customer, or offeror financed study.

g. Identify and explain major technical problems and how they were overcome. List any major deviations or waivers to technical requirements that were granted by the customer. 

h. Identify and explain completion successes and delays, including adherence to program schedules. Provide an assessment of the performance (technical and schedule) on these past programs and support these assessments with metrics such as award or incentive fees earned. 

i. Cost management history; identify and explain any cost overruns and underruns, and cost incentive history, if applicable.

j. List any contracts terminated(partial or complete) within the past 5 years and basis for termination(convenience or default). Include the contract number, name, address, and telephone number of the terminating officer. Include contracts that were “descoped” by the customer because of performance or cost problems. 
If you propose to use subcontractors(or teaming arrangements) to perform major or critical aspects of this requirement, provide the above information on each of the subcontractors or team members. Major or critical aspects are considered to be $100,000 or greater. 
The offeror shall provide the enclosed Past Performance Questionnaire (Exhibit 4) to each of its references for completion and return to the Government. The questionnaire respondent can be anyone outside your organization with knowledge of your firm’s performance. The questionnaire must be returned by your reference directly to the government. (a) General. This provision is used to assess an offeror’s small disadvantaged business status for the purpose of obtaining a benefit on this solicitation. Status as a small business and status as a small disadvantaged business for general statistical purposes is covered by the provision at FAR 52.219-1, Small Business Program Representation. 

(b) Representations. 

(1) General. The offeror represents, as part of its offer, that it is a small business under the size standard applicable to this acquisition; and either—
