In accordance with Provision L.19, Mission Suitability Proposal Instructions, the Offeror’s proposal, for all three Subfactors, will be evaluated on the basis of both a written technical proposal and an oral technical proposal.  Written information shall be submitted in accordance with Provision L.19.  The following ground rules apply to the Oral Technical Proposal Presentation:

(1)  The time and location of the Oral Technical Proposal Presentation will be scheduled within 14 days after receipt of the written portion of the Offeror’s proposal.  The date and time due for the written proposal is designated on the SF 33, block 9.

(2)  The Government will randomly assign a presentation date for the Oral Technical Proposal Presentation to each Offeror submitting a proposal received by the proposal due date.  The Government will pick random numbers from a "blind" receptacle, which correspond to the number assigned to the written proposal.  From the first random number chosen, until the last, the numerical sequence of the firms scheduled to present will be established.  After assigning the sequence of presentations, and reserving the facilities where the Offeror’s presentation will be videotaped, the Offeror will be notified with the scheduled time and place for the Oral Technical Proposal Presentation. 

(3) The Offeror shall present a “live” Oral Technical Proposal Presentation which will be videotaped by the Government.  The Government shall provide the videotape recorder and operator, which may be a Government contract employee.  At the end of the presentation, the Government will provide a copy of the videotape to the Offeror.  

(4)  The Government will not make any changes to the content of the videotaped material; i.e., no editing will be performed.

(5)  Only one taping of this Oral Technical Proposal Presentation (including all clarifications) will be permitted.  The length of the presentation shall be no more than 90 minutes, with 30 minutes devoted to a mini-workshop on trust and trustworthiness as described above.  No discussions will be permitted during the taping, other than clarifications of the proposal, which shall not be included in the allotted time.  The Government evaluation team will be in attendance during the videotaping.

(6)  Those individuals the Offerors consider essential to the successful completion of this effort are 
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encouraged to attend the presentation.  Offerors are encouraged to bring no more than five representatives to the Oral Technical Proposal Presentation.  All representatives shall be U.S. citizens.

(7)  The Offeror is responsible for the content and accuracy of the material it presents; the time period it 
devotes to each subject covered within the allotted 90 minutes; and the clarity of the material presented.

(8)  The WRITTEN Oral Technical Proposal Presentation Charts shall be submitted by the proposal due date specific in Block 9 of the SF 33.  Only these charts may be utilized and/or referenced by the Offeror during its Oral Technical Proposal Presentation.  Title pages, tabs, and tables of contents are excluded from the page counts.  No changes to the charts will be permitted after the proposal due date.  The Offeror shall also provide original plus 6 copies of the presentation slides on white letter-sized paper by the proposal due date.  

(9)  The Government considers the recorded Oral Technical Proposal Presentation and the written proposal documentation to constitute the Mission Suitability Proposal, and it is treated as Contractor bid or proposal information subject to FAR 3.104.  The Government reserves the right to make a written transcript of the recording.  The transcriber may be a Government contract employee.  

(10) The structure of the Oral Technical Proposal Presentation shall follow the format and be compliant with all the mandatory instructions contained in Provisions L.16, Proposal Preparation – General Instructions (Oral Proposals), and L.19, Mission Suitability Proposal Instructions, of this solicitation.

(11) The Government's evaluation shall be based on the evaluation criteria set forth in Section M, Evaluation Factors for Award.  After completion of the Oral Technical Proposal Presentation, the Government will caucus, then reconvene with the Offeror, at which time the Government may request clarification.  Any such interchange between the Offeror and the Government will be for clarification only, and will not constitute discussions within the meaning of FAR 15.306(d).  The time required for clarification will not be counted against the Offeror's time limit.  No changes or revisions to the Oral Technical Proposal Presentation will be allowed as a result of clarifications.

The Offeror will be evaluated on its understanding of the requirements and the techniques and procedures used to satisfy the Statement of Work and RTOs in a quality, timely, and cost effective manner.  The Government will evaluate the inherent challenges and risks in the design and delivery of all elements of all four leadership programs, as well as the integration of learning across these programs.  The Offeror’s risk mitigation strategy for fulfilling `the objectives of the Statement of Work will also be evaluated.  
The Government will evaluate the Offeror's understanding of the requirements by focusing on the content of the mini-module and how well it addresses the relevant competencies in section 3.4 of the SOW, and the suitability of the training method employed. 
The Government will evaluate the Offeror's approach to fulfilling the competencies and skill for each learning level identified in the Statement of Work.  The Offeror will be evaluated on its key workshop outcomes to determine if requirements are met.  The Government will evaluate the Offeror's technical approach for integrating learning across all 4 programs.  The technical approach, design and delivery of the intial workshop for each RTO will be evaluated .

The Offeror’s assumptions concerning the Statement of Work and the Government’s requirements will be evaluated to determine its overall understanding of the requirement and the Offeror’s ability to satisfy this requirement in a quality, timely, and cost effective manner.  

SUBFACTOR B - MANAGEMENT APPROACH

The Offeror's organizational structure (considering both prime contractor and all subcontracted portions of the effort) will be evaluated in terms of its ability to fulfill the Statement of Work in an efficient, quality, and cost effective manner.  Also, proposed interfaces with corporate and subcontractor levels, as well as with government counterparts, will be evaluated to determine the management structure, monitoring of work, areas of subcontracted effort, lines of communication, and levels of authority and responsibility to ensure necessary resources are available to meet all areas of the Statement of Work.

The Government will evaluate the Offeror's management procedures and functions, authority, reporting 
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structure and access to corporate resources.  The use of significant subcontractors and teaming arrangements, if proposed, will be evaluated based on its benefits to NASA and the effectiveness of the proposed approach for managing these arrangements to assure that the Government obtains an integrated team and high quality, timely, and cost effective results.  Also evaluated will be the Offeror’s ability to manage, in an efficient and effective manner, and its ability to effectively interface with the Government 
Program Manager and Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative. 

The Government will evaluate the independence and autonomy of the Program Manager, and the interaction of the Program Manager with corporate management and the methods of accessing corporate assistance, the capability to operate as a team, his/her control over essential resources/function that are necessary to accomplish the requirements.  The Government will evaluate the Program Manager’s ability and authority to resolve priority conflicts for resources/functions not under his/her direct control.

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s proposed process for responding quickly and efficiently to requests for task plans.  The Government will evaluate Offeror’s plans for organizing and assigning staff, as well as tracking and managing task orders from task initiation to completion, including configuration control, subcontracting, scheduling, and cost.  The Government will evaluate the management expertise Offeror’s bring to managing multiple tasks while ensuring integration of program content across all four Programs A-D.

SUBFACTOR C:  QUALITY AND DEPTH OF PERSONNEL
The Government will evaluate the proposed position qualifications for specific labor categories to determine if the Offeror, including subcontractors, have the quality and depth of personnel to fulfill the requirements of the Statement of Work, including, and not limited to, the design and delivery of Programs A-D.  

The Government will evaluate the proposed personnel categories and how the labor skill and mix will be employed to accomplish the work in an effective and efficient manner.  The Government will evaluate the proposed Key Personnel to determine its ability to fulfill the role for which they are being proposed in an effective manner, including its ability to deliver workshops and coaching in the manner proposed.  The qualifications of the coaches will be evaluated, including its ability to meet the requirements of the role for the program level at which they are proposed, e.g., individual coach for Program B or Group Cohort coach for Program C.
