Request for Information (RFI) Update

The planning for the Michoud Assembly Facility (MAF) Manufacturing Support and Facility Operations Contract (MSFOC) continues and the following information is provided to assist industry in planning for the upcoming procurement.

A)  The schedule for the MSFOC Draft Request for Proposal (DRFP) release remains in late January, 2008 with anticipated formal RFP release in late March, 2008.  A Pre-solicitation Briefing/Industry Day event is being planned for the February, 2008 timeframe.

B)  Introductory site visits to MAF by potential prime contractors are anticipated to begin in late November, 2007 or early December, 2007.  These introductory site visits are limited to one day in length.  The Government will schedule future site visits based upon feedback received from contractor’s participating in these initial site visits.  Therefore, to assist in planning and scheduling for MAF site visits, potential prime contractors are requested to announce their intention to propose on the subject procurement.

A Contractor that responds to this notice of intent as a potential prime contractor will be responsible for working with their teammate(s) and subcontractor(s) to keep attendance within established headcounts.  Attendance is limited to eight individuals.  Contractors that have established teaming or subcontractor relationships must register only once.

Failure to make this early announcement will not preclude any firm from proposing on the planned solicitation.  However, participation in a MAF site visit will be predicated upon response to this notice.  NASA’s ability to accommodate schedule requests for these site visits is dependent on the number of responses received.  Responses are due back no later than November 21, 2007 to Mark A.
