Request for Information (RFI) Update

The planning for the Michoud Assembly Facility (MAF) Manufacturing Support and Facility Operations Contract (MSFOC) continues.  The following information is provided to assist industry in planning for the upcoming procurement.

The schedule for the MSFOC Draft Request for Proposal (DRFP) release remains in late January, 2008, with anticipated formal RFP release in late March, 2008.  A pre-solicitation conference is tentatively planned for February, 2008.  
An Industry Day event is scheduled for January 10, 2008.  Industry Day will be held in Morris Auditorium at Marshall Space Flight Center beginning at 8:00 am.  Attendance is limited to eight individuals per company. 
The purpose of Industry Day is to share information pertaining to MSFOC requirements, organizational conflict of interest limitations, small business goals and contract structure with potential offerors.  
NASA buses have been reserved for the MSFOC Industry Day participants.  Pre-coordination has taken place with NASA Protective Services.  Individual visitor badging is not required.  Guests will board the NASA buses at the Space and Rocket Center promptly at 7:30 am.  Guests will be escorted during transportation to MSFC - Morris Auditorium and after the meeting concludes, on the return trip to the Space and Rocket Center.   

Due to the time required to approve participation of Foreign Nationals, all guests attending the January 10th Industry Day, must be U.S. Citizens representing a U.S. owned company.
