Roads and Grounds Services

Roads and Grounds Services

All reports and frequencies associated with Attachment J-1, PWS Section 5.0 Site Services is included in Attachment J-1-A, Performance Standards and J-1-B, Performance Timetables.

1.0 Mowing 

A. All mowing equipment will be in good working order prior to its daily use.

B. All grass will be cut with a combination of walk-behind and self- propelled mowers weed eaters, and edger’s.  Mowing equipment will be inspected at the beginning of each day for any damage and all observed damage noted and relayed to appropriate personnel for implementation of repairs (any new damage will be immediately reported as such and documented).

C. All mowing equipment will be cleaned and stored in its approved designated area at the end of each work day.

D. Debris removal will take place prior to or as area is being mowed and be performed by both mower operators and dedicated debris removal personnel.  All debris will be placed in appropriate on-site dumpsters.

E. Scalping, uneven cuts, or incomplete cuts will not be acceptable.


F. Excessive grass clipping will be promptly removed from all Area 1 locations and some more visible Area 2 locations. (i.e. ball fields, visitor parking areas, building entrances).d. Excess grass clippings will be collected and discarded from identified areas and placed in appropriate on-site dumpsters.

G. All mowing operations will be completed in a manner and time schedule to prevent damage to grass, shrubberies and trees, plant beds, site structures, and both public and private vehicles.

H. All unwanted debris and cuttings will be removed the same day that the area has been cut and discarded in an approved dumpster.

I. Barricades and safety apparel will be used and worn when working in areas along roadways or parking lots.     

J. Grass will not be mowed if the following conditions exist:

[1] Frost

[2] Grounds has excessive water saturation from heavy   

[3] rains

[4] Areas of standing water

[5] Extreme Drought 
K. Safety limitations have been identified by the Safety Department and include:

L. Prepare weekly and submit an Activity report.  The report will contain work accomplished in the previous week scheduled for current week.  The report will be emailed to the NASA MAF representative by 10:00 a.m. on Monday of each week.   

2.0 Line Trimming 

M. Line trimming/weed-eating will be performed in areas that include, but are not limited to, areas along walks, curbs, pavement edges, plant bed edges, fences, site buildings and  fixtures, ditch culverts, canal banks, etc.

N. Scalping the area being trimmed will not be acceptable.

O. Damage to shrubberies and trees, plant beds, site structures, and both public and private vehicles will not be acceptable. (The Contractor will be financially responsible for any damage that requires repair.)

P. Line trimming/weed-eating will take place at a time period that will minimize the possibility of injury to nearby personnel or damage to nearby property. (Work debris barriers can also be used to reduce and eliminate the chance of damage or an injury from occurring. 

Q. Gas powered units, in proper operating condition and with proper safety shields, will be used in grassy areas that are inaccessible by mowing equipment. 

R. Any excessive accumulation of grass clippings, debris and unused trim line will be collected and discarded immediately after trimming an area.

S. Barricades and safety apparel will be used and worn when working in areas along roadways or parking lots.   

3.0 Edging 

T. Edging will be performed along sidewalks, curbs, roadway and parking lots edger’s, drainage structures and other structures that have horizontal surfaces that meet grassy areas unless otherwise directed by NASA.

U. Edging will be performed with standard hand operated or power edgers, line trimmers/weed-eaters or by hand. 

V. All grass clippings and debris will be removed and discarded immediately after edging an area.

4.0 Plant Beds/Tree Rings 

W. A neat trimmed edge will be maintained dividing the grass and the plant bed or tree ring. (A dividing area of no grass between the grass and mulch or other type of edging will not be considered acceptable)

X. Tree rings will be proportional to the size of the tree trunk. (Smaller for younger and trees and plantings and larger for older and larger plantings)  Rings will be circular in shape having an equal radius around the tree.

Y. Plant beds will be neatly groomed with all dead growth removed as necessary to maintain an aesthetically pleasing appearance.
Z. Plant beds will also be weed free, neatly mulched and have a manicured appearance.
AA. Plant beds and trees will be watered as necessary during periods of dry weather and when new plantings are young and have not developed their full root structure.

AB. All new plantings and plant beds must be part of an approved landscape plan or the result of normal maintenance/replacement of existing trees, shrubberies, and plant bed plantings.  

