Offers submitted in response to this RFP are due no later than 3:30 p.m. EST, March 11, 2008, in the Shipping and Receiving Dock, Building 16W at NASA/GSFC, Hubble Road, Greenbelt, MD 20771.  Proposals received after this time will be treated as late in accordance with FAR 52.215-1, Instructions to Offerors--Competitive Acquisitions.

Offerors are encouraged to submit the information required for the Past Performance portion of the proposal within three weeks of the release of the RFP.  However, early submission is not required.  Early submissions may be made directly to the undersigned Contracting Officer.  
Classified information shall not be included in any proposal volume, including the Past Performance Volume. 
Please note that a new contract attachment has been added:  Attachment U, Changes to be Incorporated Prior to Contract Award.  These are changes that will be incorporated into other contract documents prior to contract award.  Offerors shall base their proposals on the assumption that these changes will be incorporated prior to contract award.
