The revised proposal shall comply with the instructions for formatting (margins, font size, etc.) as set forth in the solicitation.  The Offeror is to submit only those pages that have been changed and the changes should be clearly identified.  For any change pages submitted, the Offeror must highlight what the changes are by a combination of shading, bolding, underlining, italics, etc. to enable ready identification of the changes.
Any electronic copies are to be in the same format as set forth in the subject solicitation.  It is requested that Offerors indicate a validity period of 180 days.  However, in accordance with paragraph (d) of FAR provision 52.215-1, “Instructions to Offerors Competitive Acquisitions,” a different validity period may be proposed by the Offeror.

All Proposal Volumes:  

One complete electronic copy (clean, with no highlighting of changes) of the Revised Proposal shall be submitted which contains all revisions and conforms to the above stated page limitations.  The primary purpose of this copy is to verify compliance with required page limits.  The page limit excludes the submission of menus.  

Any Past Performance experience that is relevant and reflective of the type of operation being proposed that was not included previously, may be submitted at time of submission.

Only the required minimum amount of information is requested to provide for proper evaluation.  Efforts should be made to keep offers as brief as possible, concentrating on substantive information essential for a proper evaluation.

The Government will answer relevant and appropriate questions regarding this Amendment. These questions are due no later than close of business November 25, 2008. CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Contract Terms and Conditions—Commercial Items 

(a) Inspection/Acceptance. The Contractor shall only tender for acceptance those items that conform to the requirements of this contract. The Government reserves the right to inspect or test any supplies or services that have been tendered for acceptance. The Government may require repair or replacement of nonconforming supplies or reperformance of nonconforming services at no increase in contract price. If repair/replacement or reperformance will not correct the defects or is not possible, the Government may seek an equitable price reduction or adequate consideration for acceptance of nonconforming supplies or services. The Government must exercise its post-acceptance rights— 

(1) Within a reasonable time after the defect was discovered or should have been discovered; and 

(2) Before any substantial change occurs in the condition of the item, unless the change is due to the defect in the item. 

(b) Reserved.
(c) Changes. Changes in the terms and conditions of this contract may be made only by written agreement of the parties. 

(d) Disputes. This contract is subject to the Contract Disputes Act of 1978, as amended (41 U.S.C. 601-613). Failure of the parties to this contract to reach agreement on any request for equitable adjustment, claim, appeal or action arising under or relating to this contract shall be a dispute to be resolved in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes, which is incorporated herein by reference. The Contractor shall proceed diligently with performance of this contract, pending final resolution of any dispute arising under the contract. 

(e) Definitions. The clause at FAR 52.202-1, Definitions, is incorporated herein by reference. 

(f) Excusable delays. The Contractor shall be liable for default unless nonperformance is caused by an occurrence beyond the reasonable control of the Contractor and without its fault or negligence such as, acts of God or the public enemy, acts of the Government in either its sovereign or contractual capacity, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, strikes, unusually severe weather, and delays of common carriers. The Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer in writing as soon as it is reasonably possible after the commencement of any excusable delay, setting forth the full particulars in connection therewith, shall remedy such occurrence with all reasonable dispatch, and shall promptly give written notice to the Contracting Officer 

(g) Patent indemnity. The Contractor shall indemnify the Government and its officers, employees and agents against liability, including costs, for actual or alleged direct or contributory infringement of, or inducement to infringe, any United States or foreign patent, trademark or copyright, arising out of the performance of this contract, provided the Contractor is reasonably notified of such claims and proceedings. 

 (h) Risk of loss. Unless the contract specifically provides otherwise, risk of loss or damage to the supplies provided under this contract shall remain with the Contractor. 

(i) Termination for the Government’s convenience. The Government reserves the right to terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for its sole convenience. In the event of such termination, the Contractor shall immediately stop all work hereunder and shall immediately cause any and all of its suppliers and subcontractors to cease work.  The Contractor shall not be required to comply with the cost accounting standards or contract cost principles for this purpose. This paragraph does not give the Government any right to audit the Contractor’s records. The Contractor shall not be paid for any work performed or costs incurred which reasonably could have been avoided. 

