Questions that arose during Site Visit on 12/2/08:


1. Section B-1 – how to bid on this section.

001 – cost design

002 - construction

2. Lights

Candle Lights?

Do you want one hanging bulb or a strand of lights? UL listed outdoor floodlight fixtures that will accept medium base compact fluorescent screw in type bulbs. Two lights illuminating each tower, mounted to the catwalk, switchable from the catwalk and inside 4720.
3. RF Coax Cable

What kind of cable is being used for the RF Coax Cable? Cable to be retracted will be LMR 600 UltraFlex, which has a tensile strength of 350 lb.
 How much tension on the cable is wanted? Enough to keep the cable stable in high wind conditions. Exact amount will need to calculated.
How powerful are the antennas going up? See tower specifications.
4. How big is the cable tray? 8, 10, or 12 in.?
Per the drawing, it’s 18in wide  
5. What’s the width of the catwalk? The bridge will be 4 feet wide and the work platform will be 7 feet wide total (see drawing).
6. Are there markings for underground utilities?  The underground utilities will be need to be located and marked.
7. Core sample – Soils Engineering Report needs more information.

The Soils Engineering Report continuation is posted as of 12/16/08.
8. Do you need a biologist? Ex: turtles. Turtle training will be provided
Geologist approved?

9. Anything under asphalt by door at ATF where the catwalk will be put in place?

Ex: sewer or electrical lines The underground utilities will be need to be located and marked.
10. What is the depth of the trench where the catwalk will be at the door of the AFT? 18 to 24 inches deep.
Additional Questions: 

Permitting-

Who will be the agency permitting the Construction Drawings? What will the time frame and costs be for the review of the Construction Drawings. Dryden’s code F in house staff will review the design package.
Are there any costs for permits coordinated with the Contracting Officer such as Excavation and Digging, Utility Outages, of Crane Permits. There are NO building permits here on Base.
Inspections-

Who will carry out the inspections for this project, will the contractor be responsible for hiring Deputy Inspectors? If so what inspections will be required?  Inspections?  The Construction Contract should contain a spec section called Contractor Quality Control (CQC), which places the responsibility for quality on the Contractor; and a spec section called Dryden Standard Construction Safety Requirements, which clearly and specifically outlines procedures and responsibility for construction safety.
Cable Trays-

Could you provide an example of a 18” wide by 12” deep cable tray in Section 1.16.5. (i.e. Manufacturer and Model #) PW Industries and Cooper B-Line both make a fine selection of cable tray products.
Geo-tech report-

The tower foundations are 9’-6” deep and the Geo report only shows subsurface conditions for 5’ deep. Is there any way to get the conditions for at least 10’? See soils report.
Cable Retractor Unit-

Are we allowed to make suggestions to an alternate design of the Cable Retractor Units? Absolutely
