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stated goals, it is recognized that the subcontracting opportunities available to these subcontractors may differ from those suggested in the solicitation based upon the nature of their respective performance requirements.  

(c)  Offerors must briefly describe work that will be performed by the small business subcontractor(s).  Information could also include the identification of any work to be subcontracted considered “high technology.” 
(d)  If appropriate, proposals should discuss any plans to phase in contracting to SB concerns explaining the rationale for the phase-in plan.

(e)  Offeror shall also provide their approach to mentor small businesses for future contracts as the Ares V design matures and additional sub-contracting opportunities are available.
