Each Offeror is cautioned to submit its most competitive proposal.  

It is important that the Offeror include all requested price information.  Failure to include all information will indicate a lack of understanding of the SOW and the requirements for contract performance.  

Should the Offeror propose incorporating any corporate resources in their proposal, these resources shall be clearly delineated in the proposal as a supplement to Attachment L-1 Form D 

For preparation of pricing for the RFP, the following budget targets are provided for each award per Work Package:

The Offeror shall include all price forms listed below in their proposal submission.  In completing the forms, each prime shall include any teammate/subcontractor in their composite rate.

The Offeror shall complete the simplified price form.  This form shall include the total contract price by year showing (Form C):  labor hours and labor dollars by discreet deliverables (Form D); using an all inclusive labor rate (as specified on Form E) cost does not need to be reflected anywhere other than within the Form E 
The Offeror shall provide the method and calculations for obtaining the all inclusive labor rates.  Offerors are allowed to use current FPRA established labor escalation rates.  Rates shall be in real year dollars and apply escalation rates as defined in Table II.2.

For purposes of proposal development, assume all meetings will be held at MSFC (except Work Package 1 which will be held at Glenn Research Center) and all proposed labor is at the Offeror’s facility.

Each work package will be priced individually including management and business support as defined in SOW (paragraphs 3.0 and 3.2).  A price shall be developed for each discrete deliverable e.g., a separate price for each individual trade study, and summarized at the work package level (Form D).  Work Package 5, SOW 8.0 has a unique Form D.  

The discreet trades and analyses are defined in the SOW paragraphs 4.2, 5.2, 6.2, 7.2.  The trades and analyses are listed in NASA’s priority within each period of performance.  The Offeror shall, within the overall budget of the contract, price the individual trades and analysis that they propose to do (must proceed down the list in numerical order from 1 to N – no skipping- in each period of performance e.g., can not propose trade numbers 1-8, not propose to complete trade number 9, and then propose to do trade number 10).  The Offeror shall price each of the additional trades and analyses proposed, if any. For purposes of proposal development assume one iteration of comments will be identified by NASA and closed by the contractor.
The Offeror may utilize a different composite rate for each work package proposed.
Whereas linking among the spreadsheets is necessary, use of external links (source data not provided to NASA) of any kind is prohibited.  The spreadsheets shall not contain any macros, hidden cells, nor be locked/protected or secured by passwords. 

Basis of Estimates (BOE) 

The Offeror shall submit a separate BOE, for each discrete deliverable, in the price volume located behind form E. The purpose is to give the Government insight into the thought processes and methodologies used by the Offeror in estimating contract price.  This price shall include the labor skill mix by labor hours. Emphasis should be placed on a description of the processes and methodologies themselves, and how these relate to the technical approach described in the proposal. The BOE shall be at the same WBS level as the price proposal and shall have references allowing traceability to the price volume. NOTE: The information provided under this part will be used to assess the reasonableness of the Offeror’s estimate.

(1) A BOE shall address elements as follows: 

a. Narrative explaining how Offeror developed the estimate of labor hours, including: if proposed estimate was based on similar program(s), in which case, identify and provide a reason why the programs are similar; a standard, in which case, identify the standard and explain if it is from the industry, Offeror’s company, or a product; or engineering judgment, in which case, explain the philosophies used.

b. Complexity factors utilized - all factors must be defined; explain the rationale for their use and basis of the factor.

c. Use of any other cost-estimating relationships; explain the rationale for Offeror’s use and basis of the factor.

Volume III - Past Performance

Volume III Narrative (limited to 7 pages per Work Package proposed) - The Offeror shall provide a description of relevant experience and contracts which the Offeror and the proposed teammate(s) and major subcontractor(s) have performed (or are performing) during the past 10 years (greater emphasis will be placed on more recent experience) to include a description of how each respective contract is similar in complexity to the proposed Work Package.  The listings shall identify the contract, project and names, addresses, and telephone numbers of responsible Government technical personnel and Contracting Officers who have knowledge of the Contractor's performance. The proposal shall address any problems that were encountered in previous contracts and the steps that have been taken to ensure that the problems do not recur.  In addition, the Offeror shall provide a listing of all contracts terminated within the last 10 years including reasons thereof.  The Offeror’s Past Performance Volume submittal shall include a table listing the contracts and the corresponding points of contact from whom Past Performance Interview/Questionnaire Forms, as described in paragraph (b) below, were requested.  The description of past performance shall cover the relevance of the Work Package being proposed including the following but not limited to:

1) Past performance in requirements development and concept maturation on highly complex systems.

2) Past performance in design and development leading to low cost production and operations

3) Past performance in identifying and mitigating technical and programmatic risks.

4) Past performance in meeting cost and schedule goals.

5) Past performance in innovative manufacturing and logistic approaches to produce high quality products on schedule and within estimated contract costs.

6) Past performance in meeting or exceeding subcontracting plan goals for socioeconomic business concerns.


b.  
The Offeror shall submit one  “Past Performance Interview/ Questionnaire Form”, to customer references, for up to 5 of the Offeror’s most relevant contracts, specific to the work package being proposed, which are currently being performed or have been completed within the last 10 years.    The Offeror shall forward the “Past Performance Interview/ Questionnaire Form” for each contract identified above to customer references, along with a transmittal letter similar to the one provided at the end of the form.  The Offeror shall request the Customer references to fully complete the questionnaire and return it to PS43/Joseph Eversole by the time that proposals are due.  The Offeror is solely responsible for ensuring that questionnaires are completed and provided to MSFC.  Contracts identified on Past Performance Questionnaire which have been completed more than 10 years ago will not be evaluated.

In addition to Contractor provided references, the Government Past Performance Database and references known to the SEB will be checked as deemed necessary.  Instructions for completing the Past Performance Questionnaires are contained on the form.

Volume IV - Completed RFP and Signed SF33

The Offeror shall complete Items 12-18 of the SF33 (provided in Section A) and include three copies of the SF33 in this volume.  The Offeror shall complete the model contract in accordance with Provision L.7.  All three copies of the SF33 shall have an original signature in blue ink in Item 17.  To aid in completing this Form, Items 12-18 have been highlighted in yellow on the electronic version of the RFP located on the NASA Acquisition Internet Service Website.

The Offeror shall also complete the following sections of the RFP and include a complete copy of the RFP from Sections A through K in this volume following the SF33s.
