1. Is the contractor bound by the rates proposed in the RDOs?
 

The Offeror shall abide by the language in the RFP and ensuing contract.  When pricing RDOs, Offerors must propose the “not to exceed” rates in Clause H.2 when completing Exhibit 4 for each RDO.  During contract performance, contractor's shall propose to task orders with rates that shall not exceed the "not to exceed" rates proposed in Clause H.2.
 

 It should be noted that during contract performance Offerors may propose rates that are lower than the "not to exceed" rates in accordance with Clause G.2.
