G.2  SUBCONTRACTING - CONSTRUCTION 

(a)  In the event the Contractor desires to have subcontractors perform any portion of the work covered by this contract, the Contractor is hereby required to submit the name and address of the subcontractor and the category of work they will perform, prior to the start of any field work by the subcontractor.

(b)  The contractor shall also submit, prior to the start of any field work by the subcontractor, evidence of the subcontractor's compliance with the insurance requirements as set forth in contract Clause 52.228 5 entitled "INSURANCE   WORK ON A GOVERNMENT INSTALLATION" and Clause 18 52.228 75 entitled "MINIMUM INSURANCE COVERAGE".

(c)  Failure of the Contractor to comply with these requirements will be cause for the Government to bar the subcontractors, singly or collectively, from access to the site of the work; or to stop the work from being performed by such subcontractors, singly or collectively; until the insurance requirements have been complied with.  Such stoppage of work will not be considered cause for equitable adjustment for time or money under the applicable clauses of the contract.

G.3   COMMUNICATION SKILLS / DISABILITIES - CONSTRUCTION

For the mutual safety of all NASA and Contractor employees, it is required that all personnel working on the site of the NASA Glenn Research Center under the Contractor's employ, as well as the employ of all subcontractors working on site, must be able to communicate and understand written and oral instructions relating to NASA safety procedures and hazard signs.  It is recognized and allowed that some employees may utilize devices and take other measures to accommodate otherwise disability conditions, and that American English may not be the native tongue for all employees working on site.

G.4   PAYMENTS UNDER FIXED PRICE CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS (FAR 52.232 5)    

         (SEPT 2002)

(a) Payment of price. The Government shall pay the Contractor the contract price as provided in this contract. 

(b) Progress payments. The Government shall make progress payments monthly as the work proceeds, or at more frequent intervals as determined by the Contracting Officer, on estimates of work accomplished which meets the standards of quality established under the contract, as approved by the Contracting Officer. 

(1) The Contractor's request for progress payments shall include the following substantiation: 

(i) An itemization of the amounts requested, related to the various elements of work required by the contract covered by the payment requested. 

(ii) A listing of the amount included for work performed by each subcontractor under the contract. 

(iii) A listing of the total amount of each subcontract under the contract. 

(iv) A listing of the amounts previously paid to each such subcontractor under the contract. 

(v) Additional supporting data in a form and detail required by the Contracting Officer. 

(2) In the preparation of estimates, the Contracting Officer may authorize material delivered on the site and preparatory work done to be taken into consideration. Material delivered to the Contractor at locations other than the site also may be taken into consideration if-- 

(i) Consideration is specifically authorized by this contract; and 

(ii) The Contractor furnishes satisfactory evidence that it has acquired title to such material and that the material will be used to perform this contract. 

(c) Contractor certification. Along with each request for progress payments, the Contractor shall

furnish the following certification, or payment shall not be made: (However, if the Contractor elects to delete paragraph (c)(4) from the certification, the certification is still acceptable.) 

I hereby certify, to the best of my knowledge and belief, that-- 

(1) The amounts requested are only for performance in accordance with the specifications, terms, and conditions of the contract; 

(2) All payments due to subcontractors and suppliers from previous payments received under

the contract have been made, and timely payments will be made from the proceeds of the payment covered by this certification, in accordance with subcontract agreements and the 
requirements of chapter 39 of Title 31, United States Code; 

(3) This request for progress payments does not include any amounts which the prime contractor

intends to withhold or retain from a subcontractor or supplier in accordance with the terms and

conditions of the subcontract; and 

(4) This certification is not to be construed as final acceptance of a subcontractor's performance.

(d) Refund of unearned amounts. If the Contractor, after making a certified request for progress

payments, discovers that a portion or all of such request constitutes a payment for performance 
by the Contractor that fails to conform to the specifications, terms, and conditions of this contract (hereinafter referred to as the "unearned amount"), the Contractor shall-- 

(1) Notify the Contracting Officer of such performance deficiency; and 

(2) Be obligated to pay the Government an amount (computed by the Contracting Officer in the manner provided in paragraph (j) of this clause) equal to interest on the unearned amount from the 8th day after the date of receipt of the unearned amount until-- 

(i) The date the Contractor notifies the Contracting Officer that the performance deficiency has been corrected; or 

(ii) The date the Contractor reduces the amount of any subsequent certified request for progress

payments by an amount equal to the unearned amount. 

(e) Retainage. If the Contracting Officer finds that satisfactory progress was achieved during any

period for which a progress payment is to be made, the Contracting Officer shall authorize payment to be made in full. However, if satisfactory progress has not been made, the Contracting Officer may retain a maximum of 10 percent of the amount of the payment until satisfactory progress is achieved.  When the work is substantially complete, the Contracting Officer may retain from previously withheld funds and future progress payments that amount the Contracting Officer considers adequate for protection of the Government and shall release to the Contractor all the remaining withheld funds.  Also, on completion and acceptance of each separate building, public work, or other division of the contract, for which the price is stated separately in the contract, payment shall be made for the completed work without retention of a percentage. 

(f) Title, liability, and reservation of rights. All material and work covered by progress payments

shall not be construed as-- 

(1) Relieving the Contractor from the sole responsibility for all material and work upon which

payments have been made or the restoration of any damaged work; or 

(2) Waiving the right of the Government to require the fulfillment of all of the terms of the contract. 

(g) Reimbursement for bond premiums. In making these progress payments, the Government shall, upon request, reimburse the Contractor for the amount of premiums paid for performance and payment bonds (including coinsurance and reinsurance agreements, when applicable) after the Contractor has furnished evidence of full payment to the surety. The retainage provisions in paragraph (e) of this clause shall not apply to that portion of progress payments attributable to bond premiums. 

(h) Final payment. The Government shall pay the amount due the Contractor under this contract 
after--

(1) Completion and acceptance of all work; 

(2) Presentation of a properly executed voucher; and 

(3) Presentation of release of all claims against the Government arising by virtue of this contract, other than claims, in stated amounts, that the Contractor has specifically excepted from the operation of the release. A release may also be required of the assignee if the Contractor's claim to amounts payable under this contract has been assigned under the Assignment of Claims Act of 1940 (31 U.S.C. 3727 and 41 U.S.C. 15). 

(i) Limitation because of un-definitized work. Notwithstanding any provision of this contract, progress payments shall not exceed 80 percent on work accomplished on un-definitized contract actions. A "contract action" is any action resulting in a contract, as defined in FAR Subpart 2.1, including contract modifications for additional supplies or services, but not including contract modifications that are within the scope and under the terms of the contract, such as contract modifications issued pursuant to the Changes clause, or funding and other administrative changes. 

(j) Interest computation on unearned amounts. In accordance with 31 U.S.C. 3903(c)(1), the amount payable under subparagraph (d)(2) of this clause shall be-- 

(1) Computed at the rate of average bond equivalent rates of 91-day Treasury bills auctioned at the most recent auction of such bills prior to the date the Contractor receives the unearned amount; and 

(2) Deducted from the next available payment to the Contractor.

G.5  PROGRESS PAYMENT BREAKDOWN - CONSTRUCTION Supplement to 

       (FAR) Clause 52.232 5 "Payments Under Fixed Price Construction Contracts"

The Contractor shall submit a breakdown using the items, major parts and components which were approved by the Contracting Officer's Technical Representative (COTR) for the approved 

schedule of construction (e.g. Bar Chart).

The construction schedule  and price breakdown shall be correlated one to one. They will be used in the assessment of progress payments, and shall separate equipment and material prices from labor prices for each portion of the work.  As part of the Progress Payment Schedule/Contract Price Breakdown, the Contractor shall identify a minimum of 6% of the total contract value for the following items:

2% - submission of as built drawings

2% - submission of all warranty items and operation and maintenance manuals

2% - completion of all final punch list items

The amounts identified above will be held in their entirety until all work related to these items is complete and accepted by the government. 

NO PROGRESS PAYMENTS WILL BE MADE UNTIL A PRICE BREAKDOWN HAS BEEN SUBMITTED AND APPROVED BY THE GOVERNMENT.

G.6   PROMPT PAYMENT FOR CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS (52.232-27) (OCT 2003) 

Notwithstanding any other payment terms in this contract, the Government will make invoice 

payments under the terms and conditions specified in this clause. The Government considers 

payment as being made on the day a check is dated or the date of an electronic funds transfer. 

Definitions of pertinent terms are set forth in sections 2.101, 32.001, and 32.902 of the Federal 

Acquisition Regulation. All days referred to in this clause are calendar days, unless otherwise 

specified. (However, see paragraph (a)(3) concerning payments due on Saturdays, Sundays, and legal holidays.) 

(a) Invoice payments-(1) Types of invoice payments. For purposes of this clause, there are several types of invoice payments that may occur under this contract, as follows: 

(i) Progress payments, if provided for elsewhere in this contract, based on Contracting Officer    

approval of the estimated amount and value of work or services performed, including payments for reaching milestones in any project. 

(A) The due date for making such payments is 14 days after the designated billing office receives a proper payment request. If the designated billing office fails to annotate the payment request with the actual date of receipt at the time of receipt, the payment due date is the 14th day after the date of the Contractor's payment request, provided the designated billing office receives a proper payment request and there is no disagreement over quantity, quality, or Contractor compliance with contract requirements. 

(B) The due date for payment of any amounts retained by the Contracting Officer in accordance with the clause at 52.232-5, Payments Under Fixed-Price Construction Contracts, is as specified in the contract or, if not specified, 30 days after approval by the Contracting Officer for release to the Contractor. 

(ii) Final payments based on completion and acceptance of all work and presentation of release of all claims against the Government arising by virtue of the contract, and payments for partial 

deliveries that have been accepted by the Government (e.g., each separate building, public work, or other division of the contract for which the price is stated separately in the contract). 

(A) The due date for making such payments is the later of the following two events: 

(1) The 30th day after the designated billing office receives a proper invoice from the Contractor. 

(2) The 30th day after Government acceptance of the work or services completed by the Contractor. For a final invoice when the payment amount is subject to contract settlement actions (e.g., release of claims), acceptance is deemed to occur on the effective date of the contract settlement. 

(B) If the designated billing office fails to annotate the invoice with the date of actual receipt at the time of receipt, the invoice payment due date is the 30th day after the date of the Contractor's invoice, provided the designated billing office receives a proper invoice and there is no disagreement over quantity, quality, or Contractor compliance with contract requirements. 

(2) Contractor's invoice. The Contractor shall prepare and submit invoices to the designated billing office specified in the contract. A proper invoice must include the items listed in paragraphs (a)(2)(i) through (a)(2)(xi) of this clause. If the invoice does not comply with these requirements, the designated billing office must return it within 7 days after receipt, with the reasons why it is not a proper invoice. When computing any interest penalty owed the Contractor, the Government will take into account if the Government notifies the Contractor of an improper invoice in an untimely manner. 

(i) Name and address of the Contractor. 

(ii) Invoice date and invoice number. (The Contractor should date invoices as close as possible to the date of mailing or transmission.) 

(iii) Contract number or other authorization for work or services performed (including order number and contract line item number). 

(iv) Description of work or services performed. 

(v) Delivery and payment terms (e.g., discount for prompt payment terms). 

(vi) Name and address of Contractor official to whom payment is to be sent (must be the same as that in the contract or in a proper notice of assignment). 

(vii) Name (where practicable), title, phone number, and mailing address of person to notify in the event of a defective invoice. 

(viii) For payments described in paragraph (a)(1)(i) of this clause, substantiation of the amounts    

requested and certification in accordance with the requirements of the clause at 52.232-5,   

Payments Under Fixed-Price Construction Contracts. 

(ix) Taxpayer Identification Number (TIN). The Contractor shall include its TIN on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 

(x) Electronic funds transfer (EFT) banking information. 