AC. All new plantings must have an approved “Dig Permit” prior to being installed.

AD. All new plantings must be watered regularly while waiting to be installed and while being installed.  


5.0 Shrubbery 

AE. All shrubbery will be maintained in a manner that promotes long term healthy development that is resistant to insects while maintaining an aesthetically pleasing appearance.

AF. Utilizing proper cutting and access equipment along with trained personnel, all trimming will be performed at the direction of the licensed company Arborist. (Or, by a tree preservation company that has on staff licensed Arborists, a trained qualified staff.)

AG. All severely diseased and dead shrubbery will be removed and replaced per the approved landscaping plan.

6.0 Trees 

AH. All trees will be maintained in a manner that promotes long term healthy development that is resistant to insects and storm damage. Pruning will be accomplished in accordance with standard commercial practices.

AI. Utilizing proper cutting and access equipment along with trained personnel, all trimming will be performed at the direction of the licensed company Arborist. (Or, by a tree preservation company that has on staff licensed Arborists, a trained qualified staff.)

AJ. All severely diseased and dead shrubbery will be removed and replaced per the approved landscaping plan.

7.0 Lawn Fertilizer and Weed Control 

AK. Maintain an effective commercial fertilizer/weed control application program. Only approved fertilizers will be applied in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.
AL. Apply chemicals only as necessary to eliminate undesirable vegetation from plant beds, tree rings, graveled areas, and paved areas.
AM. Eliminate undesirable live and dead vegetation from all flower beds, tree rings, graveled and paved areas.

AN. Chemical applications may also be used to control grass and other vegetation at the base of fences, sign posts, etc. All applications will be performed in the proper and carefully controlled manner to kill vegetation within a neat strip, not to exceed approximately 12 inches in width and with minimal to no overspray.
AO. Submit chemical treatment program and chemical requirements to the MAF MI&O for approval.

AP. Trained/licensed application operators, in accordance with local, state and federal regulations and the manufacturer instructions will perform and direct all chemical applications.
AQ. All pesticide, herbicide, and growth supplements will be stored in storage areas located in Bldg. 221.  All necessary chemical preparation will occur in the same area.

AR. All equipment used to apply chemicals will be properly cleaned and stored each night.

AS. All equipment requiring repairs will have all chemicals removed from their holding tanks and pumps by the licensed applicator and chemicals will be disposed of by proper application of the product or through Bldg. 159. 

8.0 Parking Lots & Roadway 

AT. Concrete and asphalt lots are to be free of loose stone and weeds.

AU. No grass clippings, weeds, stone, or other debris will be noticeable in the areas after mowing and trimming operations.

AV. Debris will be removed with a combination of manual and power driven brooms, shovels and air blowers.

9.0 Potholes 

AW. Prior to performing repairs, all loose debris from the pothole being repaired must be removed. 

AX. Utilize pothole patch compound to fill and repair each area.  

AY. Ensure the repaired area is compacted to a level and smooth surface that blends to its surrounding area.

AZ. Remove all excess compound and loose debris prior to leaving the work area.

10.0 Site Cleanup, Trash Removal, and Policing Areas 

BA. Maintain a clean site for visitors and on-site personnel. Site cleanup and trash removal will occur on a continuous daily basis.

BB. All removed debris will be discarded in approved onsite provided dumpsters.

BC. Trash containers will be maintained in good condition. Signs of excessive deterioration or damage to a unit will be reported to the MAF WCC to initiation repairs or replacement.

11.0 Tobacco Debris 

BD. All tobacco debris will be discarded into a metal holding bucket (to ensure there are no hot ashes or burning items) and transported to the approved onsite provided dumpsters.

BE. Tobacco usage debris vessels will be maintained in good condition.  Signs of excessive deterioration or damage to a unit will be reported to the MAF WCC to initiate repairs or replacement.

12.0 Lawn Sodding and Seeding - Responsible for maintaining areas damaged by erosion, drought, insects, or diseases and will be seeded or sod placed as directed to meet the standards of the surrounding areas.  

13.0 Pest Control  

BF. Chemicals used to control plant pests and disease will be identified promptly post contract award and will be part of the subcontractors approved chemical program items.

BG. Application of chemicals will be done by licensed individuals and will be applied in a timely period and manner that will minimize or eliminate exposure to other people or items.