(j) Termination for cause. The Government may terminate this contract, or any part hereof, for cause in the event of any default by the Contractor, or if the Contractor fails to comply with any contract terms and conditions, or fails to provide the Government, upon request, with adequate assurances of future performance. In the event of termination for cause, the Government shall not be liable to the Contractor for any amount for supplies or services not accepted, and the Contractor shall be liable to the Government for any and all rights and remedies provided by law. If it is determined that the Government improperly terminated this contract for default, such termination shall be deemed a termination for convenience. 

(k) Reserved.
(l) Warranty. The Contractor warrants and implies that the items delivered hereunder are merchantable and fit for use for the particular purpose described in this contract. 

(m) Limitation of liability. Except as otherwise provided by an express warranty, the Contractor will not be liable to the Government for consequential damages resulting from any defect or deficiencies in accepted items. 

(n) Other compliances. The Contractor shall comply with all applicable Federal, State and local laws, executive orders, rules and regulations applicable to its performance under this contract. 

(o) Compliance with laws unique to Government contracts. The Contractor agrees to comply with 31 U.S.C. 1352 relating to limitations on the use of appropriated funds to influence certain Federal contracts; 18 U.S.C. 431 relating to officials not to benefit; 40 U.S.C. 3701, et seq., Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act; 41 U.S.C. 51-58, Anti-Kickback Act of 1986; 41 U.S.C. 265 and 10 U.S.C. 2409 relating to whistleblower protections; 49 U.S.C. 40118, Fly American; and 41 U.S.C. 423 relating to procurement integrity. 

(p) Order of precedence. Any inconsistencies in this solicitation or contract shall be resolved by giving precedence in the following order: 

(1) The schedule of supplies/services. 

(2) The Assignments, Disputes, Payments, Invoice, Other Compliances, and Compliance with Laws Unique to Government Contracts paragraphs of this clause. 

(3) The clause at 52.212-5. 

(4) Addenda to this solicitation or contract, including any license agreements for computer software. 

(5) Solicitation provisions if this is a solicitation. 

(6) Other paragraphs of this clause. 

(7) The Standard Form 1449. 

(8) Other documents, exhibits, and attachments. 

(9) The specification. 

(q) Central Contractor Registration (CCR). 

(1) Unless exempted by an addendum to this contract, the Contractor is responsible during performance and through final payment of any contract for the accuracy and completeness of the data within the CCR database, and for any liability resulting from the Government’s reliance on inaccurate or incomplete data. To remain registered in the CCR database after the initial registration, the Contractor is required to review and update on an annual basis from the date of initial registration or subsequent updates its information in the CCR database to ensure it is current, accurate and complete. Updating information in the CCR does not alter the terms and conditions of this contract and is not a substitute for a properly executed contractual document.

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s management/staffing plan to ensure that the Offeror will employ sufficient personnel, trained and certified in the food service industry to maintain satisfactory service at all times, including the staffing for the type of service proposed.  Additionally, the Government will evaluate the Offeror’s plan for augmenting staff for fluctuating demands in service and depth of resources for handling services required by the Statement of Work, including ancillary services. The Government will also evaluate the appropriateness of the proposed skill mix to ensure the Offeror is able to provide timely and efficient service to customers at all times.  The Government will also evaluate the functions of any subcontractors, teaming arrangements, or other associated contractual arrangements in meeting the requirements of the Statement of Work and the benefits of these arrangements to the Government.

The Government will evaluate the Offeror’s transition plan, including proposed transition activities and associated timeline, as specified in Section L.6, to ensure that the Columbia Cafe will be fully operational in accordance with the Statement of Work no more than 60 days after contract award.
The Government will evaluate the adequacy of the Offeror’s Safety and Health Plan to ensure that supplies and services are furnished in a safe and healthful manner, and that the Offeror develops, produces, and/or delivers products to NASA that will be safe and successful for their intended use.  