(A) The Contractor shall include EFT banking information on the invoice only if required elsewhere in this contract. 

(B) If EFT banking information is not required to be on the invoice, in order for the invoice to be a proper invoice, the Contractor shall have submitted correct EFT banking information in accordance with the applicable solicitation provision (e.g., 52.232-38, Submission of Electronic Funds Transfer Information with Offer), contract clause (e.g., 52.232-33, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer- Central Contractor Registration, or 52.232-34, Payment by Electronic Funds Transfer-Other Than Central Contractor Registration), or applicable agency procedures. 

(C) EFT banking information is not required if the Government waived the requirement to pay by      

EFT. 

(xi) Any other information or documentation required by the contract. 

(3) Interest penalty. The designated payment office will pay an interest penalty automatically,     

without request from the Contractor, if payment is not made by the due date and the conditions 

listed in paragraphs (a)(3)(i) through (a)(3)(iii) of this clause are met, if applicable. However, when the due date falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or legal holiday, the designated payment office may make payment on the following working day without incurring a late payment interest penalty. 

(i) The designated billing office received a proper invoice. 

(ii) The Government processed a receiving report or other Government documentation authorizing payment and there was no disagreement over quantity, quality, Contractor compliance with any contract term or condition, or requested progress payment amount. 

(iii) In the case of a final invoice for any balance of funds due the Contractor for work or services      

performed, the amount was not subject to further contract settlement actions between the  

Government and the Contractor. 

(4) Computing penalty amount. The Government will compute the interest penalty in accordance    

with the Office of Management and Budget prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315. 

(i) For the sole purpose of computing an interest penalty that might be due the Contractor for 

payments described in paragraph (a)(1)(ii) of this clause, Government acceptance or approval is 

deemed to occur constructively on the 7th day after the Contractor has completed the work or   

services in accordance with the terms and conditions of the contract. If actual acceptance or 

approval occurs within the constructive acceptance or approval period, the Government will base the determination of an interest penalty on the actual date of acceptance or approval. Constructive acceptance or constructive approval requirements do not apply if there is a disagreement over quantity, quality, or Contractor compliance with a contract provision. These requirements also do not compel Government officials to accept work or services, approve Contractor estimates, perform contract administration functions, or make payment prior to fulfilling their responsibilities. 

(ii) The prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR 1315.10(c) do not require the Government to pay  

interest penalties if payment delays are due to disagreement between the Government and the 

Contractor over the payment amount or other issues involving contract compliance, or on amounts temporarily withheld or retained in accordance with the terms of the contract. The Government and the Contractor shall resolve claims involving disputes, and any interest that may be payable in accordance with the clause at FAR 52.233-1, Disputes. 

(5) Discounts for prompt payment. The designated payment office will pay an interest penalty  

automatically, without request from the Contractor, if the Government takes a discount for prompt payment improperly. The Government will calculate the interest penalty in accordance with the prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315. 

(6) Additional interest penalty. 

(i) The designated payment office will pay a penalty amount, calculated in accordance with the   

prompt payment regulations at 5 CFR part 1315 in addition to the interest penalty amount only if- 

(A) The Government owes an interest penalty of $1 or more; 

(B) The designated payment office does not pay the interest penalty within 10 days after the date the invoice amount is paid; and 

(C) The Contractor makes a written demand to the designated payment office for additional penalty payment, in accordance with paragraph (a)(6)(ii) of this clause, postmarked not later than 40 days after the date the invoice amount is paid. 

(ii)(A) The Contractor shall support written demands for additional penalty payments with the 

following data. The Government will not request any additional data. The Contractor shall- 

(1) Specifically assert that late payment interest is due under a specific invoice, and request  

payment of all overdue late payment interest penalty and such additional penalty as may be    

required; 

(2) Attach a copy of the invoice on which the unpaid late payment interest was due; and 

(3) State that payment of the principal has been received, including the date of receipt. 

(B) If there is no postmark or the postmark is illegible- 

(1) The designated payment office that receives the demand will annotate it with the date of receipt  provided the demand is received on or before the 40th day after payment was made; or 

(2) If the designated payment office fails to make the required annotation, the Government will 

determine the demand's validity based on the date the Contractor has placed on the demand, 

provided such date is no later than the 40th day after payment was made. 

(b) Contract financing payments. If this contract provides for contract financing, the Government will make contract financing payments in accordance with the applicable contract financing clause. 

(c) Subcontract clause requirements. The Contractor shall include in each subcontract for property or services (including a material supplier) for the purpose of performing this contract the following: 

(1) Prompt payment for subcontractors. A payment clause that obligates the Contractor to pay the subcontractor for satisfactory performance under its subcontract not later than 7 days from receipt of payment out of such amounts as are paid to the Contractor under this contract. 

(2) Interest for subcontractors. An interest penalty clause that obligates the Contractor to pay to the subcontractor an interest penalty for each payment not made in accordance with the payment  clause- 

(i) For the period beginning on the day after the required payment date and ending on the date on which payment of the amount due is made; and 

(ii) Computed at the rate of interest established by the Secretary of the Treasury, and published in the Federal Register, for interest payments under section 12 of the Contract Disputes Act of 1978 (41 U.S.C. 611) in effect at the time the Contractor accrues the obligation to pay an interest penalty. 

(3) Subcontractor clause flowdown. A clause requiring each subcontractor to- 

(i) Include a payment clause and an interest penalty clause conforming to the standards set forth in paragraphs (c)(1) and (c)(2) of this clause in each of its subcontracts; and 

(ii) Require each of its subcontractors to include such clauses in their subcontracts with each lower-tier subcontractor or supplier. 

(d) Subcontract clause interpretation. The clauses required by paragraph (c) of this clause shall not be construed to impair the right of the Contractor or a subcontractor at any tier to negotiate, and to include in their subcontract, provisions that- 

(1) Retainage permitted. Permit the Contractor or a subcontractor to retain (without cause) a  

specified percentage of each progress payment otherwise due to a subcontractor for satisfactory performance under the subcontract without incurring any obligation to pay a late payment interest penalty, in accordance with terms and conditions agreed to by the parties to the subcontract, giving such recognition as the parties deem appropriate to the ability of a subcontractor to furnish a performance bond and a payment bond; 

(2) Withholding permitted. Permit the Contractor or subcontractor to make a determination that part or all of the subcontractor's request for payment may be withheld in accordance with the 

subcontract agreement; and 

(3) Withholding requirements. Permit such withholding without incurring any obligation to pay a late payment penalty if- 

(i) A notice conforming to the standards of paragraph (g) of this clause previously has been   

furnished to the subcontractor; and 

(ii) The Contractor furnishes to the Contracting Officer a copy of any notice issued by a Contractor pursuant to paragraph (d)(3)(i) of this clause. 

(e) Subcontractor withholding procedures. If a Contractor, after making a request for payment to the Government but before making a payment to a subcontractor for the subcontractor's performance covered by the payment request, discovers that all or a portion of the payment otherwise due such subcontractor is subject to withholding from the subcontractor in accordance with the subcontract agreement, then the Contractor shall- 

(1) Subcontractor notice. Furnish to the subcontractor a notice conforming to the standards of   

paragraph (g) of this clause as soon as practicable upon ascertaining the cause giving rise to a 

withholding, but prior to the due date for subcontractor payment; 

(2) Contracting Officer notice. Furnish to the Contracting Officer, as soon as practicable, a copy of the notice furnished to the subcontractor pursuant to paragraph (e)(1) of this clause; 

(3) Subcontractor progress payment reduction. Reduce the subcontractor's progress payment by an amount not to exceed the amount specified in the notice of withholding furnished under paragraph   

(e)(1) of this clause; 

(4) Subsequent subcontractor payment. Pay the subcontractor as soon as practicable after the 

correction of the identified subcontract performance deficiency, and- 

(i) Make such payment within- 

(A) Seven days after correction of the identified subcontract performance deficiency (unless the 

funds therefore must be recovered from the Government because of a reduction under paragraph   

(e)(5)(i)) of this clause; or 

(B) Seven days after the Contractor recovers such funds from the Government; or 

(ii) Incur an obligation to pay a late payment interest penalty computed at the rate of interest   

established by the Secretary of the Treasury, and published in the Federal Register, for interest 

payments under section 12 of the Contracts Disputes Act of 1978 (41 U.S.C. 611) in effect at the time the Contractor accrues the obligation to pay an interest penalty; 

(5) Notice to Contracting Officer. Notify the Contracting Officer upon- 

(i) Reduction of the amount of any subsequent certified application for payment; or 

(ii) Payment to the subcontractor of any withheld amounts of a progress payment, specifying- 

(A) The amounts withheld under paragraph (e)(1) of this clause; and 

(B) The dates that such withholding began and ended; and 

(6) Interest to Government. Be obligated to pay to the Government an amount equal to interest on the withheld payments (computed in the manner provided in 31 U.S.C. 3903(c)(1)), from the 8th day after receipt of the withheld amounts from the Government until- 

(i) The day the identified subcontractor performance deficiency is corrected; or 

(ii) The date that any subsequent payment is reduced under paragraph (e)(5)(i) of this clause. 

(f) Third-party deficiency reports- 

(1) Withholding from subcontractor. If a Contractor, after making payment to a first-tier 

subcontractor, receives from a supplier or subcontractor of the first-tier subcontractor (hereafter  

referred to as a "second-tier subcontractor") a written notice in accordance with section 2 of the Act of August 24, 1935 (40 U.S.C. 270b, Miller Act), asserting a deficiency in such first-tier 

subcontractor's performance under the contract for which the Contractor may be ultimately liable, and the Contractor determines that all or a portion of future payments otherwise due such first-tier subcontractor is subject to withholding in accordance with the subcontract agreement, the Contractor may, without incurring an obligation to pay an interest penalty under paragraph (e)(6) of   this clause- 

(i) Furnish to the first-tier subcontractor a notice conforming to the standards of paragraph (g) of this clause as soon as practicable upon making such determination; and 

(ii) Withhold from the first-tier subcontractor's next available progress payment or payments an   

amount not to exceed the amount specified in the notice of withholding furnished under paragraph  (f)(1)(i) of this clause. 

(2) Subsequent payment or interest charge. As soon as practicable, but not later than 7 days after receipt of satisfactory written notification that the identified subcontract performance deficiency has been corrected, the Contractor shall- 

(i) Pay the amount withheld under paragraph (f)(1)(ii) of this clause to such first-tier subcontractor; or 

(ii) Incur an obligation to pay a late payment interest penalty to such first-tier subcontractor 

computed at the rate of interest established by the Secretary of the Treasury, and published in the Federal Register, for interest payments under section 12 of the Contracts Disputes Act of 1978 (41 U.S.C. 611) in effect at the time the Contractor accrues the obligation to pay an interest penalty. 

(g) Written notice of subcontractor withholding. The Contractor shall issue a written notice of any 

withholding to a subcontractor (with a copy furnished to the Contracting Officer), specifying- 

(1) The amount to be withheld; 

(2) The specific causes for the withholding under the terms of the subcontract; and 

(3) The remedial actions to be taken by the subcontractor in order to receive payment of the 

amounts withheld. 

(h) Subcontractor payment entitlement. The Contractor may not request payment from the 

Government of any amount withheld or retained in accordance with paragraph (d) of this clause until such time as the Contractor has determined and certified to the Contracting Officer that the 

subcontractor is entitled to the payment of such amount. 

(i) Prime-subcontractor disputes. A dispute between the Contractor and subcontractor relating to the amount or entitlement of a subcontractor to a payment or a late payment interest penalty under a clause included in the subcontract pursuant to paragraph (c) of this clause does not constitute a dispute to which the Government is a party. The Government may not be interpleaded in any judicial or administrative proceeding involving such a dispute. 