The Offeror's Safety and Health Plan will be evaluated for compliance with applicable Federal and State statutory and regulatory requirements, as well as compliance with NPR 8715.3, NFS 1852.223-73 and applicable NASA Agency-wide and Installation specific policies and/or procedures including the adequacy of protection of life, health, and well being of NASA and Contractor employees, property and equipment. Further, the Safety and Health Plan will be evaluated to determine the adequacy of protection for subcontractor employees for any proposed subcontract.  
Capability Statement Understanding the Requirement – Oral Presentation
The Government will evaluate the overall presentation of the sampling menu items and taste testing.  The oral presentation will be evaluated utilizing the adjectival rating, definitions and percentile ranges as listed under section (b).

Past Performance 

The Past Performance factor will evaluate each Offeror's record of performing services or delivering products that are similar in size, content, and complexity to the requirements of this solicitation.  The adjective rating assigned to Past Performance (see below) will reflect consideration of information contained in the written narrative, past performance evaluation input provided from customers, and other references, if any, that the Government may contact for additional past performance information.  Offerors without a record of relevant past performance, or for whom information on past performance is not available, shall receive a neutral rating in accordance with FAR 15.305(a)(2)(iv). 

The Past Performance factor has a “relevance” component and a “performance” component.  In assessing relevance, the Government will consider the degree of similarity in size, content, and complexity to the requirements in this solicitation, as well as how current the past performance is.  Based upon this, and consistent with Section IV of the Past Performance Questionnaire (Enclosure 1), relevance will be rated overall as “Significant, Moderate, or Minimal/Did not Perform”.
In assessing performance, the Government will make an assessment of the Offeror's overall performance record.  The Government will evaluate the Offeror's past performance record for meeting technical, schedule, cost, management, occupational health, safety, security, mission success, subcontracting goals, and other contract requirements.  Isolated or infrequent problems that were not severe or persistent, and for which the Offeror took immediate and appropriate corrective action, may not reduce the Offeror's rating.  On the other hand, ratings will be reduced when problems were within the contractor's control and were significant, persistent, or frequent, or when there is a pattern of problems or a negative trend of performance.  The ratings set forth below will be used to evaluate the performance component for each Offeror

STATEMENT OF WORK

For

The Columbia Café Dining Facility 

November 2008
1.0 SCOPE

The purpose of this contract is to operate the Columbia Café Dining Facility at NASA Headquarters.  The benefits of this facility are to provide an opportunity and inducement to transact official NASA business during business hours, expand employee camaraderie and morale and support ancillary services request.  The facility is frequently used for official luncheon functions, meeting of advisory groups, foreign delegations, interagency and intra-agency committees.  Patrons may bring guests who are visiting the Agency.  

Building occupancy is approximately 1750 people.  Building occupants have a variety of food and beverage venues available to them, both within and outside of the NASA Headquarters building.  In general, building occupants are allotted a 30-minute lunch period.

The contractor shall provide services in the Columbia Café for obtaining, preparing and dispensing food and beverages solely for and authorized by NASA Headquarters, and to support on- and near-site ancillary services requests.  Ancillary services include  catering, and associated services in support of events as directed or permitted by the Government.   The contractor shall provide overall program management to ensure the requirements of this contract are met in an efficient and effective manner.

2.0 AREA LOCATION IN THE BUILDING

The Columbia Café is located on the 9th floor of the NASA Headquarters building, which is not accessible to the public.  This area is in very close proximity to the offices of senior level NASA officials.  The Columbia Café dining area, shown in the floor plan (Attachment C), includes an indoor dining area which is approximately 930 square feet, and an outdoor terrace of approximately 260 square feet.  The kitchen area shown in the floor plan includes food preparation area, food storage space, refrigeration and dishwashing equipment; the total kitchen and storage area on the 9th floor is approximately 600 square feet.  There is approximately 200 square feet adjacent to the dining room which includes a beverage service area, cashier area, and an office area.  Additional storage of approximately 66 square feet is also available in the building.
Dining room seating capacity is approximately 50 and 12 on the terrace.  