(j) Preservation of prime-subcontractor rights. Except as provided in paragraph (i) of this clause, this clause shall not limit or impair any contractual, administrative, or judicial remedies otherwise 

available to the Contractor or a subcontractor in the event of a dispute involving late payment or 

nonpayment by the Contractor or deficient subcontract performance or nonperformance by a 

subcontractor. 

(k) Non-recourse for prime contractor interest penalty. The Contractor's obligation to pay an interest penalty to a subcontractor pursuant to the clauses included in a subcontract under paragraph (c) of this clause shall not be construed to be an obligation of the Government for such interest penalty. A cost-reimbursement claim may not include any amount for reimbursement of such interest penalty.

payment or that the Government has otherwise overpaid on a contract financing or invoice payment,  the Contractor shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer and request instructions for disposition of the overpayment.

H. 2   SAFETY AND HEALTH (1852.223-70)(APR 2002)

(a) Safety is the freedom from those conditions that can cause death, injury, occupational illness, damage to or loss of equipment or property, or damage to the environment. NASA¿s safety priority is to protect: (1) the public, (2) astronauts and pilots, (3) the NASA workforce (including contractor employees working on NASA contracts), and (4) high-value equipment and property. 

(b)  The Contractor shall take all reasonable safety and occupational health measures in performing this contract.  The Contractor shall comply with all Federal, State, and local laws applicable to safety and occupational health and with the safety and occupational health standards, specifications, reporting requirements, and any other relevant requirements of this contract.   

(c)  The Contractor shall take, or cause to be taken, any other safety, and occupational health measures the Contracting Officer may reasonably direct.  To the extent that the Contractor may be entitled to an equitable adjustment for those measures under the terms and conditions of this contract, the equitable adjustment shall be determined pursuant to the procedures of the changes clause of this contract; provided, that no adjustment shall be made under this Safety and Health clause for any change for which an equitable adjustment is expressly provided under any other clause of the contract. 

(d) The Contractor shall immediately notify and promptly report to the Contracting Officer or a designee any accident, incident, or exposure resulting in fatality, lost-time occupational injury, occupational disease, contamination of property beyond any stated acceptable limits set forth in the contract Schedule; or property loss of $25,000 or more, or Close Call (a situation or occurrence with no injury, no damage or only minor damage (less than $1,000) but possesses the potential to cause any type mishap, or any injury, damage, or negative mission impact) that may be of immediate interest to NASA, arising out of work performed under this contract. The Contractor is not required to include in any report an expression of opinion as to the fault or negligence of any employee. In addition, service contractors (excluding construction contracts) shall provide quarterly reports specifying lost-time frequency rate, number of lost-time injuries, exposure, and accident/incident dollar losses as specified in the contract Schedule. 

(e)  The Contractor shall investigate all work-related incidents, accidents, and Close Calls, to the extent necessary to determine their causes and furnish the Contracting Officer a report (SF1627), in such form as the Contracting Officer may require, of the investigative findings and proposed or completed corrective actions.  

(f) (1)  The Contracting Officer may notify the Contractor in writing of any noncompliance with this clause and specify corrective actions to be taken. When the Contracting Officer becomes aware of noncompliance that may pose a serious or imminent danger to safety and health of the public, astronauts and pilots, the NASA workforce (including contractor employees working on NASA contracts), or high value mission critical equipment or property, the Contracting Officer shall notify the Contractor orally, with written confirmation. The Contractor shall promptly take and report any necessary corrective action.  (2) If the Contractor fails or refuses to institute prompt corrective action in accordance with subparagraph (f)(1) of this clause, the Contracting Officer may invoke the stop-work order clause in this contract or any other remedy available to the Government in the event of such failure or refusal. 

(g) The Contractor (or subcontractor or supplier) shall insert the substance of this clause, including this paragraph (g) and any applicable Schedule provisions and clauses, with appropriate changes of designations of the parties, in all solicitations and subcontracts of every tier, when one or more of the following conditions exist: 

(1) The work will be conducted completely or partly on premises owned or controlled by the Government. 

(2) The work includes construction, alteration, or repair of facilities in excess of the simplified acquisition threshold. 

(3) The work, regardless of place of performance, involves hazards that could in danger the public, 

astronauts and pilots, the NASA workforce (including Contractor employees working on NASA 

contracts), or high value equipment or property, and the hazards are not adequately addressed by Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or Department of Transportation (DOT) regulations (if applicable). 

(4) When the Contractor (or subcontractor or supplier) determines that the assessed risk and consequences of a failure to properly manage and control the hazard(s) warrants use of the 

clause.  

(h) The Contractor (or subcontractor or supplier) may exclude the provisions of paragraph (g) from its solicitation(s) and subcontract(s) of every tier when it determines that the clause is not necessary because the application of the OSHA and DOT (if applicable) regulations constitute adequate safety and occupational health protection.  When a determination is made to exclude the provisions of paragraph (g) from a solicitation and subcontract, the Contractor must notify and provide the basis for the determination to the Contracting Officer.  In subcontracts of every tier above the micro-purchase threshold for which paragraph (g) does not apply, the Contractor (or subcontractor or supplier) shall insert the substance of paragraphs (a), (b), and (f) of this clause). 

(i)  Authorized Government representatives of the Contracting Officer shall have access to and the right to examine the sites or areas where work under this contract is being performed in order to determine the adequacy of the Contractor's safety and occupational health measures under this clause. 

(j)  The contractor shall continually update the safety and health plan when necessary.  In particular, the Contractor shall furnish a list of all hazardous operations to be performed, and a list of other major or key operations required or planned in the performance of the contract, even though not deemed hazardous by the Contractor.  NASA and the Contractor shall jointly decide which operations are to be considered hazardous, with NASA as the final authority.  Before hazardous operations commence, the Contractor shall submit for NASA concurrence ¿ 

(1)  Written hazardous operating procedures for all hazardous operations; and/or 

(2)  Qualification standards for personnel involved in hazardous operations. 

(End of clause)

H.3   SAFETY AND HEALTH PLAN  

(a) The offeror shall submit a SITE SPECIFIC safety and occupational health plan within sixty (60) calendar days after award of contract. (see NASA Glenn Safety Manual, Chapter 17, Appendices).  The plan shall include a detailed discussion of the policies, procedures, and  techniques that will be used to ensure the safety and occupational health of Contractor employees and to ensure the safety of all working conditions throughout the performance of the contract. 

(b) When applicable, the plan shall address the policies, procedures, and techniques that will be used to insure the safety and occupational health of the public, astronauts and pilots, the NASA workforce (including Contractor employees working on NASA contracts), and high-value equipment and property. 

c) The plan shall similarly address subcontractor employee safety and occupational health for those proposed subcontracts that contain one or more of the following conditions:  

(1) The work will be conducted completely or partly on premises owned or controlled by the government. 

(2) The work includes construction, alteration, or repair of facilities in excess of the simplified 

acquisition threshold. 

(3) The work, regardless of place of performance, involves hazards that could endanger the public, astronauts and pilots, the NASA workforce (including Contractor employees working on NASA contracts), or high value equipment or property, and the hazards are not adequately addressed by Occupational safety and Health Administration (OSHA) or Department of Transportation (DOT) regulations (if applicable). 

(4) When the assessed risk and consequences of a failure to properly manage and control the hazards warrants use of the clause. 

(d) This plan, as approved by the Contracting Officer, will be included in any resulting contract.

H.4   SAFETY AND HEALTH (CONSTRUCTION) (GRC 52.223-92) (OCT 2004) 

In addition to the requirements set forth in the clause entitled "Safety and Health (NASA 1852.223-70)", the Contractor shall comply with all applicable requirements of the NASA Glenn Safety Manual, with particular attention to Chapters 17, Construction Safety, and 21, Mishap Reporting/Accident Investigation.

a) Prior to commencing the on-site work, as set forth in this contract, the Contractor shall provide the Government-furnished prerecorded, "Construction Safety Orientation" presentation of about ten minutes duration to all of his on-site workers, including all of his on-site subcontractors and associated workers. The presentation will not be required for the Contractor's and subcontractor's on-site workers who have previously completed the presentation within the past two years. 

(b) The equipment and facilities needed by the Contractor to conduct the foregoing presentation will be made available by the Government at the Main Gate House or other available site, at this Center.  The Contractor shall schedule the time and date for the aforesaid presentation with the Contracting Officer's Technical Representative during the pre-construction conference. 

(c) Upon completion of the aforesaid presentation, the Contractor will be furnished with the GLENN CONSTRUCTION SAFETY ORIENTATION DECALS which are to be affixed to the Contractor's and subcontractor's employees badges in accordance with the Section J attachment entitled "BADGES, PASSES, EMERGENCIES, ACCIDENTS AND TRAFFIC PROCEDURES".  

(d) The Contractor shall include the substance of this clause in all subcontracts under this clause.

H.6   PERFORMANCE OF WORK BY THE CONTRACTOR (FAR 52.236 1) (APR 1984) 

The Contractor shall perform on the site, and with its own organization, work equivalent to at least 25 percent of the total amount of work to be performed under the contract. the conditions do materially so differ and cause an increase or decrease in the Contractor's cost of, or the time required for, performing any part of the work under this contract, whether or not changed as a result of the conditions, an equitable adjustment shall be made under this clause and the contract modified in writing accordingly. 

No request by the Contractor for an equitable adjustment to the contract under this clause shall be allowed, unless the Contractor has given the written notice required; provided, that the time prescribed in (a) above for giving written notice may be extended by the Contracting Officer. 

No request by the Contractor for an equitable adjustment to the contract for differing site conditions shall be allowed if made after final payment under this contract.

(b) The Government assumes no responsibility for any conclusions or interpretations made by the Contractor based on the information made available by the Government.  Nor does the Government assume responsibility for any understanding reached or representation made concerning conditions which can affect the work by any of its officers or agents before the execution of this contract, unless that understanding or representation is expressly stated in this contract.

When required by this contract or by the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall also 
obtain the Contracting Officer's approval of the material or articles which the Contractor 
contemplates incorporating into the work.  When requesting approval, the Contractor 
shall provide full information concerning the material or articles.  When directed to do so, 
the Contractor shall submit samples for approval at the Contractor's expense, with all 
shipping charges prepaid.  Machinery, equipment, material, and articles that do not have 
the required approval shall be installed or used at the risk of subsequent rejection. All 
work under this contract shall be performed in a skillful and workmanlike manner.

The Contractor shall make no deviation without the Contracting Officer's written consent.  The Contracting Officer may ratify in writing the proposed change.  That ratification shall constitute the Contracting Officer's consent required by this clause.

H.13  PERMITS AND RESPONSIBILITIES (FAR 52.236 7) (NOV 1991)

The Contractor shall, without additional expense to the Government, be responsible for obtaining any necessary licenses and permits, and for complying with any Federal, State, and municipal laws, codes, and regulations applicable to the performance of the work.  The Contractor shall also be responsible for all damages to persons or property that occur as a result of the Contractor's fault or negligence.  The Contractor shall also be responsible for all materials delivered and work performed until completion and acceptance of the entire work, except for any completed unit of work which may have been accepted under the contract.

H.14    OTHER CONTRACTS (FAR 52.236 8) (APR 1984)

The Government may undertake or award other contracts for additional work at or near the site of the work under this contract.  The Contractor shall fully cooperate with the other contractors and with Government employees and shall carefully adapt scheduling and performing the work under this contract to accommodate the additional work, heeding any direction that may be provided by the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall not commit or permit any act that will interfere with the performance of work by any other contractor or by Government employees.