3.0 SERVICE SCHEDULE

Food service shall be provided five days per week, Monday through Friday (except holidays observed by the Federal Government or closings for special events).  Standard accessibility to the facility is between the hours of 6:00am to 7:00pm.  Non-standard access is available upon contractor request and approval by the Government.  The minimum hours of operation of the Columbia Cafe shall be 6:30am-9:30am for breakfast, 11:00am-2:00pm for lunch.  The contractor shall provide continuous ready-made carryout food and beverage items between the hours of 6:30am-2:00pm.  The contractor has the option to extend the hours of operation based on NASA customer need and with prior Government approval.  The Columbia Café shall be fully operational no later than 60 days from date of contract award.

4.0 BASIC OPERATING CONDITIONS

The contractor shall employ sufficient and suitable personnel, trained and certified in the food service industry.  
The contractor shall comply with all applicable codes and standards as outlined in the District of Columbia Municipal Regulations for Food and Food Operations.  These codes and standards define the responsibilities for management responsibilities, personnel training and food handling certification, food operations, cleaning and maintaining equipment and facilities, license issuance, inspection, and employee restriction. The District of Columbia Municipal Regulations for Food and Food Operations can be located at http://hrla.doh.dc.gov/hrla/frames.asp?doc=/hrla/lib/hrla/food/food_final.pdf
The contractor is encouraged to voluntarily implement a food safety management system based on the Hazard Analysis and Critical Control Point (HACCP) principles.   The HACCP principles can be located at http://www.foodsafety.gov/~Ird/haccp.html.

The Government will not provide information technology  services and equipment to the contractor in the Columbia Café.  The Government will provide local telephone services to the contractor within the café. 

Access to the facility is restricted to contract personnel preparing and serving food products, cleaning the facility, and contract supervisory personnel performing quality inspections.  Upon award of the contract, all Café workers must be processed through NASA’s security clearance procedures.  Each individual is required to complete necessary forms at least two weeks before commencing work.  All workers are required to be United States citizens.

No work shall be performed on weekends or Federal holidays without prior approval of the COTR or designee (see clause  (1852.242-72) OBSERVANCE OF LEGAL HOLIDAYS (AUG 1992)--ALTERNATE I (SEP 1989.

5.0 FOOD SERVICES

The contractor shall promote the nutritional and health values of items (such as high fiber, reduced fat/cholesterol, and reduced calories) whenever possible.

Daily service shall consist of either an eat-in or take-out format, or some combination of both formats, including hot and cold food and beverage service.  Selling food by weight is not permitted.  Selling food and beverage related merchandise (e.g., reusable beverage containers) is permitted, after obtaining Government approval of the sale of such merchandise.  Selling non-food and non-beverage related merchandise is not permitted.

The contractor shall provide personnel for bussing service to remove any soiled dishes remaining on tables and assure that tables and chairs are cleaned and arranged neatly each day.

The contractor shall have the ability to provide ancillary  services on an as needed  basis.  Ancillary services include  catering, and associated services in support of events as directed or permitted by the Government.  The contractor shall be responsible for food, beverage set-up, and service personnel for the event.  The contractor shall coordinate with the Government for additional furniture needs.  Ancillary services will be procured separately from this contract. 
It shall be the responsibility of the contractor to provide a variety of quality prepared foods consistent with NASA’s goal of offering nutritious food choices for the well-being of its patrons and to list these offerings on a printed menu or posted in the Columbia Café.

6.0 GOVERNMENT PROVIDED EQUIPMENT AND SERVICES

NASA will provide the space identified in Section 2.0 above to support and manage the operation.  NASA will also provide all utilities, bagged trash removal, daily vacuuming, carpet cleaning, and windows and entry door cleaning.  The Government shall provide, for the performance of work under this contract, property identified in the NASA  Headquarters Columbia Café Property Inventory attached to this contract.  All information contained on the inventory list is deemed reliable but not guaranteed.