H.15  PROTECTION OF EXISTING VEGETATION, STRUCTURES, EQUIPMENT,  UTILITIES,      

         AND  IMPROVEMENTS (FAR 52.236 9) (APR 1984)  

(a)  The Contractor shall preserve and protect all structures, equipment, and vegetation (such as trees, shrubs, and grass) on or adjacent to the work site, which are not to be removed and which do not unreasonably interfere with the work required under this contract.  The Contractor shall only remove trees when specifically authorized to do so, and shall avoid damaging vegetation that will remain in place.  If any limbs or branches of trees are broken during contract performance, or by the careless operation of equipment, or by workmen, the Contractor shall trim those limbs or branches with a clean cut and paint the cut with a tree pruning compound as directed by the Contracting Officer.

(b)  The Contractor shall protect from damage all existing improvements and utilities (1) at or near the work site and (2) on adjacent property of a third party, the locations of which are made known to or should be known by the Contractor.  The Contractor shall repair any damage to those facilities, including those that are the property of a third party, resulting from failure to comply with the requirements of this contract or failure to exercise reasonable care in performing the work.  If the Contractor fails or refuses to repair the damage promptly, the Contracting Officer may have the necessary work performed and charge the cost to the Contractor.

(End of clause)

H.16  OPERATIONS AND STORAGE AREAS (FAR 52.236 10) (APR 1984)

(a)  The Contractor shall confine all operations (including storage of materials) on Government premises to areas authorized or approved by the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall hold and save the Government, its officers and agents, free and harmless from liability of any nature occasioned by the Contractor's performance.

(b) Temporary buildings (e.g., storage sheds, shops, offices) and utilities may be erected by the Contractor only with the approval of the Contracting Officer and shall be built with labor and materials furnished by the Contractor without expense to the Government.  The temporary buildings and utilities shall remain the property of the Contractor and shall be removed by the Contractor at its expense upon completion of the work.  With the written consent of the Contracting Officer, the buildings and utilities may be abandoned and need not be removed. 

c) The Contractor shall, under regulations prescribed by the Contracting Officer, use only established roadways, or use temporary roadways constructed by the Contractor when and as authorized by the Contracting Officer.  When materials are transported in prosecuting the work, vehicles shall not be loaded beyond the loading capacity recommended by the manufacturer of the vehicle or prescribed by any Federal, State, or local law or regulation.  When it is necessary to cross curbs or sidewalks, the Contractor shall protect them from damage.  The Contractor shall repair or pay for the repair of any damaged curbs, sidewalks, or roads.

(End of clause)

H.17  USE AND POSSESSION PRIOR TO COMPLETION (FAR 52.236 11) (APR 1984) 

(a) The Government shall have the right to take possession of or use any completed or partially completed part of the work.  Before taking possession of or using any work, the Contracting Officer shall furnish the Contractor a list of items of work remaining to be performed or corrected on those portions of the work that the Government intends to take possession of or use.  However, failure of the Contracting Officer to list any item of work shall not relieve the Contractor of responsibility for complying with the terms of the contract.  The Government's possession or use shall not be deemed an acceptance of any work under the contract.

(b)  While the Government has such possession or use, the Contractor shall be relieved of the responsibility for the loss of or damage to the work resulting from the Government's possession or use, notwithstanding the terms of the clause in this contract entitled "Permits and Responsibilities." If prior possession or use by the Government delays the progress of the work or causes additional expense to the Contractor, an equitable adjustment shall be made in the contract price or the time of completion, and the contract shall be modified in writing accordingly.

(End of clause)

H.18  CLEANING UP (FAR 52.236 12) (APR 1984)

The Contractor shall at all times keep the work area, including storage areas, free from accumulations of waste materials.  Before completing the work, the Contractor shall remove from the work and premises any rubbish, tools, scaffolding, equipment, and materials that are not the property of the Government.  Upon completing the work, the Contractor shall leave the work area in a clean, neat, and orderly condition satisfactory to the Contracting Officer.

(End of clause)

H.19  AVAILABILITY AND USE OF UTILITY SERVICES (FAR 52.236 14) (APR 1984)

(a) The Government shall make all reasonably required amounts of utilities available to the 

Contractor from existing outlets and supplies, as specified in the contract.  Unless otherwise provided in the contract, the amount of each utility service consumed shall be charged to or paid for by the Contractor at prevailing rates charged to the Government or, where the utility is produced by the Government, at reasonable rates determined by the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall carefully conserve any utilities furnished without charge.

(b) The Contractor, at its expense and in a workmanlike manner satisfactory to the Contracting Officer, shall install and maintain all necessary temporary connections and distribution lines, and all meters required to measure the amount of each utility used for the purpose of determining charges.  Before final acceptance of the work by the Government, the Contractor shall remove all the temporary connections, distribution lines, meters, and associated paraphernalia.  

(c) In accordance with contract Clause 52.236 14 entitled "AVAILABILITY AND USE OF UTILITY SERVICES", the Government does not intend to charge the Contractor for utility services consumed.  Therefore, there is also no requirement for the Contractor to install meters for the purpose of measuring usage.

H.20  SCHEDULES FOR CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS (FAR 52.236 15) (APR 1984)

(a) The Contractor shall, within five days after the work commences on the contract or another 

period of time determined by the Contracting Officer, prepare and submit to the Contracting Officer for approval three copies of a practicable schedule showing the order in which the Contractor proposes to perform the work, and the dates on which the Contractor contemplates starting and completing the several salient features of the work (including acquiring materials, plant, and equipment).  The schedule shall be in the form of a progress chart of suitable scale to indicate appropriately the percentage of work scheduled for completion by any given date during the period.  If the Contractor fails to submit a schedule within the time prescribed, the Contracting Officer may withhold approval of progress payments until the Contractor submits the required schedule.

(b)  The Contractor shall enter the actual progress on the chart as directed by the Contracting Officer, and upon doing so shall immediately deliver three copies of the annotated schedule to the Contracting Officer.  If, in the opinion of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor falls behind the approved schedule, the Contractor shall take steps necessary to improve its progress, including those that may be required by the Contracting Officer, without additional cost to the Government.  In this circumstance, the Contracting Officer may require the Contractor to increase the number of shifts, overtime operations, days of work, and/or the amount of construction plant, and to submit for approval any supplementary schedule or schedules in chart form as the Contracting Officer deems necessary to demonstrate how the approved rate of progress will be regained.

(c)  Failure of the Contractor to comply with the requirements of the Contracting Officer under this 

clause shall be grounds for a determination by the Contracting Officer that the Contractor is not prosecuting the work with sufficient diligence to ensure completion within the time specified in the contract.  Upon making this determination, the Contracting Officer may terminate the Contractor's right to proceed with the work, or any separable part of it, in accordance with the default terms of this contract.

(End of clause)

H.21  LAYOUT OF WORK (FAR 52.236 17) (APR 1984)

The Contractor shall lay out its work from Government established base lines and bench marks 

indicated on the drawings, and shall be responsible for all measurements in connection with the                 

layout.  The Contractor shall furnish, at its own expense, all stakes, templates, platforms,       

equipment, tools, materials, and labor required to lay out any part of the work.  The Contractor shall be responsible for executing the work to the lines and grades that may be established or indicated by the Contracting Officer.  The Contractor shall also be responsible for maintaining and preserving all stakes and other marks established by the Contracting Officer until authorized to remove them.              

If such marks are destroyed by the Contractor or through its negligence before their removal is     

authorized, the Contracting Officer may replace them and deduct the expense of the replacement from any amounts due or to become due to the Contractor.

H.22  SPECIFICATIONS AND DRAWINGS FOR CONSTRUCTION (FAR 52.236 21) 
          (FEB 1997)

(a)  The Contractor shall keep on the work site a copy of the drawings and specifications and shall at all times give the Contracting Officer access thereto.  Anything mentioned in the specifications and not shown on the drawings, or shown on the drawings and not mentioned in the specifications, shall be of like effect as if shown or mentioned in both.  In case of difference between drawings and specifications, the specifications shall govern. In case of discrepancy in the figures, in the drawings, or in the specifications, the matter shall be promptly submitted to the Contracting Officer, who shall promptly make a determination in writing.  Any adjustment by the Contractor without such a determination shall be at its own risk and expense.  The Contracting Officer shall furnish from time to time such detailed drawings and other information as considered necessary, unless otherwise provided.

(b)  Wherever in the specifications or upon the drawings the words "directed," "required," "ordered," "designated," "prescribed," or words of like import are used, it shall be understood that the "direction," "requirement," "order," "designation," or "prescription," of the Contracting Officer is intended and similarly the words "approved," "acceptable," "satisfactory," or words of like import shall mean "approved by," or "acceptable to," or "satisfactory to" the Contracting Officer, unless otherwise expressly stated.

(c)  Where "as shown," "as indicated," "as detailed," or words of similar import are used, it shall be understood that the reference is made to the drawings accompanying this contract unless stated otherwise.  The word "provided" as used herein shall be understood to mean "provide complete in place," that is "furnished and installed."

(d)  Shop drawings means drawings, submitted to the Government by the Contractor, subcontractor, or any lower tier subcontractor pursuant to a construction contract, showing in detail (1) the proposed fabrication and assembly of structural elements and (2) the installation (i.e., form, fit, and attachment details) of materials of equipment.  It includes drawings, diagrams, layouts, schematics, descriptive literature, illustrations, schedules, performance and test data, and similar materials furnished by the Contractor to explain in detail specific portions of the work required by the contract.  The Government may duplicate, use, and disclose in any manner and for any purpose shop drawings delivered under this contract.

(e)  If this contract requires shop drawings, the Contractor shall coordinate all such drawings, and review them for accuracy, completeness, and compliance with contract requirements and shall indicate its approval thereon as evidence of such coordination and review.  Shop drawings submitted to the Contracting Officer without evidence of the Contractor's approval may be returned for resubmission.  The Contracting Officer will indicate an approval or disapproval of the shop drawings and if not approved as submitted shall indicate the government's reasons therefore.  Any work done before such approval shall be at the Contractor's risk.  Approval by the Contracting Officer shall not relieve the Contractor from responsibility for any errors or omissions in such drawings, nor from responsibility for complying with the requirements of this contract, except with respect to variations described and approved in accordance with (f) below.

(f)  If shop drawings show variations from the contract requirements, the Contractor shall describe such variations in writing, separate from the drawings, at the time of submission.  If the Contracting Officer approves any such variation, the Contracting Officer shall issue an appropriate contract modification, except that, if the variation is minor or does not involve a change in price or in time of performance, a modification need not be issued.

(g)  The Contractor shall submit to the Contracting Officer for approval four copies (unless otherwise indicated) of all shop drawings as called for under the various headings of these specifications.  Three sets (unless otherwise indicated) of all shop drawings, will be retained by the Contracting Officer and one set will be returned to the Contractor.

(h)  This clause shall be included in all subcontracts at any tier.

H.23  SUBMITTALS - CONSTRUCTION / Supplement to Contract Clause 52.236 21

A.  General

1.  Submittals shall be made for all materials where required under various sections of the specifications and for all materials being proposed as substitutes for materials specified on the drawings or in the specifications.

2.  Submittals shall consist of shop drawings, samples and maintenance data as required in each technical section of the specifications.

3.  Submit a list of all equipment to be furnished including the name of the manufacturer, the model number and other  identifying data and information related to performance, capacity, nature and rating.

B.  Definitions

1.  The term "shop drawing" includes drawings, diagrams, layouts, schematics, descriptive literature, illustrations, schedules, performance and test data, and similar materials furnished by the contractor to explain in detail specific portions of the work required by the contract.

2.  "Maintenance data" shall consist of operating manuals, parts lists, maintenance manuals, and other operational  information submitted for information only.

C.  Shop Drawings

1.  Drawings shall be submitted for approval in the form of direct reading unfolded transparencies suitable for reproduction and Five (5) accompanying prints.

a.  Sheet size shall be 44 inches by 30 inches.

 b.  Provide minimum blank area of 4 inches by 7 inches in the lower right hand corner for use by  the Government.