Any items necessary to execute the requirements in this Statement of Work but not listed on the inventory list shall be procured and maintained at the sole expense of the contractor , after obtaining Government approval of the purchase of such items..

The contractor shall maintain all property provided by the Government in a satisfactory and clean condition.  It is the responsibility of the contractor to immediately report any malfunction or damage of government furnished property to the COTR or designee.  Reasonable care shall be exercised in the use of space and Government owned equipment.  Upon contract completion the contractor will yield such space and property in as good condition as when received; except for ordinary wear and tear., 

The contractor shall be responsible for collecting and bagging all trash within the Columbia Café facility for the removal by the Government.  When providing ancillary services, the contractor shall coordinate trash removal services with the Government.  The Contractor is encouraged to comply with NASA Headquarters recycling program.  The Government will provide quarterly range hood cleaning services.  The Government shall provide monthly pest control services and additional pest control services upon request from the contractor.

A representative from the NASA Occupational Safety and Health Office will visit the facility at least quarterly, for a sanitary inspection in accordance with NPR 1800.1B – Chapter 4.

7.0 PERSONNEL AND SUPERVISION

The contractor shall employ sufficient personnel, trained and certified in accordance with the District of Columbia Municipal Regulations for Food and Food Operations http://hrla.doh.dc.gov/hrla/frames.asp?doc=/hrla/lib/hrla/food/food_final.pdf
The contractor’s employees shall wear a uniform provided by the contractor and approved by the COTR and shall make use of hairnets, and/or head covers and plastic gloves during the time they are preparing and handling food in the building.  Legible nameplates identifying each employee shall be provided by the contractor and displayed as part of the uniform.

The contractor shall require its employees to comply with instructions pertaining to conduct and building regulations as are in effect for the control of persons in the NASA Headquarters building, e.g., escort policy for foreign nationals.

10.
RESPONSIBILITY OF THE GOVERNMENT

The Government will provide adequate ingress and egress, including reasonable use of existing freight elevators, corridors, and loading platforms.

The Government will maintain and repair the building structure in areas assigned for the contractor’s use.

11.
REPORTING REQUIREMENTS

The contractor shall submit a written monthly status report to the COTR on the 15th of each month following the month being reported.  This report shall include at a minimum the following information:  quantity of patrons for each service (i.e. breakfast, lunch), monthly gross revenue, and any special functions that were supported during the month.  This report shall also address potential problems, concerns and any upcoming events.

2)  AIR TRAFFIC CONTROLLERS AND WEATHER OBSERVERS - NIGHT PAY & SUNDAY PAY:  If you

work at night as part of a regular tour of duty, you will earn a night differential

and receive an additional 10% of basic pay for any hours worked between 6pm and 6am.

 If you are a full-time employed (40 hours a week) and Sunday is part of your

This

includes work such as screening, blending, dying, mixing, and pressing of sensitive

ordance, explosives, and pyrotechnic compositions such as lead azide, black powder

and photoflash powder.  All dry-house activities involving propellants or

explosives.  Demilitarization, modification, renovation, demolition, and maintenance

operations on sensitive ordnance, explosives and incendiary materials.  All

operations involving regrading and cleaning of artillery ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to employees employed in a position that

represents a low degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximity to

ordance, (or employees possibly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials

which involves potential injury such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the

employee engaged in the operation,  irritation of the skin, minor burns and the

like; minimal damage to immediate or adjacent work area or equipment being used.

All operations involving, unloading, storage, and hauling of ordance, explosive, and

incendiary ordnance material other than small arms ammunition.  These differentials

are only applicable to work that has been specifically designated by the agency for

ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differential pay.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract

(either by the terms of the Government contract, by the employer, by the state or

local law, etc.), the cost of furnishing such uniforms and maintaining (by

laundering or dry cleaning) such uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an

employee where such cost reduces the hourly rate below that required by the wage

determination.