2.  Six (6) copies of all data other than drawings shall be submitted for approval.

3.  If shop drawings show variation from the contract requirements, the Contractor shall describe such variations in writing, separate from the drawings, at the time of submission and shall give the reason therefor.

D.  Submittals of Maintenance Data

The Contractor shall submit three (3) copies of maintenance data as required under various sections of the specifications.

E.  Samples

The Contractor shall submit for approval, samples, as required under various sections of the specifications.

F.  Submittal Identification

The Contractor shall identify all shop drawings, samples and maintenance data with the following information:

1.  Job name and contract number.

2.  Contractor's name and contract number.

3.  Subcontractor's name and contract number.

4.  Item name or number and reference to applicable contract drawings and specification section.

5.  Issue date and identification of all revisions on transparencies.

6.  Identification of samples, including brand name, color, type of material and any other data to verify contract requirements.

G.  Submittals

1.  All drawings, samples and materials shall be submitted for approval along with accompanying transmittal letters (two (2) copies each) shall be sent directly to:

2.  Correspondence other than submittals shall be forwarded in quadruplicate to the Contracting Officer's Technical Representative.  The Government contract number shall be marked on all correspondence.

3.  Within twenty one (21) calendar days after receipt of the submittals, two (2) copies of each submittal will be returned to the Contractor by the Government marked either "APPROVED", "APPROVED AS NOTED" or "DISAPPROVED".  In the event the Government requires additional time in excess of the twenty one days specified in this paragraph, the contract completion date may be extended an appropriate number of days, not to exceed sixty (60) calendar days.

4.  "DISAPPROVED" and "APPROVED AS NOTED" submittals returned to the Contractor shall be corrected and returned to the Government within fifteen (15) calendar days after receipt of the submittals by the Contractor.  If the Contractor does not return the revised submittals within the said period of time or if the revised submittals returned are not approved by the Government, he Government will be entitled to invoke the provisions of the contract Clause 52.249 10 entitled "DEFAULT".

5.  Approval by the Government will not be construed as a complete approval, but only that the general method of construction, fabrication and detailing is satisfactory.   Approval of such submittals will not relieve the Contractor of the responsibility for any error which may exist, as the Contractor shall be responsible for compliance with the contract requirements.  In the event the submittals marked "APPROVED" or "APPROVED AS NOTED" reflect information 
which is not in full conformance with the contract specifications, the Contractor shall notify the Contracting Officer immediately, pursuant to the contract Clause 52.236 21 entitled "SPECIFICATIONS AND DRAWINGS FOR CONSTRUCTION".

H.24  DOWNTIME AND GOVERNMENT HOLDS  

The Contractor shall allow in his offer for a maximum of 10 calendar days during which all construction activities will be prohibited.   The Government will provide twenty-four hours notice each time these restrictions are invoked.  Government research at the adjacent facilities may alter contractor working hours during the period of performance.  Working hours would be modified to reflect to 6:00am - 2:30 am during the period.  The COTR will provide 48 hour notice of such a change.

H.25  TIME EXTENSIONS FOR UNUSUALLY SEVERE WEATHER 

A. This clause specifies the procedure for the determination of time extensions for unusually severe weather in accordance with the Contract Clause entitled "Default (Fixed Price Construction)." In order for the Contracting Officer to award a time extension under this clause, the following conditions shall be satisfied. 

1. The weather experienced at the project site during the Contract period shall be found to be unusually severe, that is, more severe than the adverse weather anticipated for the project location during any given month. 

2. The unusually severe weather shall actually cause a delay to the completion of the project. The delay shall be beyond the control and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor. 

B. The following schedule of monthly anticipated adverse weather delays is based on historical climatic data for the project location and will constitute the baseline for monthly weather time evaluations. The Contractor's progress schedule shall reflect these anticipated adverse weather delays in all weather dependent activities.

  C. Upon acknowledgement of the Notice to Proceed and continuing throughout the contract, the contractor will record the occurrence of adverse weather and resultant impact to normally scheduled work. Actual adverse weather delay days must prevent work on critical activities for 50 percent or more of the Contractor's scheduled work day. 

D. The number of actual adverse weather days shall include days impacted by actual adverse weather (even if adverse weather occurred in previous month), be calculated chronologically from the first to the last day in each month, and be recorded as full days. If the number of actual adverse weather delay days exceeds the number of days anticipated in the schedule of monthly anticipated adverse weather delays above, the Contracting Officer will determine whether the Contractor is entitled to a time extension. The Contracting Officer will convert any qualifying delays to equivalent work days and issue a modification in accordance with the Contract Clause entitled "Default (Fixed Price Construction)." Modifications for unusually severe weather will be for time extensions only and will not include monetary consideration.

H.26   CONTRACTORS' DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES ON-SITE  

I. BADGES 

All Contractor personnel having a need to enter areas of the Glenn Research Center or Plumbrook Station shall have an identification badge or pass.  This badge or pass shall be obtained at the entrance of the Glenn Research Center or Plum Brook Station.  In addition to the requirements contained herein, the Contractor shall comply with Glenn Procedures and guidelines GLPG 3730.1, Managing Conduct and Other Employee Issues, incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof. 

Resident Contractors (employees with picture badges) 

1. The on-site company supervisor will notify the Main Gate Badge Clerk at PABX 3-2206 when a new employee is reporting to work.  The Badge Clerk will give the company supervisor specific instructions as to how the new employee will be badged, photographed, fingerprinted, etc. 

2. When an employee terminates and/or resigns employment, the company shall issue to the employee NASA Form C-10087, Non-NASA Separation Clearance Record. The company shall be responsible for making an inquiry of all offices listed on the form to see if the employee has any outstanding Government items. The employee shall then take this form to all offices that list he/she has outstanding items. The employees last stop is for the return of their Government issued I.D. badge. 

3. The Company shall ensure that the terminated and/or resigned employee has returned his/her badge to the Main Gate Badge Clerk.  Final clearance of a Contractor upon completion of a contract will depend in part upon accounting for all badges issued to employees during the performance of the contract.  It should be recognized that security badges are Government property and any alteration or misuse of these badges may be prosecuted as a violation of Section 499, Title 18, U.S. Code. 

Non-Resident Contractors (employees with non-picture badges) 

1. The Contractor's on-site manager shall comply with the Badge and Property Regulations (NASA Form C-421) a copy of which will be given the Contractor's supervisors at the time of the Construction Site Showing.  The Badge and Property Regulations are quoted below: 

A. The following regulations have been adopted governing the control of Contractor's Badges at the Glenn Research Center. 

1. Ensure that each company employee is in possession of NASA Form C-9975 prior to reporting to work for badging purposes.  Employees not in possession of the above mentioned for will be delayed at the gate until such time as the company supervisor/foreman or his representative reports to the Main Gate with the appropriate paperwork for badging. 

2. Report lost badges immediately. 

3. Upon termination of duties, each employee's badge will be collected and returned to the Main Gate by the Contractor. Final clearance of a Contractor upon completion of a contract will depend in part upon the accounting for all badges issued to employees during the performance of the contract.  It should be recognized that security badges are Government property and any alteration or misuse of these badges may be prosecuted as a violation of Section 499, Title 18, U.S. Code. 

II. NASA-OWNED PROPERTY 

1. The term "NASA-Owned Property" refers to all controlled (tagged) and non-tagged equipment, library property, security badges, computer passwords and other property furnished by the Government during the course of the contract. 

2. The Contractor shall ensure that all NASA-Owned property issued to its employees is returned and in satisfactory condition upon termination of an employee's duties.  In cases where accountability for the property is transferred from one employee to another, the NASA Equipment Management System (NEMS) Control office of the Logistics Management Division must be notified.  At the completion of the Government contract, all property will be returned, and the contract value will be adjusted for any property not accounted for. 

3. When access to Federal computer systems has been granted, the Contractor shall ensure that its employees comply with the clause of the contract entitled "SECURITY REQUIREMENTS FOR UNCLASSIFIED INFORMATION RESOURCES (NFS 1852.204-76)". 

III.   EMERGENCIES 

1. The Contractor shall ensure that its employees are informed that Emergency, Fire, Medical, Safety, and Security assistance can be summoned by Dialing "911" on the Center's internal telephone system.  Emergencies are defined as incidents involving serious personal injury or damage that causes a possible hazardous condition, or any incidents that require immediate attention of the Plant Protection Department or Security.  All other medical treatment is the responsibility of the Contractor. 

2. For incidents not classified as an emergency, contractor personnel shall be instructed to"911") in the event of an accident involving either personal injury or damage to property whether public or private, including damage to motor vehicles.  They shall cooperate fully with the Government Accident Investigator and the Center Accident Investigation Board.  This cooperation hall include interviews at the accident site and/or at a Board meeting. 

3. The Chairman of the appropriate Accident Investigation Board will notify the Contractor through the COTR as to the date and time and location of the Board meeting.  The Board meetings will be held between the hours of 8:15 a.m. and 4:45 p.m. regular work days Monday through Friday. 

4. For Contractor duties where continuous manning of posts is mandatory during a work shift, the Contractor shall provide substitute personnel as required for manning these posts during the meeting of the Accident Investigation Boards. 

IV. TRAFFIC 

1. The Contractor agrees to comply, and agrees to require that all of its personnel will comply with all posted traffic signs, signals and instructions of personnel assigned for traffic control and parking purposes and with the provisions of NPD 1600.2 and NHB 1620.1 incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof. 

2. The Government reserves the right to bar from the Glenn Research Center any Contractor employee who has failed to comply with such signs, signals, instructions and the provisions of NPD 1600.2 and NHB 1620.1.  The period of the bar shall be as determined appropriate by the Contracting Officer subject to the provisions of NPD 1600.2 and NHB 1620.1.  The Contracting Officer will notify the Contractor in writing, setting forth the name(s) of the affected employees(s) and the time period(s) of the bar(s).  No action by the Government in barring any Contractor employee from the Glenn Research Center shall be the basis for any claim whatever by the Contractor under this contract, nor shall it excuse the Contractor from complying with any provision of this contract. 

V. ON-SITE STANDARDS OF CONDUCT 

1. The Contractor's entry onto the Center shall be pursuant to fulfilling its contractual obligations, and any related activities thereto.  Contractor personnel gaining access to Glenn facilities are required to certify that they meet the minimum ethical standards for entry onto a Government facility.  Falsification of this certification could lead to criminal prosecution. 

2. The Contractor agrees to comply, and agrees to require that all of its personnel will comply with all applicable Federal and State statutes and regulations, NASA policy and guidance documents, Glenn policy and guidance documents, and other regulations pertaining to personal conduct while on-site.  Any conduct prejudicial to the efficient operation of the Center shall be cause for removal from the Center. 

VI. PROHIBITION OF FIREARMS 

Firearms or weapons of any kind are strictly prohibited at the Glenn Research Center. 

VII. SECURITY INCIDENTS 

Theft of Property, Bomb threats, malicious damage and any other threat or violent situations shall be immediately reported to the Security Office.  All vehicles entering the Center are subject to random search, depending on threat level.

VIII. PROPERTY PASSES 

A Contractor Property Pass (NASA Form C-702) is required for the removal of all Contractor owned property and equipment and must be presented to the gate guard upon exit.  This form can be obtained from the COTR (or designee) or the Glenn employee responsible for the Contractor's presence at the Center.  This form must contain a complete description of the material/equipment being removed and should be signed by the authorized Government employee.  Material relating to a specific contract or purchase order must be identified by insertion of the appropriate contract/purchase order number on the pass by the COTR or designee. 