REQUEST FOR AUTHORIZATION OF ADDITIONAL CLASSIFICATION AND WAGE RATE {Standard Form

1444 (SF 1444)}

Conformance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service employee which is

not listed herein and which is to be employed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be performed is not performed by any classification listed in the wage

determination), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonable

relationship (i.e., appropriate level of skill comparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination.  Such

conformed classes of employees shall be paid the monetary wages and furnished the

fringe benefits as are determined.  Such conforming process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of employees.  The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencement date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C)(vi)}

When multiple wage determinations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

should be prepared for each wage determination to which a class(es) is to be

conformed.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as follows:

1) When preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conformed

occupation) and computes a proposed rate).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a written report listing in order

3) The contracting officer reviews the proposed action and promptly submits a report

of the action, together with the agency's recommendations and pertinent

information including the position of the contractor and the employees, to the Wage

and Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration, U.S. Department of Labor,

for review.  (See section 4.6(b)(2) of Regulations 29 CFR Part 4).

4) Within 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, modifies, or

disapproves the action via transmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process

the request.

5) The contracting officer transmits the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.

6) The contractor informs the affected employees.

Information required by the Regulations must be submitted on SF 1444 or bond paper.

When preparing a conformance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of

Occupations" (the Directory) should be used to compare job definitions to insure

that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the

wage determination.  Remember, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that

determine whether a class is included in an established wage determination.

Conformances may not be used to artificially split, combine, or subdivide

classifications listed in the wage determination.

Personal Identity Verification (PIV) Card Issuance Procedures

PIV Card Issuance Procedures in accordance with FAR clause 52.204-9, Personal Identity Verification of Contractor Personnel.  FIPS 201 Appendix A graphically displays the following procedure for the issuance of a PIV credential.
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Figure A-1, FIPS 201, Appendix A

The following steps describe the procedures for the NASA Personal Identity Verification Card Issuance (PCI) of a PIV credential:

Step 1:  

The Contractor’s Corporate Security Officer (CSO), Program Manager (PM), or Facility Security Officer (FSO) submits a formal letter that provides a list of contract employees (applicant) names requesting access to the NASA Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR).  In the case of a foreign national applicant, approval through the NASA Foreign National Management System (NFNMS) must be obtained for the visit or assignment before any processing for a PIV credential can take place.  Further, if the foreign national is not under a contract where a COTR has been officially designated, the foreign national will provide the information directly to their visit/assignment host, and the host sponsor will fulfill the duties of the COTR mentioned herein.  In each case, the letter shall provide notification of the contract or foreign national employee’s (hereafter the “applicant”) full name (first, middle and last), social security number (SSN) or NASA Foreign National Management System Visitor Number if the foreign national does not have a SSN, and date of birth.  If the contract employee has a current satisfactorily completed National Agency Check with Inquiries (NACI) or an equivalent or higher degree of background investigation, the letter shall indicate the type of investigation, the agency completing the investigation, and date the investigation was completed.  Also, the letter must specify the risk/sensitivity level associated with the position in which each applicant will be working (NPR 1600.1, §4.5 is germane) Further, the letter shall also acknowledge that contract employees may be denied access to NASA information or information systems based on an unsatisfactory background investigation/adjudication. .  

After reviewing the letter for completeness and concurring with the risk/sensitivity levels, the COTR/host must forward the letter to the Center Chief of Security (CCS).  The CCS shall review the OPM databases (e.g., DCII, PIP, et al.), and take appropriate steps to validate the applicant’s investigation status.  Requirements for a NACI or other investigation shall be initiated only if necessary.

Applicants who do not currently possess the required level of background investigation shall be directed to the e-QIP web site to complete the necessary background investigation forms online.  The CCS shall provide to the COTR/host information and instructions on how to access the e-QIP for each contract or foreign national employee requiring access

Step 2:
Upon acceptance of the letter/background information, the applicant will be advised that in order to complete the investigative process, he or she must appear in-person before the authorized PIV registrar and submit two forms of identity source documents in original form.  The identity source documents must come from the list of acceptable documents included in Form I-9, Employment Eligibility Verification, one which must be a Federal
 or State issued picture identification.  Fingerprints will be taken at this time.  The applicant must appear no later than the entry on duty date.  
When the applicant appears, the registrar will electronically scan the submitted documents; any document that appears invalid will be rejected by the registrar. The registrar will capture electronically both a facial image and fingerprints of the applicant. The information submitted by the applicant will be used to create or update the applicant identity record in the Identity Management System (IDMS).  