IX. AFTER-HOUR ACCESS 

During normal working hours, 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Monday through Friday, the guards at the gates will permit your entrance and departure.  At any other time (other than normal hours), advance clearance is required, and may be obtained through the Glenn/Plum Brook COTR or Inspector who will then make the request to the Main Gate Sergeant PABX 3-2204 at Glenn and 3-3221 at Plum Brook.  After-hour clearances as approved by the COTR Inspector are certification to the guards as authority for admittance of a contractor during off hours, including Saturdays, Sundays, and Holidays. 

X. CONTRACTOR IDENTIFICATION 

To avoid situations whereby the actions of onsite contractor employees can be construed as that of Government officials, the onsite contractor shall take the following actions: 

(1) Insure that employees properly display their badge at all times. 

(2) Institute a policy whereby employees who, in their normal course of duties, answer telephone inquiries, participate in meetings with Government and other contractor personnel or deal with the general public appropriately identify themselves so their actions cannot be construed as that of Government officials. 

(3) Institute a policy whereby business correspondence, including emails and memoranda, includes the name of the company in the signature line. Use company letterhead for internal company matters and letters/memos signed by company personnel. 

(4) For onsite office space primarily occupied by company personnel, clearly indicate on the exterior of the office space the company name.  

(End of clause)

H.27  USE OF THE MEDICAL/HEALTH SERVICES FACILITIES - CONSTRUCTION

The Contractor can be seen in the Occupational Medicine Services Office for EMERGENCY MEDICAL PROBLEMS and ON THE JOB INJURIES.  Appropriate medical treatment and follow up deemed necessary by the OMS physician or practitioner will be provided.  Referrals to tertiary care centers and/or private physicians will be made in cases requiring long term follow up, or when specific services required are unavailable at Occupational Medicine Services.

Examples of emergency medical problems and on the job injuries include:

In all instances of severe injury, or sudden life threatening illness (e.g. heart attack), the

For treatment of chronic, non acute episodic medical care (colds, flu, allergies, etc.) the services of the contract employee's private physician should be utilized.

H. 28  PARTNERING FOR CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS (1852.236-75) (AUGUST 1998) 

(a) The terms "partnering" and "partnership" used herein shall mean a relationship of open communication and close cooperation that involves both Government and contractor personnel working together for the purpose of establishing a mutually beneficial, proactive, cooperative environment within which to achieve contract objectives and resolve issues and

implementing actions as required. 

(b) Partnering will be a voluntary commitment mutually agreed upon by at least NASA and the prime contractor, and preferably the subcontractors and the A&E design contractor, if applicable. Sustained commitment to the process is essential to assure success of the relationship. 

(c) NASA intends to facilitate contract management by encouraging the foundation of a cohesive partnership with the Contractor, its subcontractors, the A&E design contractor, and NASA's contract management staff. This partnership will be structured to draw on the strengths of each organization to identify and achieve mutual objectives. The objectives are intended to complete the contract requirements within budget, on schedule, and in accordance with the plans and

specifications. 

(d) To implement the partnership, it is anticipated that within 30 days of the Notice to Proceed the prime Contractor's key personnel, its subcontractors, the A&E design contractor, and NASA personnel will attend a partnership development and team building workshop. Follow-up team building workshops will be held periodically throughout the duration of the contract as agreed to by the Government and the Contractor. 

(e) Any cost with effectuating the partnership will be agreed to in advance by both parties and will be shared with no change in the contract price. The contractor's share of the costs are not recoverable under any other Government award.

(3) The Government is not precluded from using similar or identical data acquired from other sources. 

(i) Except as provided in paragraph (i)(2), the Contractor shall prepare and submit a sufficient number of Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS's), meeting the requirements of 29 CFR 1910.1200(g) and the latest version of Federal Standard No. 313, for all hazardous materials identified in paragraph (b) of this clause. 

(1) For items shipped to consignees, the Contractor shall include a copy of the MSDS's with the packing list or other suitable shipping document which accompanies each shipment. "Conviction" means a finding of guilt (including a plea of nolo contendere) or imposition of sentence, or both, by any judicial body charged with the responsibility to determine violations of the Federal or State criminal drug statutes.

"Criminal drug statute" means a Federal or non Federal criminal statute involving the manufacture, distribution, dispensing, possession or use of any controlled substance.

"Drug free workplace" means the site(s) for the performance of work done by the Contractor in connection with a specific contract at which employees of the Contractor are prohibited from engaging in the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensing, possession, or use of a controlled substance.

"Employee" means an employee of a Contractor directly engaged in the performance of work under a Government contract.  "Directly engaged" is defined to include all direct cost employees and any other Contractor employee who has other than a minimal impact or involvement in contract performance.

"Individual" means an offeror/contractor that has no more than one employee including the offeror/contractor.

(b) The Contractor, if other than an individual, shall   within 30 calendar days after award (unless a longer period is agreed to in writing for contracts of 30 calendar days or more performance duration); or as soon as possible for contracts of less than 30 calendar days performance duration  

(1) Publish a statement notifying its employees that the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensing, possession, or use of a controlled substance is prohibited in the Contractor's workplace and specifying the actions that will be taken against employees for violations of such prohibition;

(2) Establish an ongoing drug free awareness program to inform such employees about  

(i) The dangers of drug abuse in the workplace;

(ii) The Contractor's policy of maintaining a drug free workplace;

(iii) Any available drug counseling, rehabilitation, and employee assistance programs; and

(iv) The penalties that may be imposed upon employees for drug abuse violations occurring in  the workplace;

(3) Provide all employees engaged in performance of the contract with a copy of the statement required by subparagraph (b)(1) of this clause;

(4) Notify such employees in writing in the statement required by subparagraph (b)(1) of this clause that, as a condition of continued employment on this contract, the employee will  

 (i) Abide by the terms of the statement; and

(ii) Notify the employer in writing of the employee's conviction under a criminal drug statute for a 
       violation occurring in the workplace no later than 5 calendar days after such conviction.

(5) Notify the Contracting Officer in writing within 10 calendar days after receiving notice under subdivision (b)(4)(ii) of this clause, from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice

of such conviction.  The notice shall include the position title of the employee;

(6) Within 30 calendar days after receiving notice under subdivision (b)(4)(ii) of this clause of a conviction, take one of the following actions with respect to any employee who is convicted of a drug abuse violation occurring in the workplace:

(i) Taking appropriate personnel action against such employee, up to and including termination; or

(ii) Require such employee to satisfactorily participate in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation program approved for such purposes by a Federal, State, or local health, law enforcement, or other appropriate agency.

(7) Make a good faith effort to maintain a drug free workplace through implementation of paragraphs (b)(1) through (b)(6) of this clause.

(c) The Contractor, if an individual, agrees by award of the contract or acceptance of a purchase order, not to engage in the unlawful manufacture, distribution, dispensing, possession, or use of a controlled substance in the performance of this contract.

(d) In addition to other remedies available to the Government, the Contractor's failure to comply with the requirements of paragraphs (b) or (c) of this clause may, pursuant to FAR 23.506, render 
the Contractor subject to suspension of contract payments, termination of the contract for default, and suspension or debarment.

           (FAR 52.225-11)  (JAN 2005)

a) Definitions . As used in this clause- 

"Caribbean Basin country construction material" means a construction material that- 

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a Caribbean Basin country; or 

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a Caribbean Basin country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed. 

"Component" means an article, material, or supply incorporated directly into a construction material. 

"Construction material" means an article, material, or supply brought to the construction site by the Contractor or subcontractor for incorporation into the building or work. The term also includes an item brought to the site preassembled from articles, materials, or supplies. However, emergency life safety systems, such as emergency lighting, fire alarm, and audio evacuation systems, that are discrete systems incorporated into a public building or work and that are produced as complete systems, are evaluated as a single and distinct construction material regardless of when or how the individual parts or components of those systems are delivered to the construction site. Materials purchased directly by the Government are supplies, not construction material. 

"Cost of components" means- 

(1) For components purchased by the Contractor, the acquisition cost, including transportation costs to the place of incorporation into the construction material (whether or not such costs are paid to a domestic firm), and any applicable duty (whether or not a duty-free entry certificate is issued); or 

(2) For components manufactured by the Contractor, all costs associated with the manufacture of the component, including transportation costs as described in paragraph (1) of this definition, plus allocable overhead costs, but excluding profit. Cost of components does not include any costs associated with the manufacture of the construction material. 

"Designated country" means any of the following countries: 

(1) A World Trade Organization Government Procurement Agreement country (Aruba, Austria, Belgium, Canada, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hong Kong, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Israel, Italy, Japan, Korea (Republic of), Latvia, Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Singapore, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, or United Kingdom); 

(2) A Free Trade Agreement country (Australia, Canada, Chile, Mexico, Morocco, or Singapore); 

(3) A least developed country (Afghanistan, Angola, Bangladesh, Benin, Bhutan, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cambodia, Cape Verde, Central African Republic, Chad, Comoros, Democratic Republic of Congo, Djibouti, East Timor, Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea, Ethiopia, Gambia, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Haiti, Kiribati, Laos, Lesotho, Madagascar, Malawi, Maldives, Mali, Mauritania, Mozambique, Nepal, Niger, Rwanda, Samoa, Sao Tome and Principe, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Solomon Islands, Somalia, Tanzania, Togo, Tuvalu, Uganda, Vanuatu, Yemen, or Zambia); or 

(4) A Caribbean Basin country (Antigua and Barbuda, Aruba, Bahamas, Barbados, Belize, British Virgin Islands, Costa Rica, Dominica, Dominican Republic, El Salvador, Grenada, Guatemala, Guyana, Haiti, Honduras, Jamaica, Montserrat, Netherlands Antilles, Nicaragua, St. Kitts and Nevis, St. Lucia, St. Vincent and the Grenadines, or Trinidad and Tobago). 

"Designated country construction material" means a construction material that is a WTO GPA country construction material, an FTA country construction material, a least developed country construction material, or a Caribbean Basin country construction material. 

"Domestic construction material" means- 

(1) An unmanufactured construction material mined or produced in the United States; or 

(2) A construction material manufactured in the United States, if the cost of its components mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States exceeds 50 percent of the cost of all its components. Components of foreign origin of the same class or kind for which nonavailability determinations have been made are treated as domestic. 

"Foreign construction material" means a construction material other than a domestic construction material. 

"Free Trade Agreement country construction material" means a construction material that- 

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a Free Trade Agreement (FTA) country; or 

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a FTA country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed. 

"Least developed country construction material" means a construction material that- 

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a least developed country; or 

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a least developed country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed. 

"United States" means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and outlying areas. 

"WTO GPA country construction material" means a construction material that- 

(1) Is wholly the growth, product, or manufacture of a WTO GPA country; or 

(2) In the case of a construction material that consists in whole or in part of materials from another country, has been substantially transformed in a WTO GPA country into a new and different construction material distinct from the materials from which it was transformed. 

(b) Construction materials. 

(1) This clause implements the Buy American Act (41 U.S.C. 10a-10d) by providing a preference for domestic construction material. In addition, the Contracting Officer has determined that the WTO GPA and Free Trade Agreements (FTAs) apply to this acquisition. Therefore, the Buy American Act restrictions are waived for designated country construction materials. 

(2) The Contractor shall use only domestic, designated country construction material in performing this contract, except as provided in paragraphs (b)(3) and (b)(4) of this clause. 

(3) The requirement in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause does not apply to the construction materials or components listed by the Government as follows: 

NONE

(4) The Contracting Officer may add other foreign construction material to the list in paragraph (b)(3) of this clause if the Government determines that- 

(i) The cost of domestic construction material would be unreasonable. The cost of a particular domestic construction material subject to the restrictions of the Buy American Act is unreasonable when the cost of such material exceeds the cost of foreign material by more than 6 percent; 

(ii) The application of the restriction of the Buy American Act to a particular construction material would be impracticable or inconsistent with the public interest; or 

(iii) The construction material is not mined, produced, or manufactured in the United States in sufficient and reasonably available commercial quantities of a satisfactory quality. 