Step 3:
Upon the applicant’s completion of the investigative document, the CCS reviews the information, and resolves discrepancies with the applicant as necessary.  When the applicant has appeared in person and completed fingerprints, the package is electronically submitted to initiate the NACI.  The CCS includes a request for feedback on the NAC portion of the NACI at the time the request is submitted.

Step 4:

Prior to authorizing physical access of a contractor employee to a federally-controlled facility or access to a Federal information system, the CCS will a National Crime Information Center (NCIC) with an Interstate Identification Index check is/has been performed.  In the case of a foreign national, a national check of the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement (BICE) database will be performed for each applicant. If this process yields negative information, the CCS will immediately notify the COTR/host of the determination regarding access made by the CCS.

Step 5:

Upon receipt of the completed NAC, the CCS will update IDMS from the NAC portion of the NACI and indicate the result of the suitability determination.  If an unsatisfactory suitability determination is rendered, the COTR will advise the contractor that the employee is being denied physical access to all federally-controlled facilities and Federal information systems. 

Based on a favorable NAC and NCIC/III or BICE check, the CCS will authorize the issuance of a PIV federal credential in the Physical Access Control System (PACS) database.  The CCS, based on information provided by the COTR/host, will determine what physical access the applicant should be granted once the PIV issues the credential.

Step 6:
Using the information provided by the applicant during his or her in-person appearance, the PIV card production facility creates and instantiates the approved PIV card for the applicant with an activation date commensurate with the applicant’s start date.

Step 7:

The applicant proceeds to the credential issuance facility to begin processing for receipt of his/her federal credential.

The applicant provides to the credential issuing operator proof of identity with documentation that meets the requirements of FIPS 201 (DHS Employment Eligibility Verification (Form I-9) documents.  These documents must be the same documents submitted for registration. 

The credential issuing operator will verify that the facial image, and optionally reference finger print, matches the enrollment data used to produce the card. Upon verification of identity, the operator will locate the employee’s record in the PACS database, and modify the record to indicate the PIV card has been issued. The applicant will select a PIN for use with his or her new PIV card.  Although root data is inaccessible to the operator, certain fields (hair color, eye color, et al.) may be modified to more accurately record the employee’s information.

The applicant proceeds to a kiosk or other workstation to complete activation of the PIV card using the initial PIN entered at card issuance.

ALTERNATIVE FOR APPLICANTS WHO DO NOT HAVE A COMPLETED AND ADJUDICATED NAC AT THE TIME OF ENTRANCE ON DUTY

Steps 1 through 4 shall be accomplished for all applicants in accordance with the process described above.  If the applicant is unable to appear in person until the time of entry on duty, or does not, for any other reason, have a completed and adjudicated NAC portion of the NACI at the time of entrance on duty, the following interim procedures shall apply.

1. If the documents required to submit the NACI have not been completed prior to EOD, the applicant will be instructed to complete all remaining requirements for submission of the investigation request.  This includes presentation of I-9 documents and completion of fingerprints, if not already accomplished.  If the applicant fails to complete these activities as prescribed in NPR 1600.1 (Chapters 3 & 4), it may be considered as failure to meet the conditions required for physical access to a federally-controlled facility or access to a Federal information system, and result in denial of such access.

2. Based on favorable results of the NCIC, the applicant shall be issued a temporary NASA identification card for a period not-to-exceed six months.  If at the end of the six month period the NAC results have not been returned, the agency will at that time make a determination if an additional extension will be granted for the temporary identification card.

3. Upon return of the completed NAC, the process will continue from Step 5.