(c) Request for determination of inapplicability of the Buy American Act . 

(1)(i) Any Contractor request to use foreign construction material in accordance with paragraph (b)(4) of this clause shall include adequate information for Government evaluation of the request, including- 

(A) A description of the foreign and domestic construction materials; 

(B) Unit of measure; 

(C) Quantity; 

(D) Price; 

(E) Time of delivery or availability; 

(F) Location of the construction project; 

(G) Name and address of the proposed supplier; and 

(H) A detailed justification of the reason for use of foreign construction materials cited in accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of this clause. 

(ii) A request based on unreasonable cost shall include a reasonable survey of the market and a completed price comparison table in the format in paragraph (d) of this clause. 

(iii) The price of construction material shall include all delivery costs to the construction site and any applicable duty (whether or not a duty-free certificate may be issued). 

(iv) Any Contractor request for a determination submitted after contract award shall explain why the Contractor could not reasonably foresee the need for such determination and could not have requested the determination before contract award. If the Contractor does not submit a satisfactory explanation, the Contracting Officer need not make a determination. 

(2) If the Government determines after contract award that an exception to the Buy American Act applies and the Contracting Officer and the Contractor negotiate adequate consideration, the Contracting Officer will modify the contract to allow use of the foreign construction material. However, when the basis for the exception is the unreasonable price of a domestic construction material, adequate consideration is not less than the differential established in paragraph (b)(4)(i) of this clause. 

(3) Unless the Government determines that an exception to the Buy American Act applies, use of foreign construction material is noncompliant with the Buy American Act. 

(d) Data. To permit evaluation of requests under paragraph (c) of this clause based on unreasonable cost, the Contractor shall include the following information and any applicable supporting data based on the survey of suppliers:

1.  Project Specific HASP

Offerors shall provide a project specific HASP for the Sample Task listed below:

Sample Task

The intent of this exercise is for the proposing contractor to develop a Site Specific Health and Safety Plan that identify the hazards associated with the described activities, cite the OSHA Regulations pertaining to the hazard, and identify the controls the proposing contractor would employ to eliminate those hazards.

This project requires a multi-discipline effort to accomplish minor rehabilitation to an existing laboratory building.

The contractor needs to install a 6” (inch) sewer line from an existing sewer man hole through 60’ (foot) of deep excavation and connect to an existing 6” (inch) sewer line located in the basement of the building. The new sewer line must maintain a minimum of 10’ (foot) in deep underground while coming into the building. The installation of this line will require the use of a crane to lift and locate the piping. It is anticipated that at least (3) three connections of the piping will be required in the excavation before penetrating the basement footer. The footer is constructed of concrete 1’ (foot) thick. All soil excavated from the area shall be handled, transported, and disposed of as a Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) listed hazardous waste. The soil has been designated as such due to the presence of chlorinated solvents, in concentrations less than (1) one part per million, which requires the soil to be considered as a listed hazardous waste with a waste code of F002. Vehicle traffic controls must be maintained while placing the sewer line from the sewer manhole to inside the building. Housekeeping on the job site must be maintained.

In the basement of the building there is approx. 90’ (foot) of active 1” (inch) steam piping that must be replaced. The steam pipe being demolished is insulated with asbestos containing material. The piping is located 16’ (foot) A.F.F. and located beneath the piping is a rotating compressor that must stay in service and be protected from any damage. The new steam piping material is 1” (inch) carbon steel and will require field welding to install. In order to perform this activity the work will require the use of scaffolding, ladders, and power tools.

A laboratory that has historical usage of mercury located on the first floor of an occupied building will be rehabilitated. The contractor shall remove one laboratory cabinet with sink and its associated plumbing. The cabinet is painted with lead containing paint and the paint is flaking and peeling. Ceiling tiles which contain asbestos and are glued with asbestos containing adhesive to a plywood surface are to be demolished including the plywood. The existing lighting is to be demolished and contains PCB ballasts. The floor tile and mastic is to be demolished. The floor tile consists of 9x9 inch tiles, which contain asbestos and the mastic contains asbestos. During the removal of the floor tile, the laboratory sink and drain trap, air monitoring for mercury vapor shall be conducted. The drain trap shall be treated as mercury contaminated.

The new plumbing for the new laboratory sink shall be copper piping, and a (1) one inch, stainless steel process pipe for nitrogen shall be installed at the cabinet also. The process piping shall be run from a nitrogen trailer located outside the building and into the room. The pipe supports shall be affixed to the walls. The exterior walls are constructed of concrete and interior walls are constructed of gypsum board mounted on metal studs. All of the walls are painted with lead containing paint.

The contractor shall remove (1) one fume hood which contains a transite panel, associated duct work and roof mounted fan, A new fume hood will be installed with the ventilation system following the existing ventilation path which is a 3 x 3 foot chase. A new fan that weights 175 pounds shall be installed on the existing roof curb. A new drop ceiling and grid will be installed. New lighting and wiring shall be installed.  An adjacent lab will remain occupied while this work is being performed. However; the construction area must be isolated and provide protection to the lab occupants so that they can continue to perform their duties.

b)  A Corporate Health and Safety Plan which shall include copies of the OSHA 300 Form/Logs for the last three (3) years.

Project  Specific HASP Guidelines
The Offeror shall submit a project specific safety and occupational health plan as part of its proposal (see NASA Glenn Safety Manual, Chapter 17, Appendices). The plan shall include a detailed discussion of the policies, procedures, and techniques that will be used to ensure the safety and occupational health of Contractor employees and to ensure the safety of all working conditions throughout the performance of the sample task.

When applicable, the plan shall address the policies, procedures, and techniques that will be used to ensure the safety and occupational health of the public, astronauts and pilots, the NASA workforce (including Contractor employees working on NASA contracts), and high-value equipment and property.

The plan shall similarly address subcontractor employee safety and occupational health for those proposed subcontracts that contain one or more of the following conditions:

1. The work will be conducted completely or partly on premises owned or controlled by the government.

2. The work includes construction, alteration, or repair of facilities in excess of the simplified acquisition threshold.

1.  Past Performance: There is no page limit for Past Performance information. 
The prime contractor, teaming partners and major subcontractors, including but not limited to mechanical, electrical and instrumentation subcontractors, shall submit:

B.  Technical Capability Evaluation Factor

The following sub-factors will be evaluated to determine the proposal’s technical capability to meet or exceed baseline requirements.  Each of the sub factors will receive an adjectival rating described below.  The sub factors will then be consolidated into a single Technical Capability rating. 

(a) Health and Safety Plan (HASP)- Plans that are thorough and complete and fully address potential safety conditions related to the sample task.

(b)  Management Approach Plan – A plan that provides for a highly effective operation that is streamlined, efficient, responsive, cost effective, innovative, and can fully integrate all SOW functions.

(c)  Key Personnel and Experience – Individuals with superior credentials in management and technical effort in projects similar in scope and nature.

(d)  Past Performance – Company past performance that indicated highly successful technical and business performance on similar projects over the past three years.

(e)  Pricing elements – Company pricing elements that indicate a financially sound firm with competitive pricing and rates and an ample aggregate construction bonding level.

Relative importance of sub-factors - For purposes of evaluation, within Technical Capability; 

The Health and Safety Plan(s) and the Key Personnel and Experience Plan are equal in importance and significantly more important than the Management Approach Plan.

EXCELLENT – A comprehensive and thorough proposal of exceptional merit with one or more significant strengths.  No deficiency or significant weakness exists.

VERY GOOD – A proposal having no deficiency and demonstrates over-all competence.  One or more significant strengths have been found and strengths outbalance any weaknesses that exist.
GOOD – A proposal having no deficiency and which shows a reasonably sound response.  There may be strengths or weaknesses or both.  As a whole, weaknesses not off-set by strengths do not significantly detract from the offeror’s response.

FAIR – A proposal having no deficiency and which has one or more weaknesses.  Weaknesses outbalance any strengths.

POOR – A proposal that has one or more deficiencies or significant weaknesses that demonstrate a lack of overall competence or would require a major proposal revision to correct. 

C.  Past Performance Evaluation Factor 

An evaluation will be conducted on each offeror’s overall performance record and experience (including the record of any significant subcontractor or teaming partner) in performing projects that are similar in scope and complexity to the requirements of this solicitation (or to the portion of work to be performed by the significant subcontractor or teaming partner); project contractor experience in working with each other; and project contractor safety record and accident experience. 

The evaluation will consider information contained in the offeror’s proposal, reference verifications and any information obtained from other sources including references, customers, and Government agencies deemed appropriate.

Each Offeror will be assigned one of the following adjective ratings for past performance:

EXCELLENT – Of exceptional merit; exemplary performance in a timely, efficient, and economical manner; very minor (if any) problems with no adverse effect on overall performance; and experience that is highly relevant to this procurement.

VERY GOOD – Very effective performance; fully responsive to contract requirements; contract requirements accomplished in a timely, efficient, and economical manner for the most part; only minor problems with little identifiable effect on overall performance; and experience is very relevant to this procurement.

GOOD – Effective performance; fully responsive to contract requirements; reportable problems, but with little identifiable effect on overall performance; and experience is relevant to this procurement.

FAIR – Meets or slightly exceeds minimum acceptable standards; adequate results; reportable problems with identifiable, but not substantial, effects on overall performance; and experience is at least somewhat relevant to this procurement.

POOR – Does not meet minimum acceptable standards in one or more areas; remedial action required in one ore more areas; problems in one or more areas which, adversely affect overall performance.

NEUTRAL – No prior work experience in similar or like projects.
Offerors with no record of relevant past performance will receive a neutral rating.

D.  Price Evaluation Factor 

No adjective rating will be assigned to price, but it will be evaluated (Attachment C) to determine its reasonableness, and acceptability, and extent to which it reflects performance addressed in the technical proposal.  The Government will use Attachment C “Current Rate Structure” for evaluation purposes. 

E.  Relative Importance of Evaluation Factors

For the purpose of selection, Technical Capability is considered more important than Price which is considered more important than Past Performance.

1.0
Purpose
The purpose of this Construction Services Contract (CSC) is to provide an expedited means to implement construction activities at the Glenn Research Center (GRC).  The GRC Engineering and Technical Services Directorate, Facilities Division, Project Management and Quality Assurance Branch (PM&QAB) is responsible for managing the overall construction activities. 
2.0  
Description
The work described below is for construction related services, including new construction activities as well as rehabilitation and modification of existing facilities.  The work scope includes both the GRC main campus and the Plum Brook Station in Sandusky, Ohio.

3.0
Typical Work

The contract work effort will be comprised of two types of construction projects issued as task orders in accordance with the terms of the contract:  (a) “Standard  Projects” defined as work valued from $0 to $500,000 and ”COF Projects” defined as work which is valued over $500,000. 

The majority of construction projects are Standard Projects.  Approximately 80 projects are performed through the Construction Services Contract (CSC) on an annual basis.  
4.0
Work Scope

The Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, equipment, project management and Safety Director necessary to meet the requirements of this SOW.  The work shall include Architectural, Structural, Civil, Mechanical, Electrical, Environmental, and other specialized services.   

4.1 Structural
The work activities in this area shall include, but are not limited to, fabrication, rigging, and installation of structural steel, wood, or engineered products.

4.2  Civil

The work activities in this area shall include, but are not limited to, excavations, underground utilities, site development, soil removal and relocation.


4.3  Mechanical

The work activities in this area shall include, but are not limited to, HVAC systems, plumbing systems, gas systems, high and low pressure steam systems.

4.4 Electrical

The work activities in this area shall include, but are not limited to, high voltage, low voltage, substations,  motor, and process control systems.

4.5 Environmental

The work activities in this area shall include, but are not limited to, hazard assessments, and asbestos, mercury and lead abatement.  All work performed under this contract must be performed in compliance with all Federal, state, and local environmental regulations, Presidential executive orders, NASA policy, and the GRC Environmental Programs Manual. 

4.6 Architectural, Engineering Services, and Specialized Services

The work activity in this area shall include, but is not limited to, Architectural and Engineering services to perform design efforts to support small projects for bid build construction and / or design build construction.
 Specialized services will include, but are not limited to, cryogenic, vacuum, and acoustical systems. 

4.7 Other Services 

Other construction related work activities not otherwise mentioned above. 

5.0
Developmental Partnership

A major goal of the CSC is for the Contractor and the Government to work as an integrated team to develop a streamlined process that is flexible while ensuring the safe and successful accomplishment of work activities.  The NASA team is comprised of civil service personnel and other contractor personnel with the overall goal of accomplishing the assigned task.  To that end, a long term partnership whereby the CSC is acknowledged as being integral to the success of the GRC customer is considered vital.  
6.0      On Site Presence
The Contractor shall establish and maintain an on-site presence.  The Government will provide a space for the Contractor to furnish and setup an office trailer.  The office trailer shall be neat in appearance, current to existing codes and shall be maintained by the Contractor.  The Contractor shall request a permit from the COTR to place the office trailer at the Government provided trailer space.  The Government provided trailer space will have adequate electric and phone service available for the Contractors use.  The costs for the electricity will be furnished by the Government.  Phones and trailer service costs shall be the responsibility of the Contractor.  The office trailer shall be staffed as needed to meet ongoing project requirements and the space and office trailer shall be kept free from trash and debris.  Periodic inspections will be performed by the COTR to assure the Government supplied space and Contractor furnished trailer are being kept neat and uncluttered. Normal business hours shall be Monday through Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  

The Contractor shall provide a full time on-site Project Manager/Superintendent, and Safety Officer during the performance of the contract. See section G8, of the RFP, for the Safety Officer qualifications. The Government, at their discretion, reserves the right to require full time superintendence by the Contractor.  This requirement will be clarified with each task.

7.0
Project Implementation
The following procedure will normally be used by the Government to request, select, and authorize all work activity.  

· The Project Management and Quality Assurance Branch will receive a work request for construction services from an internal GRC customer.

· The Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative (COTR) will assign a Quality Assurance Specialist (QAS) to act as a point of contact for the project.

·  A project number will be assigned and the COTR will initiate a form 321 letter and invite the Contractor to submit a Construction Project Plan (CPP).

· To assist in the preparation of the CPP, a site showing will be held by the Government to provide an understanding of the scope of work, schedule development, implementation of the work, and project closeout requirements.

· The Contractor will then prepare a CPP and submit the CPP as defined by the 321 Letter to the COTR for review and evaluation. 

· The Government will review the CPP and select a contractor to perform the project. 

· The Government will issue a Record of Environmental Consideration or memo to the file noting the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) status of the project prior to the start of a project.

· The Government will issue a NASA Form OF 347 and Notice to Proceed to the selected contractor to authorize the commencement of on site construction work.

No work shall begin on any project without an issued Task Order (NASA Form OF 347) signed by the Contracting Officer and a Notice to Proceed letter signed by the COTR.
7.1   Construction Project Plan


The CPP shall be prepared by the Contractor and shall include detailed construction cost, implementation plan, submittal schedule, construction schedule, demonstration of subcontractor competition, and a project site specific Health and Safety Plan (HASP).

The construction cost shall include all anticipated expenses including: direct labor hours and dollars for construction management functions such as: construction supervision, construction safety, procurement, performance and payment bonds, and the preparation of as-built drawings; contractor and subcontractor labor hours by trade; equipment and materials costs; all indirect costs; markups and handling costs; and profit.

The integrated implementation plan shall detail the technical approach to implement and complete the project. Note: Innovative or alternate approaches to completing tasks are encouraged.

The submittal schedule shall identify shop drawings and technical submittals required by the specifications and drawings with the Contractor’s anticipated submission date. 

The construction schedule shall include critical milestone dates for necessary interfaces with the Government, and a line item showing project completion, which includes punchlist, clean up and submission of as-built drawings and O&M manuals.  The Government shall withhold 2% of the contract value for punch list, as-built drawings and O&M manuals totaling 6% of contract value, and pay on those line items only when the submission of those items is 100% complete and accepted by the Government.

The project site specific Health and Safety Plan HASP shall identify potential hazards and the means by which they will be controlled, eliminated and monitored.  The HASP shall be reviewed by the QA and the Facilities Division Safety Representative before being submitted to the GRC Safety, Health, and Environmental Management Offices for approval.  The approved HASP shall be maintained by the Contractor and kept at the job site for the duration of the task and all workers assigned to the task shall be required to read and understand the contents of the HASP before commencing any work activities.  To document that the workers are made aware of all the contents contained in the HASP each worker is required to place their signature on the HASP document indicating that they have read and understand the hazards identified and the means to control those hazards.  The Notice to Proceed with Construction will not be given until the Contractor has an approved HASP.

Demonstration of sub contractor competition shall be accomplished by attaching a copy of the subcontractor’s proposals to the CPP. The CPP shall also list the names of the companies that were invited to submit a sub contract price along with their proposal or declination. The selected sub contractor shall be identified along with the range of quotes received from all sub contractors from low to high. 

7.2  Pre Construction Conference

After contractor selection and Government issuance of an OF 347, a Pre Construction Conference (PCC) will be initiated by the Government.  The Contractor, including any key subcontractors shall attend the PCC.  At the conclusion of the PCC, the COTR will authorize the expenditure of funds to purchase equipment and materials. 

7.3  Notice to Proceed with Construction

After the approval of the Contractor’s Health and Safety Plan, the COTR will issue the Construction Notice to Proceed to begin on-site construction.  The Contractor shall provide the necessary labor, materials, and equipment to implement the work in accordance with the submitted CPP or as amended by the Parties.  The Contractor shall provide construction supervision for all aspects of the construction activities including coordination with COTRs and representatives with other key GRC organizations such as: Building Managers, Customers, Safety, Health and Environmental Division (SHED), Safety Office and Committees, Pressure Systems Office (PSO), Security and Plant Protection System Office, and Facility System Operators. 

The Contractor shall provide a competent person/foreman to be the point of contact (POC) for each individual task order.  The contractor shall ensure that all project specifications and requirements are met.
7.4   Project Performance
During the performance of each task order the Contractor shall:

Assure that all costs incurred for each task order do not exceed the amount authorized by the 347.  The Contractor shall immediately notify the COTR or the QA if the task order may exceed the amount authorized by 347 and submit an explanation and a plan for corrective action as early as possible during task order execution.

The Contractor shall track all schedule milestone dates for each project and ensure that all-relevant data is kept current.  The Contractor shall immediately notify the COTR of any projected schedule changes, and submit an explanation and a plan for corrective action.

7.5   Project Status and Reporting

7.5.1   Daily Reports
For all projects valued over $100,000 or at the direction of the Contracting Officer, the Contractor shall submit to the QAS a daily inspection report describing the daily activities for each project.  Included in the report shall be the total on-site workforce identified by trade (i.e. 1 Superintendent, 1 Electrical Foreman, 2 Journeyman Electricians, 1 Electrical Apprentice etc.)  Include also in the report the progress of work, any delays, interference or schedule conflicts, safety concerns or violations, major equipment used, material received or shortages, and any visitors.

7.5.2   Quarterly Report
The Contractor shall prepare and present on electronic media a quarterly report on the status of all projects to the COTR.  Include on the report the number of new tasks, open tasks, completed tasks and any safety violations.

7.5.3 FY Year End Report

The Contractor shall prepare and present a report to the COTR of the status of all projects assigned for the current Fiscal Year (FY).  This report shall indicate the total number of tasks assigned for the FY, the number of open tasks, completed tasks, and total number of safety violations.
7.5.4   Accidents and Safety Violations
The Contractor shall report to the COTR, as soon as possible, but within one (1) working day, any mishaps, incidents and close calls (as defined in Chapter 21 of the Glenn Safety Manual) that occur during operations at the Center involving personnel or contractors under your authority.  The Contractor shall investigate the incident and report the results on a NASA Mishap Report (Form C1627), within five (5) working days.

NASA reserves the right to remove any contractor employee for non compliance with Safety or Environmental rules and regulations.

8.0 Emergency Requirements
In case of an emergency such as a system critical impact, imminent danger, building or structure damage, or an environmental release the Contractor shall respond to the emergency immediately.  In this situation, a verbal request from the Contracting Officer or COTR or NASA Official as appointed by the Contracting Officer shall initiate this response.  A written task order and a NASA OF 347 signed by the Contracting Officer will follow immediately.

9.0 Quality Control

The Contractor shall have a written Quality Assurance Program and submit same to the COTR for contract records.

The Contractor shall ensure effective quality control for all ongoing work activity.

9.1   Subcontract Management
The Contractor shall be responsible for effectively managing all work activity including that of a subcontractor, teaming partner, or vendor.   The Contractor shall effectively manage purchasing sources, including that of any subcontractor, to ensure that each material, parts, equipment, and components meets project specifications and quality requirements.

9.2   Contractors Quality Inspections and Testing
The Contractor shall implement a robust process so all work activities conform to project requirements and specifications.  Documentation shall indicate control through records of inspections and tests. When appropriate, the Contractor is authorized to utilize an independent testing laboratory to accomplish inspection and testing.

The Safety Officer is considered essential to the work being performed under this contract. They shall have knowledge of OSHA Excavation, Trenching, Shoring, Fall Protection, Fall Arrest Systems, Scaffolding, Lead Abatement, Mold, Indoor Air Quality, and Respiratory Protection.

The Safety Officer shall be dedicated solely to this contract and shall be on site full time whenever work is being performed under this contract.

10.0
Government Quality Inspection

Work performed by the Contractor shall be subject to inspection by the Government. Changes to project specifications or drawings ARE NOT permitted without written authorization of the Contracting Officer’s Technical Representative.

When inspections reveal that corrective measures are required, additional time will be allowed for reinspection by the Government.  Any cost incurred shall be at the Contractor’s expense.

The Government shall be notified prior to back filling or encasing of any underground utilities in order to inspect work.  Failure to provide such notification shall require removing backfill material to inspect the work and record survey data.  Any cost incurred shall be at the Contractor’s expense.

All projects are subject to continuous evaluation, review, and verification by the QAS or COTR.  The Contractor shall be notified in writing of any noncompliance area and shall be given three (3) days to correct identified deficiencies.

The Government reserves the right to conduct source inspection on a Contractor’s purchase. 

11.0
Project Closeout and Documentation

The Contractor shall participate in the Project Acceptance and Turnover Process.  This process is implemented as a checklist to ensure major activities are complete and ready for turnover to the responsible Government Representative.  The Contractor shall ensure that punch list items are complete, conduct training as applicable, perform operational testing, submit operational and maintenance manuals and red lined as-built drawings prior to the scheduled final walk-through.

At the completion of each project, the Contractor Representative and the Government QAS shall meet to discuss and evaluate the Contractor’s performance utilizing the PM&QAB  Contractor Evaluation Form NASA C-9427.  The purpose of this meeting is to allow the QAS and the Contractor Representative to discuss and measure schedule and cost growth along with how well the Contractor performed in the elements identified on the form.  Included on the form is a comment section for both the QA and contractor to document observations, issues or concerns, or to make recommendations for improvement. The completed form is then submitted to the COTR and becomes part of the project file.

The Contractor shall maintain a file for each project.  At the completion of each project, the file shall be submitted to the COTR, for retention by the Government.  Each file shall include the following as applicable: complete cost data, final drawings, red lined as-built drawings, reports, approved shop drawings, O&M Manuals, evaluation form C-9427 and other supporting documents that were required to perform the project.

Submit final billing to the COTR for all projects within 30 days after Government final acceptance.
